ROOSEVELT’S HYPOCRISY
ACHIEVES ITS PURPOSE.

His Pretended Reluctance to Accept Second Place, While Se-
cretly Working for It, Makes His Nomination Possi-
ble—Hanna Manufactures Enthusiasm.

Philadelphia, June 2L.—The most terribly
suggastive scens in the Republican Natlonal
Convention to-day occurred when President
McKinloy was renominated and rk Han-
na, the high priest of corruption Aneri-
can politics, stood In the center of the niage
with a plume of pampas grass In his fat
hand, pontificating, whils the red and biack
standards of all the Biales and Territories
were grouped abova his head—a mnational
glorification of the man who bought his
peat In the United States Senate, the do-
fender and protector of trusts.

It was the supreme climax of the most
sordid mational polltical council ever held
on American sofl. It was the enthione-
maent, the apotheosis of greed.

The one fact about the convention ta-day
which stands above ail other facts in Iis
far-reaching importance is that nothing
ecould stir the mighty multitude which wit-

ssed the tion of President McKin-
lay and Governor Rooseveit into a sircere
outburst of enthustasm. There was politl-
eal death in the atmosphers. Every man
and every woman who wWas pressnt to-day
will bear witnesa that the audience had to
be begged to chesr the name of McKinley.

Mr. Hanna, seelng the appaliing political
effect which this spectacle of Indifersnce
would have upoa the whole country, ran to
the middle of the platform, waved his
hands, swung his pminpas grass above his
head, shouted and entreated the delegates
and the crowd in the gallery to rise and
make n stronger demonsiration. The col-
Iapse of MeKinleyism and Hannalsm was
visible to every eye to-day.

MRoosevelt's Hypoerisy.

Even Governor Roosgevell fatled to swoep
the convention off fts fect. Everybody
seemed to understand the fact that he had
been playing n part for weeks. The inside
story of his theairical plan to work aym-
pathy and exciiement and to have him-
slf nominated ln a bluze of spectacular
glory was known In every part of the hall

His insincerity, his frantlc appeals to be
saved from a nomination which he Intend-
od to take from the wvery beginning, his
often whispered story that he was belng
made the victim of Mr. Platt and Mr, Quay
and the corporations whom he had offend-
ed and the evidence of his eager willlnug-
ness to Do Vice President kilied his pop-
wlarity to-day.

He was no longer the blunt, frank, des-
perately honest Rough Rider, but the weak,
siy, wire-pulling, pretentious politician. A
national vonvention is quick to see and
grasp lacts.

There is every reason to belleve that Gov-
ornor Roosevelt's pathetic whines to he
saved from the nemination were part of o
deliberats scheme to work up excitement

ter was not suspacted until last night. Then
the mask was dropped.

1t Is now known that when, days ago, Mr,
Roosevelt was announcing to the publio
and to the credulous delegates of the Weat
and South, that he eould not, would not
be Vice President: that he wanted to be
eaved from the enemies who were trying to
foree hia nomination—at this very time the
Governor was sgecretly and in plain lan-
guage cncouraging the movement to nomi-
nite him. In this manner Governor Roose-
velt helped the boswes Lo make his nomina-
tion unanimous.

The dresses of the wo-
men, the radlance of the decorations, the
grouping of the blooming rhododendrons on
the platform, the glow and glitter of the
party badges and emblems and the wave-
like movement of the many-colored fans
harmonized well with the great hall In
which the sound of military music swelled,

All knew that the ticket would be Me-
Kinley and Roosevelt. Mr. Hanna bad sajd
s0. Mr. Quay had sald so. And Mr. Platt
had sald s0. When these three men agree
on anything In & Republican convention
there ks nothing left but the ratification of
their plans.

The conventlon was opened with a long
oratorical prayer by Archbishop Ryan of
FPhiludelphia, who stood in his purple robe
and with striking gestures moved back-
wurd and forward on the stage as he made
a sort of religious specch.

OUR TROOPS

Kempff’s News of the Highest Significance—Great
Battle Probably Now On.

Washington, June 21.—The news fele-
graphed by Admiral Kempf this evening
makes it certaln that the next news from
Kempft will tell of a bloody battle between
the allled forces and the Boxers and Chl-
nese army.

The American forces, as foreshadowed In
Kempfl's stirring dispalch, have plunged
into the thick of the fray, and will be In
the battle which is now probably being
fought.

The official dispatch of Kempft yesterday
showed that there wers about 5,000 regular
troops, French, Rritish, Russian, German
and Japanese, at Takv, which are undoubt-
edly well supplied with artillery. Kempfl
spoke of 300 Americans there, and in to-
day's dispatch he says that 13 marines
under Major Walter of the Marine Corps
have joilned the attacking army. These
ers the marines who arrived lately at Taku
on the Solace., The Americans will take
with them severai rapid-firing guns.

It is estimated that there are 20,000 of the
Chinese army of the Tien-Tsin district at or
near Tien-Tsin. The whole army corps of
that district consists of 35,000 men, who are
sald to constitute the Sower of the Chinese
army. This army corps Is well provided
with modern artillery. The dispatches indl-
cate that either the Chinese army Is bom-
barding Tlen-Tsin or the army has supplied
the Boxers with slege guns, or perhaps the
fanatics and soldlers have joined forces to
exterminate the forelgners In Tlen-Tsin.
