The water backed over many squares off
residences. Electric lines were stotipjd and
barns and debris arc backed against the
bridges. At Warsaw the city sewer, under
construction. Is filled with drift. Base-
ments are filled with water. At Peru
there were fcur cloudbursts and great dam-ap- e

It done. The Government gauge chowed
a fall of over 6 Inches In ten hours.

Throughout tho Wabash Valley there la
much damage by the high water, and as
the river 13 rising still more damage Is
feared. Crops are overflowed and the corn
will sufler, especially as nearly the ontiro
valley i.i planted and thousands of acre
will have to be replanted.
