BISMARCK’S CONVERSATIONS.

New Collection Contains Many In-
teresting Episodes.

London, Saturday, June 2—(Copyright,

f meny Interesting chapters, not the
lenst attractive is that of Blsmarck's com-
versations in interviews. Among them is
thot which ha gave to Mr. Whitman as the
representative of The Republic, just on the
twenty-fifth anniversary o! the day upon
which the old Emperor Willlam drew up
and slgn=! a letter announcing his Inten-
tion of making a present of the estate of
Fricdrichsruhe to his falthful Chaocelior.

It was on the occasion of this Interview
that the matter of the recent Kalser's fa-
mous telegram to Kruger, which strained
the telations of England and Germuny,
came up.  Hlsmarck, speaking of it, sald
that the Emperor's telegram might, with
partieular fithess and decency, have been
sent to Kruger, even by the English Gov-
ernment itseif. He was of the opinion that
Kruger did not need any assistance, Ger-
man or any other kind, and eald he ap-
preclated fullpy—what England has  since
learned tn her cost—that the Boers were
men of stalwart physigue. phiegmatie tem-
perament and good shots Into the bargaln.

“They mey, I think,"” he added, “be ralled
on ta defend thelr Independence and give a
good secount of their enemies.™

He nlso on this occaston made a remark
which fired the Hellenle nation to a piich
of frenzy, saying: “As for Crete, I can an-
sure you, [ take less Interest in that island
than in any Nttle mounl in my garden.
The Cretans are, [ belleve, wvery highly
taxed under nomral conditions, and should
be far better off under the Turks than they
might possibly bhe f they belonged to
Greees.”

The conversation in full mivem between
Bl-marck and L1 Hung Chang Is of gerat
interest, and one can woll fancy these two
inveivrate smokers and profound thinkers
meeting and judging one another through
clouds of tobaceo smoke Thanks to skiliful

interpreters, the eonversatlon at lunch was |

lively and well sustalned.

The Viceroy told the Prime Minister that
to see him had been hizs wish for thirty
vears, ever sines he first heard of him after
the Austrian War. At last the day of ful-
sllment of his wish had come. He had seon
many portraits of the Prince and cherished
great expectations, but no portrait had
come Up to reality.

L1 Hung Chang was evidently immensely
impressed with Hismarck, and filled a whols
page of the German Chancellor's album
with Chinese characters telling of the ad-
miration with which his host inspired him.

The Chancellor’s devotion to his Emperor
and “Old Master,” as he called him, were
defined by the Russian attache, who sald
that Bismarck's featuores invariably re-
luxed, and assumed an slmost tender sx-
pression when he spoke of hi® movereign.
