fall, but a very thorough follower--' of the
racing game asserted Friday evening that
he believed tho condition of the track at
Sheepshead Bay on that eventful day had
much to do with Ethelberfs deftat. He
went on to say: "Ethelbert wants a fast
track, and the condition of the trnck on
that day. although good, was anything but
fast.

Some Timely Recommendations.

A most interesting and imporUint muni-
cipal document is the annual report of the
Board of Public Improvements, which was
approved by tho board last Tuesday. This
report Is In the niture of a warning, a plea,

and a letter of adlce to the people uf St.
Louis. Its central theme Is the World's
Fair. The condition of the city's public
woiks Is reviewed and dlsvussed mainly
from the standpoint of the necessities and
responsibilities undertaken by the city in
connection with a great World's Fair.

The Board of Public improvements has
Uken the Fair .seriously, in Its openii'g
paragraph, the report says: "We have In-

vited the world to come and see our city.
Look what we will have to show them. S-- e

our ditty, uncompleted streets ami allejs.
our Inadequate sewer system, our discredi
table city our muddy and Im- - j

pure water, our general
conditljn. We must bestir ou'selvcs

and get to work at houecleanlng."
This. In substance. Is whit the board savs

to the citiz'ns. The weaknesses of the city
are shown, and the Improvement, th.it
must be made before the Fair are pointed
out.

Ileferring to the duty ot the board to
foresee the needs of the city and to make
nccesrary plans and submit Its recommen-
dation? to the Major and the Municipal
Assembly, the report sajs:

"If a Fair Is to be held and thy world ii
invited to come and see. It must not be for-
gotten or Ignored that the city itself will
be one of the prominent exhibits. Pooily
made and .streets, or streets not
made at all, water muddy and discolored
and repulslvo in appearance, even If not
under suspicion as to Us bedng wholesome:
sew or system fallen fir behind as to needed
extenslen.; parks Insutllciently cared for,
besides lacking the Improvements and em-

bellishments which people of culture and
travel expect to see, the dangers Kiid

of railroad crosslncs at grade,
bad enough at all times, but vastly in-

creased by the added traffic on both railway
and street due to the Fair; public buildings
unfinished or dilapidated; eleemosynar.v and
penal Institutions Insufficient In cjp.icitv;
lack of hospital accommodations, and the
discreditable condition of the existing ac-
commodations thee are likely to be feat-
ures of the city's part of the exhibit, noted
bj every visitor.

"lime, and especially the means, are too
limited tn justity the expectation that all
these deficiencies caii be supplied by 1,
but much may and must lie none."

The first matter taken up .it length Is the
stre-e- t Improvement question. "For a long
time." runs the report, "local conditions In
St. Louis led to the use of macadam as the
chief street-makin- g mater! il. 1 he Inll'ienre
of producers of this material and Its cheap-
ness for some time hindered the substitution
of a better class of street reconstruction:
next came the selfishness of parties in con-
trol of certain kind of street making ma-
terial, who unwisely pursued a

policy.
"Tnen the courts were appealed to in

the interest of rival contractors and ot un-

willing taxpajers. The courts did not
clearly grasp the question raised, anil gave
decisions which, alter injurious delay, nave
been set aside by later decisions of
in which the issues were more clearly pre-

sented.
"These are some of the obstacles which

Improvements, which are. wholly or In great j

part, paid for by spe:ial Saxe. The loard (

is pleased to he anie to say mat inese ob-
stacles are. In some measure, passing out
of the way."

The report then goes on to show that the

appropriations for street Improvements
have been very small of itcent years, and
have steadily decreased, until they are near-
ly nothing.

"In later ears," reads the report, "pref-

Is followed by a statement of
the amount of money expended for street
Improvement from lvs5 to 19"). the tabu-

IKd. more than double the result was ac-
complished during the latter perl d than
during tho former, and further, that a bet-
ter class of street and alley work v.s done--Th- e

report then discountenances the use
ot macadam or common teifo'd as ma-
terial for street reconstruction, stating tbat
such use Is unwise and should be done nly
la exceptional cases. Granitoid has largely
come Into use for curbing and guttering,
being not only better, but cheaier than the
limestone curb and gutter paving formerly
used.

Discussing the question of city bridges,
the states further that
bridges must be provided if the World's
Fair project is to be realized.

"We might design a filter plant for tho
city of St. Louis basing said design upon
the best Information nbtain-ibl- In regard
to the operation of filters at other places,
but we could not lie certain that we would
In that way obtain the best plant for the
city.

"The board has twice sought from the
Municipal Assembly the authority and
means to make practie-a-! tests, but without
success. Due regard for the Interests of the
city does not justify going blindly Into the
adoption of any plan or scheme for clarifi-
cation or purille-atio- without preliminary
comparative tests on a suitable scale.

Plnnn for Filtration.
"The board is of the opinion that the plant

nece.-sa- r for the clarification and filtration
of the water supply should be constructed,
owned, controlled and operated by the city
dlrectlv.

"In default of the Information which the
board eleslred to obtain by means of actual
tests under local conditions, we submit here-
with an approximate estimate of the cost of
filtration by the two systems, under the as-
sumption (not by any means a safe assump-
tion) that IfK-a- l conditions would not ma-
terially moelify the rate of filtration usually
allowed."

The estimates of cost of establishing a
filtering plant furnished by the board are
briefly as follows: Slow sand filtration,

mechanical filtration. 12.431.400. The

She Is a Real "Daughter."

Old Resident of a Maine Town Ihe Child of

a Revolutionary Soldier.

Portsmouth, N. II.. .June B. A "real"

daughter of the American revolution has
just celebrated the eighty-eight- h anniver-
sary of her birth In North Klttery. Me.
Mrs. Kachcl Maria Fernald was born June
'8. 112. at what was then called East Eliot.
She was the twelfth child of Mr. and Mrs.
Eliot Frost.

Her father was born December 25. 1700, in
N"Vth Klttery, which was aftcrwanls set
apart ns East Eliot, and when he was only
13 years of age joined the Continental army
anil served through the American Itcvolu- -

wiien he was released he had nothing but
Continental money In his possession and he
was forced to walk to his home, which he
reached after many weeks of travel and
hardship. He stayed at home only a short
time, when he shipped and made several
voyages to the East India Islands.

In 17S3 he married Jane Clark, a native of
North Berwick, and pursued the occupation
of a farmer until he was 70. when ho gave
up that vocation and elevoted his entire time
to the study of the Bible.

By many tie was considered very eccentric,
ciiecially so after he went thiough the
streets of Portsmouth prophesying the big
fire- - which soon afterwards took place. He
also fortold an epidemic, and as this was
lut before the yellow- - fever broke out In
Portsmouth, he gained for himself the title
of Prophet Frost. He died January U, 1S.

Mrs Fernald enjoys excellent health and
bids fair to live many jears to come. She
has spent the greater portion of her life
within a few miles of where she was born,
attending the public schools and the Epis-
copal Church of her native town. In 1SU

she married Reginald Ferna d a native ot
North Klttery. and four children was the
result of the union, two of whom, Mrs. Han-
nah Bartlett. with whom she makes her
home, and Mrs. Susan Trlckey of Ports-
mouth, survive .
