Many clergymen who had been class-
mates at the Evangelical Eden Theological
Colleso met yesterday for tho first time
slnco they parted at their craduaUon. tho
occasion being the second day of the cele-

bration of tho InstltuUon's semicentennial.
It was tho alumni's day. and all tho

classes had reunions. In tho forenoon they
gathered Informally and witnessed tho
graduates of this year's class. The Rever-
end Doctor Ik Haeberle, dean of tho college,
and the Reverend J. Zimmermann, president
of the Synod of America, made addresses.

In the afternoon all the members of tho
various classes of tho college assembled
with their families, and a delegate from
each clas made an addrcs. Thirty-liv- e

classes wero represented.
To-da- y the alumni and tho visitors with

delegates from tho St. Louis congregation
will go to Marthasville, Jlo., to visit tho
old building where Eden Collego was
founded.

As tho principal celebration took place
on Sunday tho attendanco yesterday was
not so largo, ilost of tho visitors besides
tho alumni were friends and relatives of
tho graduates and tho families of the vis-

iting clergymen: though. In tha afternoon
there was a large addition of ladles, and
It was noticed that Sheriff Pohlraan found
tlmo to bring Mrs. Fohlman.

Graduating Exercises,
A number of clergymen of other denom-

inations, and many teachers of the evan-
gelical schools wero present. All the
guests wero decorated with yellow badges
and the various classes of the latter y"ars
wore streamers of ivhlte, and white and
purple, white ard red and white and blue.
As on Sunday, ladies from tho SL
congregaUons presided at the tables at
nccn and served lemonado to the thirsty
during the entire day.

After a short song and prayer service in
tho largo tent In the mornlntr. Doctor Haeb-erl- a

and President Zimmermann made ad-

dresses to tho young men who were alwut
to bo graduated. Each member of tho class
had solemnly consecrated himself to the
service of God. After the graduation the
students' choir and orchestra contributed
several songs acd selecUons to 'tho pro-

gramme.
At the tables In the dining tent at noon

the members of the classes of various ycara
were seated In groups and they recoun.ea
anecdotes and stories of their collego das
and remlnlsctnccs of their work. Soma
have been foreign missionaries serving In
India and In China; going down to the Ger-

man stations in Africa and Into South Amer-
ica. Uut most of tho graduates have workJd
in the United States, principally In the
West and In the South.

Reunion of Classes.
After dinner the reunion meeting was

called to order by President Zimmermann.
He made a short address and Introduced the
Reverend J. NolUu, a son of one of tha
pioneers of the- - Evangelical Church la
America. Following this speaker the Dean
of the college, the Reverend Doctor Hae-
berle, again addressed the audience, many
of whom, he bud himself graduated, in the
course of his twenty-on- e yeara as Inspector
of the institution. Then the chairman read
a list of the names of tbe delegates from
tho various classes, who would make ten
minute talks. The first Fpeaker was from
th6 class of 5L Then there was an In-

terval until the class of '. About thirty-thre- e
classes responded, but many were

not represented, and the members of others
were dead. A telegram of congratulation
was also read from the German Ambassa-
dor In Washington on behalf of tho Gov-
ernment and himself. The clergymen adopt-
ed resolutions of thanks to tho various
bodies and persons who had assisted In en-
tertaining them. An especial vote of thanks
WMs tendered to I. Saftran the leader of the
students' choir.

History of the Colleire.
In ISO the Evangelical Church was Just

being established In America and the clergy-
men of tho denomination formed an as-
sociation. It was found necessary to have
a college to educate candidates for the
clergy and when a plot of land was donated
to tho pioneers, the Reverend G. W. Wall,
Joseph Rlcger and E. 1 Nollau. by a farm-
er of Marthasville, Mo., named Henry Nlln-kam- p,

it was utilized as a site for a col-
lege. On July 4. 1M3. the corner tone was
laid, and on June, l&ft. Professor Dinner
began to work with a class of six. The In-

stitution remained In Marthasville until 1M,
when the new building was erected here In
St. Ijouts on Hunt road, where the celebra-
tion has been held. Out of the SCO evan-
gelical clergymen In America the college
has graduated CO).

There are 1100 congregations in the Amer-
ican Synod and 127 school teachers.

HURRYING CENSUS WORK.

Several Cities Worked Up to Fever
Heat by the Returns.

RnrUDLlC SPECIAL.
Washington, Juno 13. Director of tho

Census Merriam Is making unuiual efforts
to havo the census of New York and the
other large cities of tho country completed.
Ho is hurrying tho supervisors and is in-

sisting on thoroughness. All complaints of
persons who claim that they havo oeen
missed by the enumerators are looked Into,
and special agents and the supervisors
themselves are checking and revising the
work of tho enumerators. Comparatively
few complaints are being received frcm
Greater New York, and the Director believes
that the supervisors. Wilbur and Attemury,
are doing their work thoroughly. No esti-
mate of the total population of tho greater
city caii yet be given out, as comparatively
few of the final returns have been received.

There is more popular Interest taken In
the census In Chicago than in any other
city. An crfort is being made by the xesi-deu- ts

of that city to have their total
brought up to Z.OuO.000. Director Merriam
will not say whether ho believes tho returns
vvlli show that many people In tho Windy
City.' but in view of the criticism that is
pure to follow in the event of a less pop-
ulation being shown he Is determined that
every means shall be taken to count evfcry
Inhabitant of the city, so that his records
will bear inspection and Investigation after
the work has been completed. In tills con-
nection there has been some Jubilation In
Philadelphia over a report that the census
would show Philadelphia to rank next
after New York In population and ahead of
Chicago. The returns thus far received at
the census office from the two cities are not
complete enough to warrant any statement
as to tho relative size of the two cities.

A storm of criticism Is brewing In Omaha.
Neb., over tho fact that the census will
show a considerable falling off from the
census of 1SS0. This is not because there
has been an actual decrease In tho aumoer
of Inhabitants, but because through some
error, or through the zeal of tho enumera-
tors ten years ago to make a big showing
for their city, the returns were padded. Tho
work of the enumerators Is being carefully
revised to ascertain if any persons wero
omitted, but few errors are found, and tho
Inevitable conclusion Is that the Omaha
returns of 1S30 were padded.

IMPLEMENT MEN MEET.

President Miller Resigns Excur-
sions for July.

President F. A. Miller of tho St. Louis
Implement and Vehicle Board of Trade ten-

dered his resignation at a dinner given last
night at the Mercantile Club. Owing to the
fact that he Is no longer in tha trade, there
was no option about accepting the resig-
nation; and a committee was appointed to
draft resolutions of thanks for his service in
behalf of the association. Vice President T.
N. Funston will assume the work as acting
president. Ho presided ut the dinner last
night.

Among the other business of the evening
was a call for a miss meeting of loeal man-
ufacturers and wholesalers some time In
July, to map out a fall series of business
men's excursions, somewhat similar to thostt
given by the Implement and Vehicle Board
last spring. Il Is thought that the commit-
tee In charge will recommend that the first
of these fall excursions lie run to Okla-
homa. Another prospective affair is a
smoker to visiting merchants In the fall
festivities. The board will not meet again
In regular session until September.

Tragedy at Dnblin, Tex., Due to
Family Troubles.

He was
captured In thirty minutes and detained
until the Sheriff came from Stephcnville,
tho county seat of Enith County.

CHICAGO EDITOR DEAD.

Martin J. Russell of the Chronicle
Succumbed to Bright' s Disease.

Mackinac Island, Mich., June 23. Martin
J. Russ-el- of Chicago, president of the Chi-
cago Chronicle Company and editor of the
Chicago Chronicle, died hero last . night
of Brlght's disease. Mr. Russell had been
a sufferer from this malady for over a
year. Friday he arrived at this rlace ac-
companied by his wife nnd son.

Mr. Russell was born in Chlcigo In 154".
He served through the greater part of tho
Civil War, gaining tho rank of Lieutenant.
Uion his return from the war he became
a reporter and worked his way up to the
position he held at the time of his death.
He held a number of local political offices
and during the last administration of Pres-
ident Cleveland was Collector of Customs
at Chicago.

RAIN NOT DOING MUCH.

India Famine Situation Has Not
Been Improved.

London, June 25. The Viceroy of India,
Lord Curzon of Kedleston. cables that fre-

quent showers have fallen In the Deccan
and elsewhere, but that copious rains are
wanted In order to enable the natives to
engage In plowing and sowing tho autumn
crops. The famine situation is unaltered.

The Governor of .Bombay wires that there
were 10.277 deaths from cholera out of 15.473
cases during the week ending June 15.

DEATH LIST MAY

REACH FORTY-ON- E.

Thirty-Seve- n Bodies Have Been Re-

moved From Southern
Railroad Wreck.

INJURED LEAVE M'DONOUGH.

Culvert Had Been Inspected aud
Pronounced Safe Thirty Min-

utes Before the Train
Dashed Onto It.

Atlanta, Ga., June 25. Thirty-seve- n bodIe3
have been recovered from tho wreckage of
tho Southern train which went Into
a washout one mile and a half from

Saturday night. Threo holies
were found today. They were:

D. W. Griffith, supervisor.
W. L. Morrlsette, superintendent pump-

ing staUon.
J. H. Hunnlcutt, freight conductor.
The charred pieces of two other bodies

were also found.
The Injured who wero sent to McDonough

or Macon and those brought here have
left for their homes. Many bodies havo
not been identified and theso remain at the
undertaking establishments waiting to bo
claimed by relatives or friends. Tiitse bod-

ies are principally thoe of negro section
hands who were killed.

The number In the tran which was mak-
ing Its way to do reialr work on tho
Georgia Midland and Gulf road 13 not
known. All of them perished. It is sup-
posed to have numbered sixteen, which will
make tho total casualties forty-on- e. It Is
believed that some bodies still remain under
the debris, which will be thoroughly cleared
away by

Traffic will likely bo resumed In twelve
hours. Trains from Macon to Atlanta, aro
now opcraUng over tha Georgia Midland
and Gulf road.

During tho recent heavy rains vigilance
has ben exercised by railroad officials in
watching the roadbfd, and it is said that
the culvert over Canrp Creek, where the
wreck occurred, was inspected and re-

ported "O. JC" thirty minutes before the
train ran Into tho gulch. The culvert gave
way because tho water rose to a height
suliiciuit to get in between the abutment
walls and the earthen embankment. It
was constructed of stone and brick. Tho
embankment Is abuut fifty feet high at this
point ard aulto Ion?.

THINKS SHE ENDED HER LIFE.

Frederick Brown Wants Another
Impicst on His Wife.

Carrie Brown, 40 years old, who was em-

ployed by John Relslng, who lives near
Ivory, St Louis County, was found dead on
tho doorstep of the Relslng housa last
Tuesday evening. An Inquest was held by
Justlcu of the Peace II. C. Wright of

Township, and a verdict that death
was due to heart failure was returned, and
the body was interred.

Mrs. Brown was married, but had not
been living with her husband, whose homo
is on Marshall avenue In Carondelet. Her
husband's name Is Frederick Brown, and
ho alleges that ho was not notified of the
death of his wife until after the inquest,
and that the holding cf the Inquest wa3 il-

legal since It was conducted without tha
knowledge of County Coroner Armstrong.

Brown came to Doctor Armstrong's resi-
dence in Webster Sunday, and notified him
that he was dissatisfied with tho inquest
held, and that he thought his wife had
committed suicide. Ho said that her body
was covered with numerous bluish spots,
like bruises, and that the hypothesis of
heart disease seemed untenable since tho
woman was not known to be a sufferer
from the disease.

On tha representations of Brown, Doctor
Armstrong went to Ivory yusterday, but
could not see Justice Wright, and could
only gather a little about the case through
some of the Jurymen at tho Inquest. Ha
said last night that ho did not yet know
whether he would hold a post-morte- ex-
amination: that this depended on Brown,
whose right it was to force an Investigation
of the case.

Caruthersvlllo woman who left her home
some time ago, has been obtained, it Is
thought, by the Fourth District police.

Harper followed on the first boat
and devoted some time In searching for her.

Secretary Long
lias not yet announced his approval or dis-
approval of the findings of the board.

SUSTAINED GENERAL LEE.

General Wood Rebuked Complain-
ing Cuba Saloonmen.

Havana, Jane 23. The Mayor of Quemados
complained to General Wood of the closing
of certain saloons there by General Lee, who
acted In the interest of sanitation, follow-
ing the precedent created last year by Gen-
eral Wood at Santiago.

In his reply to the complaint. General
Wood said that the only places closed were
those whose proprietors had specially ca-
tered to the united States troops, and that
he Indorsed General Lee's course.
