Temporary Organisation.

Tho convention was called to order In
the Capitol Theater at 12 noon by Chairman
Carroll Armstrong. The auditorium was
filled with delegates, and the isitors oc-

cupied the balcony. The records of the sec-
retary show that practically all of the J03
accredited delegates were present, besides
a large number of alternates. All the prom-
inent party leaders of the State were on
the floor, including Senators Jones and
Berry.

The convention was opened with a most
eloquent Invocation by tne Rev.nd W.
H. Thompson, pastor of the First M. u,
Church.

Chairman Armstrongannounced that tho
Etato Central Committee had rtcomm-nde- dl'aul Jones of Texarkana for temporary
chairman, and It. L. Hodgera of Crawford
and H. L. Ponder of Lawrence for tempo-
rary secretaries. The gentlemen were
elected by the unanimous vota of tho con-
tention.

Mr. Jones was escorted to the stage by a
Committee consisting of Messrs. Elliott of
Jefferson County, James A. lUce of Benton
County, and J. C. Hawthorne of Craighead
County, llr. Jones acknowledged the honor
In on eloquent address. He declared that
.we are entering upon tho most momentous
era of State and national political life. He
scored vigorously the tenets of the Repub-
lican administration, "whose engines of Im-
perialism are red-h- ot with fat fried from
corporate greed" and "drunk with tho wine
of Imperialistic success."

"We have been taught that the flag is the

W. C Myers,
who claimed that he had the rroy of tho
Mississippi delegates, made a statement ad-
mitting that the county had Instructed for
Monroe, but he had the power to cast It
for whom he pleased. The convention was
In an uproar whllo tho dispute was in
progress.

Mississippi County is entitled to seven
votes and gave McFarlane the nomination
by three majority.

While the convention
was In turmoil, Clarke ran to
the stage and. after great difficulty, suc-
ceeded in restoring order long enough to
bo heard. He wanted tho convention to
adjourn until morning at 10
o'clock in order that Mississippi County
could be heard from. When Chairman Ev-
ans put Governor Clarke's motion to the
convention, fully 400 delegates were 0.1 their
feet shouting themselves hoarse.

After a recess of two hours the conven-

tion met at 3 p. m.
Ovation tn Altcrrld.

While Chairman Hurst was pounding the
desk to tall the convention to order for
the afternoon session a man of medium

with pale face, d beard
and rlaln clothes moved down the center
aiile toward the platform. A man from
down the State caught first sight of him as
he was crowded forward past the mob who
had secured nothing but standing room.

Instantly the convention and galleries
went wild. Men stood on chairs, waved their
hats, clapped their hands and yelled.
"Allgeld! Altgeld! Hurrah for Altgelil!"
and then "Platform! Altgeld! Platform!"

The man who for four
hot years tat in the big chair In the State-hous- e,

where he was then being proclaimed
a patron paint and .1 grand old man. seemed
for tho moment to be trying to hold his
place on the floor of the hall. Rut tho
khouts ot "Platform!" and "Altgeld!" did
not abate. Slowly he made his way to the
front, up the steps and to the side of the
chairman.

If any one had doubted during tho last
few davs that Altgeld would play a part
111 me Illinois convention and In the State
of Illinois In 1900, his ovation would have
wiped out the doubt. The applause was
genuine. The cheers rang true. The de-

mands for a speech were earnest. And the
eteran Democrat seemed to know and to

appreciate It.
Altfreld's Speech.

"Gentlemen of the convention." he began,
"I did not expect to address you y. I
came In because I was told that this Is one
of the greatest conventions of Democrats
that we ever held In this State, and that
the enthusiasm here indicates that we nre
going to sweep this country In November.
(Cheers.) 1 thank jou for the cordial
greeting that you glvo me. I feci as though
tho. Democracy of Illlnols.had done more for
mo" than for almost any other man In th!s
State for forty years, and I am interested
In thin great party, and I am glad to be
able to say to you that I believe It has a
great future.

Ills voice was ringing: clear and strong at
the very beginning. Old-tim- e friends mar-
velled nt It, and said to each other. "He
will make a great campaigner this year."

Tho applause they gave him may have
been as much because they were glad they
had done something for him as because
he believed In the future of the party. In
his next sentence there was a touch of
pathos:

"For tho last four years I have given my
life to the Interests of our great party,
and, my friends, y all over this land
the heavens are growing bright the fates
nro smiling upon us. Let mc say, my
friends, that. In my opinion, the prospects
of carrying Illinois this fall are far bet-
ter than they were in June. 1892."

When the applause hnd died away his
olce ,was heard saying:
"The people nre somewhat dazed; but

before the Ides of November the American
people will understand It. and then tho
Democracy will carry and rule this coun-
try for fifty years to come.

Democratic Expansion.
Expansion came next. He referred to

the Spanish treaty and said that the ad-

ministration got the Senate to defeat, ths
Bacoi resolution.

"Now. my friends," he continued, "the
Democratic party has been the party of
expansion. We expanded In IMG and got
Louisiana. "We expanded in 1S19 and got
Florida. We expanded In 1843 and sot
Texas. Wo expanded In 184S and got New
Mexico. Rut In every Instance the treaty
provlded that tho territory was to be a part
of this Republic (cheers) and that the in-

habitants were to bo citizens of this Re-
public That was expansion; that was
growth: that was development; that was
statermanship; that was broadening- - out tho
Declaration of Independence; it was giving
more people the benefit of our Constitution
and of our institutions; it was a blessing
to humanity."

His volco still wo9 clear and sound. He
needed not even the frequent pauses the
cheers and shouts of approval gave him as
ho proceeded.

Likening President McKlnley's call for a
standing army of lW.OOO men to Europe's
machinery to crush the aspirations of men.
he passed to the Porto Rico Issue and con-
tinued his flro amid cries of amen from
grayhalred Democrats In the galleries and
political aspirants on the floor. The speak-
er's sentences camo fast and sharp.

Porto Rico's Wronsrs.
"Again, my friendi." he said, "our fore-

fathers fought for seven years to establish
the principle that there shall be no tax-
ation without representation. Down hero
In the Atlantic are about a million people
called the Porlo RIcans. They are a peace-
able. Intelligent, Industrious, ff

people.
"When our armies came there they wel-

comed us; thoy cheered our flag; they
strewed the path of our General with flow-
ers. He Issued a proclamation telling them
that they would be American citizens und
have all the benefits of American citizen-
ship and all tho blessings of free Insti-
tutions. They trusted us; they took us at
our wcrd, and yet for two years those peo-
ple were kept In a condition where they
could not trade with .any country, where
they were reduced to starvation.

"At last the President sent a message to
Congress stating that 'plain duty" required
us to permit those people to trade with us
without taxation, to put them on the basis
of citizens of this country, and every in-

telligent American, whether Republican or
Democrat, said 'amen.'

Then what happened? Why. a sugar
trust magnate named Oxnard hurried from
New York to Washington, and ho seized
that Republican administration by the
throat and he held it until he forced it
to put upon the statute books of America
the creed and principles of King George,
which our fathers overthrew."

The former Governor was warming up
under the enthusiasm he found for his ut-

terances. Not to let the Porto Rico ques-

tion to go by without another swing, te
hurl'd this at his bearers:

"One Sugar Trust magnate seizes a ser-

vile Republican Congress by the throat.
"With the other hand he seizes a vacillating
Republican President, and he chokes them
until their faces grow black; chokes them
until they deny their origin; chokes them
until they swallow their words; chokes

them until they betray their country, and
that In spite of that fearful object lesson,
in spite of that humiliating example, there
are. men In America so lost to truth, so
dead to shame, that they will appear be-

fore you this fall and Insult the lntelll-Keii-

of the American people by telling
you that If you will only ct McKlnley
he will restrain the trusts."

And still Allgeld's voice was firm. As
ho built up his Porto Rlcan climax the
repetition of the word "choke" came out
with a hurtle that brought shudders to
the women auditors and made Democrats
feel that there must be cause for tight.

To the 1'roillKOl'n ItrturnlnK.
"Four years ago," Mr. Altgeld continued,

"some good Democrats differed with us and
left out ranks. Some Joined the enemy.
Some of them hid In the woods. They havo
had a terrible time. We tell them to como
back. They shall share the good things.
Rut there are a few, and I am glad to say
only a few, who svimhow think It Is nil
rUht for a deserter to dlctat terms to the
great armv. We must tell them mildly but
emphatically that our Ideas of the propriety
or things forbid making that concession."

His peroration was delivered to a pro-
foundly attentive audience, an audience that
had cheered and cheered, and that had still
more cheers pent up in waiting for his last
word to itlve the signal for the great out-
break. His closing sentences were:

"You are going to nvike a declaration of
principles here but do not forget
that IllInoN Is looked upon as the bellwether
State of America. What you Insirt In your
platform here Is going to be scanned all
over this Republic. It Is therefore Important
that jou see to It that the Democracy of
this great State does not flinch.

"We have a great future. Do not forget
that every man who can be purchased,

man who can bo reached by selfish mo-
tives, will bo against us. Mark Hanna's
great, slimy hand will ceme down upon the
wholo body of them nnd gobble them up.
The hope of Democracy lies in a different
direction. In the first place tho great army
that could not !: bought In 1&6 Is still
standing and anxious for the fray. The
men who believe In the Declaration of In-
dependence, the men who believe in human
freedom and equality, these men are ail
coming toward us.

"Our strength lies In the dynamic force
of proper Ideas and In the concentrate-- !

power of Justice; two forces that have never
yet been arrested nnd which have given
America its civilization."

The Altgeld voice and the man's physical
strength held out to the last. Hundreds
ro3 and waved l"ats, handkerchiefs, stood
on chairs and shouted. "Good! Good! Alt-

geld! Altgeld!" and the speaker sat down
the big ligure in the convention hall. He
had said tho day before he wanted nothing
of the convention for himself, only reaffirm-
ation of the Chicago platform and the in-

dorsement of Bryan. Yet men said to one
another, "There's no telling what this
crowd will do with him now."

Chairman Overruled.
After Chairman Hurst had restored order

aftrr Altgeld's speech, he announced that
the convention stood adjourned until 3

o'clock. In order to give the Committee on
Credentials an opportunity to complete Its
work.

Rut once more the convention overrode
the will of lt chairman. The announce-
ment of an adjournment was greeted with
loud yells of "No. no!" and the delegates
cot up on their chairs to make their pro-

test more emphatic. Cries for a roll call
becan to be heard, but these were drowned
out. when some of the Cook County dele-gal- es

started to yell for Mayor Harrison.
Their arretltes whetted by Altgeld's

rpeech. the delegates took to the Harrison
Idea quickly. Soon nenrly every one was
yelling for the Chicago Mayor, and they
contlnutd to yell for HarrNon for at least
twenty minutes. No attempt was made to
restore order nor would such nn effort have
been heard above the uproar. The wild
Democratic spirit was thoroughly aroused
nt last, stirred up by the flaring speech of
former Governor Altgeld. and the conven-
tion was determined to be enthusiastic.

The managers sent word to the band In
the rear of the hall to start something go-

ing, and for a ,few minutes the delegates
forgot to yell for Harrison. It was only for
a brief Interval, however, and once more
Egypt and Cook County united In cries of:

"Harrison! Harrison!" Then tho band
played "Dixie." and the convention had a
few cheers for tho popular Southern air.

Other Speakers.
Just as the delegates again began to in-

sist on a speech from Mayor Harrison, who
up to this time had rot made his presence
known. Charles A. Wlndle of Ottawa
stepped to the front of the platform and
began to smile and bow at tho crowd.

The delegates did not seem Just to know
whether they wanted to hear Wlndle or
not. but they were tired yelling and decided
to give him n trial. Mr. Wlndle opened his
white vest, put his hands Into his pockets
and started out Into a

kind of
a speech that gained him frequent roars of
approval. He quoted poetry and scripture
and got on the State House tloTne to apos-
trophize the Goddess of Liberty. He frank-
ly enjojed his own Jokes as thoroughly as
did his audience, and the audience showed
unmistakably that It enjoyed them. Then
ho linked together the names of Lincoln
nnd Bryan nnd sat down with wilted collar.

Charles K. Ladd of Kewanee, a candi-
date for the nomination for Governor, was
called for by the delegates. He charged
the Republicans with slighting tho memory
of Lincoln. He said that Instead of mak-
ing Lincoln their patron saint, tho Repub-
licans instead followed Hamilton, whom he
chnrged with having had lnanarchlstlc
leanings. He said In part:

"Wo sympathize with every nation strug-
gling for liberty. AVe sympathize with Ire-

land and hopo for the time when home rule
will bo restored to that Island. We sym-

pathize with the Jews of Russia, and hopo
they will bo granted Justice. We sym-

pathize with the Boers and hope they will
be able to retain their Independence. What
does McKlnley want a. standing army of
100.000 for when no war exists? The Su-
preme Court has decided that If any ter-

ritory be acquired by conquest or by ces-

sion that It becomes an Integral part of
tho United States. Now we disregard de-

cisions by the Supremo Court nnd govern
our new territory llko England or Russia."

Five O'clock Session.
Promptly at 5 o'clock Chairman Hurst

rapped for order, and Judge Kramer read
the report of the Credentials Committee.
Tho committee seated both delegations, tho
Grlgsby nnd Compton, in McDonough Coun-

ty, giving each delegate one-ha- lf vote. The
Burroughs delegation was seated In Madi-

son County, and the Merritt delegation in
Marlon County.

A minority report was read in favor of
seating the delegation from Marlon County
headed by Senator Hull. When Cook County
was called John P. Keating Jumped on a
chair, and In his be9t Board of Education
volco voted Cook County's 298 delegates
solid for Senator Hull.

Tho minority report was adopted by a
vote of 9t"'.i to 26Si. and then the whole
report was adopted.

Tho Committee on Permanent Organiza-
tion recommended that the temporary or-

ganization be made the permanent organiza-
tion of the convention. The recommenda-
tion was adopted unanimously.

Tho convention decided to work under the
rules of tho li9 convention, and to limit
all nominating speeches to five minutes.

Electors and Dclenates.
Tha report of the Committee on Electors- -

had the names of John C. Schu- - 1

bert of Cook County nnd ivdward L. Clover
of Grundy County written In It. and the
convention was satisfied. The report was
adopted unanimously.

John T. Keating of Chicago, chairman of
the committee to select delegates and

to the National Convention
at Kansas City, read the report of his com-

mittee. The finding of the committee fol-

lows:

denounces the P,rto Rico tariff: expresses
sympathy with the Boers In their struggle,
for liberty; indorsee the ad nlr.istratijn cf
Mayor Harrison of Chicago and his atti-
tude on the street car Question, and in-

structs the delegates to the National Con-
vention to vote for Bryan for Pnsldent- -

The platform makes no specific allusion
to 1(5 to 1. This subject was debated at
length In the subcommittee of seven,
which, by a vote of 5 to 2. decided, instead,
to reaffirm the Cnlcagu platform.

. FOUND IN A SHAFT.

Body of an Old "Miner Ketovdretl
at Aurora.

KEFUllLIC SI'ECIAU
Aurora. Mo., June 3. A man, 0 years of

age, whose name is Buyers, a miner of this
city, was found dead in an eighty-fo- ot

shaft here this afternoon. He lived in this
camp several years. He had no family.
Two miners recently leased some lots for
mining purpose and were going to open up
an old shaft that had been abandoned.

This afternoon they went down Into th
shaft to clean It out. and found the old man
lying In tha bottom. Upon investigation It
was found that his Ipks were broken, be-

sides a few other bruises. Ht had evidently
been dead for about two weeks. The body
was brought to the tcp. A coroner's' Jury
held an Inquest at once, and gave a verdict
that he had come to his death by acci-
dentally falling in the shaft.
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
