IN SOOTH AFRICA,

Commandant Cluistlan De Wet
and General lotlia Are

Waging It.

HARASS BRITISH COLUMNS.

Their Armies Split Up Into Small
Bands Roberts Reports Rebel-

lion in Cape Colony at
an End.

Lindon. June 27, 2:20 a. m. The Boer

BOER ENVOYS' ADDRESS.

They Feel Sure of ihe Sympathy
of Americans.

New York, June 26. The Boer envoys, who
have been In this country for the past two
months, y issued an address to the
people of the United States. After express-
ing regret at their Inability to accept many
of the Invitations extended to tbem they
expressed their thanks to the American
public for "the deep sympathy they have
shown for; tho cause of the two struggling
Republics."

Continuing, the address says:
"We now feci convinced that the boastful

allegation of the Colonial Secretary and
other British statesmen that the citizens of
this great country sympathized with tho
British Empire In Its attempt to crush tho
liberty and Independence of our two small
States Is absolutely devoid of truth."

The address then goes at great length
into the history of the relations between
Great Britain and the Boers.

Taking up the campaign to date, the ad-
dress says: ,

"Tho Boers may be In the end defeated
by overwhelming numbers, and may ulti-
mately be forced to surrender, owing to
difficulty of securing ammunition and pro-
visions, but the conduct of the present war
and the history of the past 100 years Justi-
fy us Tn saying that they will never be
conquered."

The address concludes by saying that tho
envoys do not ask the direct or forcible In-
tervention of the United States, but a .con-
tinuance of public sympathy and support.
The addrers is signed by Abraham Fischer,
C. H. Wesels and A. D. Wolmarans.

HEAVY DAMAGE

TO SPRING WHEAT.

Further Deterioration in the North-
west Noted by the Govern-

ment Report.

WINTER WHEAT CROP GOOD.

Corn lias Made Favorable Prog-

ress in the Central Valleys
Weather Generally I5ad

for Cotton.

REPCTLIC SPECIAL.
Washington. June 26. The special weekly

crop report Issued to-d- by the Agricul-

ture Department Is as follows:
The South Atlantic and the central and

eastern portions of the Gulf States, Includ-
ing portions of the Central Mississippi and
Lower Ohio Valley. hae suffered much
from heavy rains, while the severe drought
over the northern portion of the spring
wheat region continues unbroken. Only
light showers have fallen over limited
nrcas. In the States of the Lower Missouri
Valley and on tho Middle Atlantic Coast
the weather conditions were highly favor-
able, and generally favorable conditions pre-

vailed on the Pacific Coast except In tho
upper Sacramento Valley, where rains
caused some damage.

Corn has made favorable progress In the
great corn States of the central valleys and
Is In a. good stato of culthation except in
portions of the Central Mississippi and Ohio
valleys, where many fields are needy. In
the Southern States cast of the Mississippi
corn has suffered seriously from excessive
rains and Is badly In need of cultivation.

Winter Wheat Ilnnest.
In Oklahoma, Kansas. Nebraska and por-

tions of Missouri winter when harvest has
continued under faorabIe conditions, but In
the Central Mississippi and Ohio valleys
It has been Interrupted by heavy rains,
which have also caused much 'damage to
wheat In shock. Harvesting has made good
progress undjr favorable weather conditions
In the Middle Atlantic States. Throughout
the South Atlantic and East Gulf States
there is also much complaint of Injury 13
wheat In shock. The outlook on the Pacific
Coast continues promising except In the
Willamette Valley, whero a poor crop Is In-

dicated.
Damage to Sprint; "Wheat.

Spring wheat has further deteriorated
ever the northern portion of the spring
wheat region as a result of continued un-
favorable weather conditions. No rains, or
only llgh showers over limited areas, have
fallen. In North Dakota the early sown
Is reported as practically dead, and another
week of unfavorable weather will almost
completely ruin the late sown. In both
North Dakota and Minnesota fields are be-

ing plowed for other crops. While the out-
look In South Dakota Is more encouraging,
not more than one-ha- lf an average crop Is
promised. In Iowa tho crop is doing falrly
well.

Except In the Dakotas. Minnesota and
Northern Wisconsin, the reports respecting
oats continue favorable, a decided Im-
provement being reported from the Ohio
Valley. Further dumage Is reported to
oats in shock In the K.ist Gulf States.

A very general Improvement In the con-
dition of hay Is Indicate.) except In Wis-
consin, Minnesota. North Dakota. New
York and New England The crop Is al-
most a failure lu Minnesota jnd North
Dakota and promises about one-ha- lf an av-

erage Jleld in. .New Vork. Raln.i on the
North Pacific Coast have proved icry det-
rimental to the hay crop.

Bad Weather for Cotton,
.Except In Texas and Oklahoma, cotton

has experienced very unfavorable weather
conditions, and the crop Is generally very
grassy. Bust and lice are extensively re-
ported throughout the central and east-
ern portions of the cotton belt. Too rnpld
growth Is also reported from the central
portions of tho belt, while growth has been
checked by lower temperatures In North
Carolina. Some of the fields in bottom
lands In Mississippi and Tennessee havo
been abandoned.

In Texas tho hulk of tho crop ts now-clea-

and a general improvement is re-
ported except In some portions of tho
eastern and ccntrnl portions of the State,
where fields have been abandoned on ac-
count of grass. Boll weevil Is ctuslng dam-
age In Southern Texas. In the uplands of
Tennessee nnd portions of Eastern South
Carolina cotton generally In good condi-
tion.

The week has been very favorable to to-
bacco except over portions of Western Ken-
tucky and Tennessee, where It has suf-
fered from heavy rains.

The statement that apples are falling
continues to be a marked feature of tho
reports respecting this crop throughout
the Middle Atlantic States and central val-lej- s,

although In some portions of thee
districts there still remains an ahutiil.ino
of fruit on the trees. In Minnesota, Wis-
consin. New York and New England a good
crop, Is promised.

MISSOURI CHOPS GOOD.

Some Damaice la Reported, lint Gen-
eral Prospect Are

UEPL'DUC SPECIAL.
Columbia, Mo., June 26. The United

States Department of Agriculture crop bul-

letin. Missouri wectlon, for the week ending
June 25. 1300, Issued sajs:

The week Just closed averaged cooler than
usual throughout the State, but good show-
ers have fallen In nearly all sections, and
while the nights have been rather too cool
for best results the conditions on the whole
have been fairly favorable for growing
crops, though more rain Is needed in somo
of the northern and western counties. Very
heavy ratns have fallen in some localities.
A few correspondents In the southwestern
counties report a total for the week of from
three to over four Inches.

Severe) wind ar.d hall storms have dono
much damage to corn, wheat, oats and fruit
In a number of the western and northern
counties. The most destructive storms oc-

curred In Dade, Greene. Holt and Atchison.
Corn has been somewhat retarded by cool

nights, but Is generally doing finely except
In some of the southeastern counties, whero
continued rains have prevented cultivation
and where some fields have been drowned
out.

Wheat harvest Is nearlng completion In
tho central and southern sections nnd Is
In progress In the northern counties. In
some of tho southeastern counties the fields
havo continued too wet for binders, and
wheat that has been cut Is sprouting In
shock. Elsetvhcro the crop has generally
been harvested in good condition. Thrashing
has commenced In the southern counties.

Oats have been badly lodged In some lo-
calities by high winds and heavy rains,
and In n few counties there Is complaint cfrust, but In general the crop continues as
promising as previously reported. Harvest
Is now In progress in the southern counties.

Medows continue to Improve and the hay
crop Will be somewhat better than was ex-
pected a few weeks ago. Klax In the south-werte- rn

counties Is generally In good con-
dition and is beginning to ripen.

Cotton in the southeastern counties has
been damaged by excessive rairs and lack
of cultivation, and In Dunklin County It isbeing Injured by lice.

Apples and peaches are still falling to a
considerable extent, and In some of thewestern and northern counties, many haobeen- blown off by high winds, in a few of
the southeastern counties early peaches arerotting. Estimates of the probable yieldvary greatly. Some correspondents report
a full crop, others a half crop, while in
somo localities there will be none. In gen-
eral both crops will be light, and In many
counties apples will be of poor qualltyEarly apples and peaches are ripening intho extreme southern counties.
