I
have believed In the free and equal coinage
of both silver and gold at the precise ratio
of It to 1. I believe la a. distinctively Amer-

ican flT"r"-1- '' policy. I always understood
the Democrtlo party to favor this policy.

party was a bimetallic party until 1S33.

'When Mr. Cleveland called Congress In
epedal cession for the avowed purpose of
repealing the Bherman law, and commlt-riE- g

the country to-th- e gold standard pol-

icy. As a. member of Congress I had fol-

lowed the leadership of Sir. Bland, and co-

operated with him and other free silver
men In the House, Three days after Mr.
Cleveland Issued the proclamation alluded
jto.I delivered a speech at Washington Park.
Kansas City, and then stated that I would
not follow the President in his effort to
take the Democratic party away from Its
old position on the sllter question, but, on
the contrary, would oppose him In that ef-

fort i I stood alone.

"Then the fight began In Missouri to havo
It determined whether the party would
stand by Its old convictions, and contlnuo
to advocate the use of both metals as
standard money, or whether It Tiould fol-

Eiery one knows what was
done by that convention. Illinois and other
States took up the fight, and It became na-

tional.

1S35. the leading question was si nether tho
Democratic party would declare In faor of
the gold standard, as the Republican party
had done, or whether It would declare In
favor of Independent bimetallic coinage at

Tho Tarty' Position.
Th's whole thine is an absurdity. It Is

hardly worth attention. There are Just two
things In It so far as I can sec. There are
a few persons in the country who stood on
the Cleveland side when the right was on
to determine what the position of the Dem-
ocratic party should be. w ho are now rush-
ing to the front, long aftir Ihe position of
the partv Is firmly established, to clamor
for the free coinage of silver at the ratio
of 16 to 1.

and merit forgiveness. There Is no need
for most of us to cross our hearts and
swear allegiance to the silver cause every
time the sun rises or sets, but there are
some who should do that. In truth. T think
Bryan alone would be a good enough plat-
form on the silver question, and on most
other questions, from a Democratic stand-
point, whether we had a written platform
at all.

Miould Pre Othrr Question, Too.
"Again, there Is a class of people. Repub-

licans and others, who will not tote the
Democratic ticket, who seem to think that
the Republicans would be belter oft If tho
fighting this fall could be forced upon the
money question alone, to the exclusion of
other questions. They think this because
having won tho fight en that Issue In 1S96,
they believe they will stand a better chance
to win it on that tssuo in 1SW than if the

trust Issue, militarism and imperialism
should claim a large share of public atten-
tion. They nre afraid of these new Issues,
and would like to sidetrack them as far a
possible and arouse the great financial and
corporate Interests of the country into mak-
ing another stupendous effort to retain the
gold standard. What they want Is a slush
fund, and they think if they can havo the
gold fight of ISM over again thev will have
a better chance to milk the banks, trusts
and corporations. As for msclf. 1 am will-
ing to fight tho battle over again, and I
mean at all times to press the money ques-
tion in all Its phases upon public attention,
but I think it wise also to press these
other questions along with It."

WOQLLKY AND METCALF.

Prohibition National Convention La
bors Ended.

ircicago. june a rne 1'ronibltlon Na-
tional Convention adjourned sine die, afterhating placed in nomination for President
John G. WooIIey of Illinois and for Vice
President Henry B. Jletcalf of Rhode Isl-
and. The nominations In each caie were
made on the first ballot. Only tv o canii-dat- es

for the presidential nomination were
balloted for, Mr. WooIIey and the Reverend
Silas C. Swallow of Pennsj lvama. Hale
Johnson of Illinois withdrawing his narv at
the last moment and throwing his strength
to Jlr. WooIIey.

This undoubtedly had a great effect on the
result, as the convention earlier In the day
had been nearly stampeded for Swallow by
an eloquent speech of Homer L Castle of
Pittsburg, and had the friends of the Penn-sItan- la

clergjman forced a ballot at that
time the result might have been different.
For Vice President three candidates wcrs
balloted for. H. B. Jletcalf. Thomas R.
Carskatlon of West Virginia and the Rev-
erend E. L. Eaton of Iowa. Jlr. Jletcalt re-
ceiving an overwhelming majority of the
totes cast.

Immediately after the announcement of
the result of the ballot for the presidential
nomination Doctor Swallow-- was proposed
as the vice presidential nominee. The con-
vention went wild oter the suggestion, but
Doctor Swallow, after a hurried conference
with the Pennsjlvanla delegation, refused
to accept the nomination.

During the tlaj's sesion Chairman Stew-
art of the National Committee called for
contributions for the campaign, and oter
J7.W0 was realized in a few minutes.

It was chirgcd that, although
this species of literature would nppetr to
the ordinary readir as the Congres'lon il
Record, It was no more than what might
be termed a partisan edition of the Itec-or- d.

A
few hundred corporate entities controlled
by no greater number of persons will soon
absorb the entire manufacturing and me-
chanical industries of this country to the
exclusion of all others, our people becom-
ing a nation of servants and employes.
stripped of the inspiring hope of bettering
thir condition In the old fashion way af-
forded by fair competition. There Is no
better illustration of this than the condi-
tion which confronts tho commercial trav-
eler on account of Industrial combinations,
which have thrown 23,00 of their number out

Remedy In Lair.
"There Is a remedy for such evils with-

out the slightest Injury to the legitimate
business Interests of the country or to the
vested property rights of our citizens. The
soterclgntj" of the commonwealth creates
theso corporations, and can restrict them
from Injuring th ir creator. There are four
general classes of these corporate monopo-
lies, or trusts, the first of which may be
culled natural monopolies, in which thoright git en to do business la necessarily
exclusive to some extent, such as railroad,gas companies, electric light companies,
telephone companies and the like. The sec-
ond class are thoe created by the unjust
and special privileges given bj- - the first
class in their business over their com-
petitors', such at discriminatingly lower
freights under the guise of rebates. The
third class are those which bv tho aggre-
gation of Immense cap'tal under one man-
agement cin absorb all the business of aparticular line, driving out of the buslne's
the small competitor by selling the product
below cost in his localitj'. The fourth
class are those which are fostered bj-- na-
tional legislation; for Illustration, ruch "sthese created by unjust tariff laws made,
not for the purpose of raising retenue, butfavoring this clisn of monopolies' or trusts.

"The remedy for these four clashes of
is a wise and conservative code of

laws regulating the quality ard price of the
article or service reidered In the first class,npd forMddlng that class from etendlng
unjust and unequal privileges to the second
class ard restricting those of the third .ias3
In their fild of operation and their power
of aggregating capital, or both, and depriv-
ing thi fourth class of the unjust protec-
tion given tl.em by national legislation.

"An intelllsert Investigation of the field
to be covered by such restrictive legislation
will cr.able the lawmakers to act without
Improp-rl- j- invading the right of businessproperty or citizenship. For th enforce-
ment of such laws publicity or the right ofexamination within the proper limits wouldln nectsarv. This absorption by n

To add to her woes
Count Albert recently began to show signs
of Insanity. They wero too proud to beg,
and they were found in a starving condi-
tion by a Paris priest, who Interested
Jladame de SUva in the case. She. at onc
started a collection among the nobility for
the unfortunates. Assistance came too late,
as both mother and son were found dead
on beds made of newspapers.
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
