MERCHANTS' BRIDGE THE LINK.

Intention of Incorporators to Ob-

tain Night to Us.' This Struc-
ture to Connect tin Sy-

stemThe Plans.

The bill Introduced In the City Council
Triday evening by Councilman Ebcn Rich-
ard."!, authorizing the St Louis and Illinois
Electric Railway Company to construct
and operate a street railway In this elty, to
connect with the Merchants' Terminal
Bridge. lat attracted general attention. The
names of the directors and officers of the
company Tvere not given, and Mr. Rich-
ards, who introduced the bill by request,
stated that he Knew nothing more about
the scheme for the new street railway than
could be learned from a reading of the
measure.

Ill, and Fred
Kohl, Theodore F. Meyer and A. H. Smith
of St. Louis. The cai.Ital stock of the in-
corporation is J2.KW.

In order to do
that It must run Its cars over tho Mer-
chants' Terminal Bridge.

"That may be done in two way; Bv ex-
tending Its electric line across the bridge:

tracks now in use on the bridge. I am
personally of the opinion that the Mer-
chants' Bridge Company will not permit
the new company to construct an electric
line across the bridge, tut It is possible
arrangoments might be made by the new
oompny with the brldee company for
rnaklpg the connection between St. Louis
and tho East Sido In the other manner I
nave indicated.

"The project is a big one. and wo will
hear more of It before the bill has passed
tho Municipal Assembly. One cannot follow
tho proposed route of the new lino from
the disconnected statements given In the
bill, but when a map is made. I believe it
will show that the new line or connecting
lines will tako In all that portion of the
downtown section of the city lying between
the wharf and Broadway."

under the laws of Illinois. Our object Is
to connect tho town3 in Madison nnd St.
Clair counties with the metropolis and to do
a passenger business. We may ulso c.irry
household supplies, but this has not bun
determined vet There Is no schemo to
extend the lino further than tho limits fixed
In the ordinance, nor to connect with any
St Louis railway now in existence. It is a
plain business proposition, above b:ard and
not in any way a conspiracy against any-
thing or anybody. We have not yet mado
arrangements for getting across th river,
but wo will get across. Wo would, of course,
like to cross the Merchants' Bridge. A
large number of St. Louis men aio inter-

MAYOR'S FOURTH OF

JULY PROCLAMATION,

Prohibits Use of Firearms, Dyna-
mite, Cannon Crackers, Loose

Powder or Bombs.

ALL OTHER KINDS ALLOWED.

Chief Campbell Anticipates
Trouble Mayor Expects the Po-

lice to Enforce the Order He
Explains His Position.

After hesitating for five days between two
decisions on the fireworks question as op-pli- ed

to the celebration of the Fourth of
July 111 this city next Wednesday. Mayor
Ziegenheln jesterday Issued a proclamation
prohibiting the use of firearms, dynamite,
cannon crackers, loose powder or bombs. All
other kinds of fireworks, therefore, may be
used without limitation or restriction on tha
nation's birthday.

Chief of Police Campbell expressed keen
disappointment that the Mayor- - did not ad-

here to his original determination to pro-

hibit fireworks of every description. He an-

ticipates trouble on the Fourth.
In making his final decision In this mat-

ter, the Mayor changed his mind twice:
First as to the nature of the proclamation,
for he stated to the press several days ago
that he would Issue a proclamation absolute-
ly prohibiting the use of any kind of fire-

works in this city on the Fourth of July; sec-

ond, by issuing tho proclamation on ester-da- y,

he having repeatedly stated to the rep-

resentatives of both afternoon and morning
papers that he would not issue any procla
mation before Monday.

In defense of his change of base the Mayor
said jesterday that the appeals made to
him by the citizens and children of St.
were too strong to be resisted: that he had
been of the opinion all along that the
proclamation he first Intended to issue was
not necessitated by the conditions, and that
lie had reached a decision to issue it merelj"
because he thought the people were In favor
of such a proclamation, but that when he
discovered that a large proportion of tho
citizen:, of St. Louis were lgorously op-
posed to it he reconsidered his former de-

termination and decided to isue the
proclamation now In force.

The Maj'or also made reference to alleged
statements of the members of tho Fire De-
partment to the effect that a proclamation
would not rrevent children from using

In allejs, outhouses and barns, und
that the danger of disastrous lires would bo
greatlj' increased.

"I did not want to make out
of little children." said the Mayor, "and I
found out the people did not want tho
proclamation I first Intended to issue. That
settled tho matter so far as I was con-
cerned."

Depends on the I'ollceA
The Maj-o- r stated that in his opinion the

police will havo no difficulty in distinguish-
ing between tho sounds made by the dis-
charge of those things prohibited from use
on the Fourth and tho more harmless kinds
of fireworks which be has agreed shall be
used.

"I was wrong when I decided to prohibit
the ue of all Kinds of fireworks." said ho.
"That Is all thero is to it. The proclama-
tion I havo issued will work both ways, it
will prevent lawlessness and bloodshed, if
properly enforced by the police, and at the
same time It will enable tho people to
celebrate the Fourth to their hearts' con-tn- t.

My Idea in drawing up the proclama-
tion was to prohibit evervthlnz which
makes a great noise and endangers life and
limb, and to permit to be used everything
which Is simply for display.

"The petitions which wrre presented to
me were signed by fully IZj.MW person. Itwas a great piece of work, the getting up
of those petitions In such a short time. I
believe that If there had been another weekthey would hae gotten KW.WX) signatures.

"There was one other consideration which
influenced me In changing my dec'slon.That was the effect sluch a proclamation asI Intended to issue would havo on people
in other cities. It would show ;hrr. thatwe were still In a state of war in St Louis
nnd that the lives nnd property of citizensare still In Jeopardj--. Tnat Is not the caiennd we do not want that Impression to get
abroad."

The CCom men organ-
ized a convention and nominated Henry
Winders of Hardin County for Senator nnd
Joseph Saxe of EJwords Countj- - and Jas-
per Partridge of White County for Repre-
sentatives. Since then there has been much
speculation as to whether the Tanner fol-
lowers would come back and hold their con-
vention. They came this morning, and,
much to the surprise of everybodj-- , the
Cullom men came also. Plots and counter-
plots were formed and much caucusing done
this morning. Some of the timid ones re-
quested tho Sheriff to swear In deputies to
maintain order.
