REMEDIES SUGGESTED
FOR RECENT DISORDERS.

In his germon an “Remedies for Recent
Digorders” at the Church of the Messfah
yesterday, the Reverend John W Iy used
the text fram tGal vi 8, “Let us not be
werry In well-<datng, for In dus soason we
shall reap if we fatnt not.”
