REPUBLIC FIRST AGAIN.

In Its extra edition of Monday night,
giving to the people of St. Louis tho
first news of the settlement of the street
railway strike. The Republic again Justi-

Theso policies are opposed by all
Americans. Americans see In them
danger to tho Republic, a tendency to-
ward "the governmtntal sj stems of Eu-
rope. Americans have always been
satlsfled to regard their system of gov-
ernment as Immeasurably superior to
that of any European country.

The strike being settled, the hot
weather and the absence of St. Loulsans
on vacation tours form the only bar-
riers to the resumption of the work to
complete the big popular subscription
for the Louisiana Purchase World's
Fair. These obstacles will remove them-
selves presently.

When in the course of human events
a party loses sight of the Declaration of
Independence and of tho Constitution
an effective means Is supplied of taking
the steering gear out of Its hands and
July 4 is on excellent day on which to
do the work.
