EMPRESS AN'S EDICTS.

Reconciliation Impossible, the
Powers Regan the War.

Berlin. July 4. A dispatch from Canton
dated Tuesday, July 3. gives the gist of the
two edicts of tho Dowager Empress; dealing
with the "Uoxers." the attack of the For-
eign I'owera on China and the lattcr's po-

sition. One edict declares that reconcilia-
tion with the Christians, against whom the
w hole natior. Including the Princes, military
officials, literati and nobles, were united
and are now stamping out. Is quite Impossi
ble. It Is asserted that the Powers began
the tight by the attack on Taku, thereby
inhanclng the bitter feeling against all

sajing that any attempt to sup-
press the people would be dangerous, and
adding that 'Therefore It seems expedient
.it present to utilize the anti-foreig- n move-

ment."
The ether edict avers that the Dowager

Empress Is ready to protect the threatened
legations In Pekln. "But It remains to be
seen." says the Empress Dowager, "wheth-
er the foreigners or the Chinese are the
stronger. In nny case all the Governors
should Immediately enroll troops for tho
deferse of their districts, as they will be
lit Id responsible for loss of territory."

SHAN-TUNG- 'S GOVERNOR.

Concentration of His Troops
Awakens Suspicion.

Berlin. July 4 The German Consul at
Che-Ko- o. telegrnphlrg on Tuesday. July 3.

after reiteration that General Tung Fu Li
Slan and Prince Tuan halo seized the en-

tire power at IVkln. under tho motto, "Ex
termination of the Foreigner." a.lfls:

CHINESE IN BERLIN STONED.

Members of Legation Warned 2s"ot

to Show Themselves.
Berlin. July 4. As a significant Incident

The membrs of the Chinese Legation
here hve been warned by the police to
show themselves as little as possible upon
tho streets.

Several Chinamen were stored y by
the mob. and were rescued by the police
with difficulty.

ESCAPED FROM COOMASSIE.

Report That Governor Hodgson
Pti'oke Through the Cordon.

London. July 4 A telegram has been
ft the Colonial Office from Colonel

Willcocks, dated Fumshu. July 3. saying
that native messengers from Pekkl. who
have arrlied at Bekwal, announce that the
Governor of Ashantl. Sir Frederick Mitchell
Hodgson, with several officers and their
wives and families, have left CPomassIe and
arrived at Ekwanta. twenty miles south-
east of Coomassle, and are proceeding
through Denkera on their way to Cape
Coast.

The messengers add that many were killed
in breaking out of Coomnssip. The rumor
appears to be well founded, although Colonel
WUIocks failed to say why he has not re-
ceived news from the Governor. The Colonel
intends to proceed to Coomassle and retake
the place if It is eiacuatcd.
