Hill can lie removed from the
calculation. Aillnl E. Steve.-.so- n is undoubt-
edly at this moment the foremost' candi-
date for the nomination, willi Charles A.
Towne, the from Min-
nesota, apparently the strongest of the
others mentioned for the place.

It mas finite manifest from tho tremend-
ous ovations accorded Mr. Hill In the con
vention together with the demon
strations yesterday, that If tho former Sen-
ator from New York would but consent to
the use of his name or withhold a positive,
declaration that he would not accept the
nomination If offered him. he could be
named as running mate with Mr. Iiry.in
with practically no opposition.

Mr. Hill made more than a passing Im-
pression in his speech seconding the nomi-
nation of Bryan. The platform, specifical-
ly mentioning Imperialism as th pan-mou- nt

issue of the campaign, was another
factor in his fiver Had he been a candi-
date for the vice presidential nomination
and the business of selecting a man were
under way when Mr. Hill made his speech,
no one who witnessed tho great outbursts
of enthusiasm doubted for an Instant that
the convention could have been stampeded
for Hill.

Hill's for the Aeccpllnir.
Even now It Is regarded quite possible

that the nomination may be forced on Hill,
despite his repeated declarations that he
dors not want and would not accept It
under nny circumstances. But the majori-
ty of the delegations can't get away from
the Hill proposition for second place, and
if It is at all tiossible to bring his name
before the convention with an understand
ing that he might be prevailed upon to bow
to the will of the party. It Is entirely safe
to say that such an effort will be made to-
morrow when nominations arc called for.

Mr. Hill's own word Is the best authority
for the statement that he will not be Mr.
Bryan's running mate, and yet it would not
bo surprising to see him fairly forced to
make the race.

While Mr. Hill Is outspoken In rfuslni to
allow his own name to be considered, it s
known that he has a decided preference for
Eliot Danforth. hose boom, while resting,
has not altogether passed away. Indeed, St
is asserted that Ml. Hill Is making
very strenuous efforts to induce the New-Yor- k

delegation to disown Its choice of
Tuesday-Jo- hn W. Keller and cast its uni-
ted support for Danforth. who received but
two votes less than Keller in the caucus.

It would not be correct to say that Pan-for- th

is much of a contender Just yet.
but tLero Is no telling what New York
may decide to do in the convention.

It Mr. Hill could secure for Danforth
outside of New York the votes that he
himself can command, the New Yorker's
candidacy would be in excellent shape, but
It Is a fact that many of the delegations .

that are unanimous for Hill do not favor
Danforth unless New York can unite on
him. They don't look upon Keller as a
candidate at all. although Richard Croker
persists In professing to believe that Kel
ler Is more than a blind.

Htcrrmon Calculation.
Congressman J. R. Williams of Illinois,

who is managing the candidacy of Steven-
son and who. It Is now announced, will
nominate him In behnlf of Illinois said

ht that ho expected the votes of the
entire delegations of Pennsylvania. Illinois.
Iowa. Virginia. Arkansas. Kentucky. North
Carolina and Florida with scattering votes
throughout the country on the first ballot.

After several of the States have compli-
mented their favorite sons tho Stevenson
managers expect to largely increase their
strength and win on probably the second
or third ballot, if not by a change of votes
on the first ballot.

Tonne I Hopeol.
Towne Is hopeful. He still refuses to give

out an estimate of his strength. He
counts largely on the silver States in the
West, lie expects Minnesota to be for
him. and a Minnesota man. Chairman Ro-

sing of the State Democratic Committee,
will place him In nomination.

It Is said, also, that Towne will get only
the first vote from Minnesota unless ha
can show sufficient strength at the start
to win. Otherwise, the delegation may de-

clare for a New Yorker or for Stevenson.
Wisconsin Is divided. The delegation

looks with favor upon Stevenson. butwould
prefer nn Eastern man. Still, rather than
vote for Towne, the delegation would ac-

cept Stevenson.
Many of the Southern States, so far non-

committal, are of the same mind. They
would much rather have Hill or a man
from the East, who Is well known, but
they refuse to Indorse the Democracy of
Towne.

Indiana insists that Shlvely will be
placed In nomination, notwithstanding his
decision not to be a candidate or to accept
If named. Indiana really wants Hill, and
will Join In the stampede if it Is started.
Danforth would be acceptable, but Keller
never. Towne couldn't get Indiana's rote if
It would make his nomination unanimous.

The Missouri delegates held a caucus
this afternoon to take a vote-- on the vico
presidential nomination. The meeting was
held In the headquarters at 2 o'clock, but
was without result. Governor Stephens ex-
plained the object of the meeting. Only
seven delegates were present, and their
opinions as to the most available candidate
were widely at variance.

Dave Ball expressed a sentiment for
Towne, W. R. Edgar was for Hill, and the
two became engaged in a warm debate over
the two candidates.

In the person of
Jefferson' Davis, candidate for Governor
and chairman of the delegation, in all
probability will be the first to name Ste-
venson, unless. Alabama, the very first
State on the roll call, deprives her of the
honor

Governor John Walter Smith of Maryland
is still somewhat talked about for the nom-
ination, but the Stevenson-Town- e contest
and the possibility of a stampede for Hill
make it pretty certain that he will not get
the nomination. It is doubtful, too, if ho
wants or would take It.

So tho situation stands' In the
field of actual candidates Stevenson Is by all
odds the favorite. Towne sentiment is tol-
erably strong, and Danforth Is a possibility.
But the main factor is HUI. AH depends on
the temper of the convention, the disposition
to stampede It for the New Yorker, and his
own Inclination to accept cr reject the re-
sult.

A development in the situation ht

was the announcement that when the roll
of States is called for the nom-
ination of candidates for Vice President,
Alabama will yield to Florida, and R. B.
MeDonald of that State will place Elliot
Danforth of New York In nomination. This
programme ht was discussed by quite

perialism was finally adopted, and in this
shape the platform will be presented to the
convention

Nearly the entire time of the morning and

afternoon was spent in listening
to spee-che- Unle'ss the unexpected hap-
pens the convention will reach final ad-
journment afternoon. It Is not
expected that there will be any debate en
the floor of lhe convention over the adop-
tion of the platform, and It Is planned to
nominate both Br)an and Towne hy accla-
mation.

When tho convention was called to
order by Temiiorary Chairman Teller
this morning the subcommittee appointed at
the. meeting of the Committee on Resolu-

tions last night to draw up a platform was
still far from an agreement. The subcom-
mittee held another session this morning
in nn endeavor o decide on tho disputed
question of Imperialism. The Insertion of
an plank was strongly op-

posed by Western members of tlu- - subcom-

mittee, many of whom are avowed ex-

pansionists, and who favor the Ignoring of
the Issue altogether. 1'p to tho time of tho
convention's opening, however, this point
had not been decided upon.

The delegates straggle-- Into the audi-

torium hall very slowly, and when Chair-

man Teller called tho convention to
order nt 1129 a. m. not more than half
the delegates were present. Chairman Tel-

ler was extremely hoarse as n result of his
long speech yesterday, and yielded the chair
to Frank T. Ransom of Nebraska.

Immediately after convening, the Com-

mittee on Credentials was called for, but It
was not ready and a recess was tnken until
its report was completed.

The California delegation came to the
auditorium y with the determination
to force the nominations of llryan anil
Towne the first thing after permanent or-

ganisation. Delegates Insisted that the Sil-

ver Republicans bad left the old party as
a matter of principle, and as llryan and
Towne represente-e- l the vlows eif the Silver
Republicans there was no need of delay
while waiting on the platform.

The small
banks of the country were In the power of
City banks, especially the banks of New
York, which, the speaker declared, are In
league with Lombard Street. One remedy
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he suggests was the removal of the duties
on every article controlled by trusts.

The tlemand for Government ownership of
the telegraph and railroad systems of the
country, as made by the speaker, met
with enthusiastls approval by the conven-
tion.

In criticising the foreign policy of th
present administmtlon.the speaker declared
that It had given a serious stab to the
Monroe Doctrine, ami he arraigned the pres-
ent administration before the bar of the
American public for its work in tho Philip-
pine Islands. The speaker was loudly
cheered as he took his seat.
