The scenes of this evening defy descrip-
tion.

ocratic leaders of the nation, those who
have fought and those who have sulked,
leaping and shouting and waving their
hands In that abysm of human emotion,

How wonderful Is human nature and how
strange the metamorphoses of time! A bit-
ter struggle over the platform In the con-

vention was prevented by Richard Croker,
the leader of Tammany HalL He deserves
the credit. It was his Influence that re-

strained New York from signing tho min-

ority report of the Committee, on Resolu-
tions, and so the committee made its re-

port unanimous. It was Mr Handy of Del-

aware who proposed In the committee that
nnii.!mrerinJlm should be made para
mount n" the "eSarnpalgo. and it was Senator
Jones and Senator Tillm n who wrote into
the platform the words that forever subor-
dinate free silver to the greater Issue of
Republic against i:trplre. cf citizenship
ncalnst subjecthood. of States nnd Terri-
tories against Colonies, of the rule of tho
written Constitution against the arbitrary
will of the President and his satraps.

Morning; Speeches.

The first demonstration occurred when
Governor Beckham of Kentucky, whoso
predecessor was assassinated, entered the
hidl. It will be remembered that the Re-

publican National Convention In Philadel-
phia cheered Mr. Taylor, who has been
Indicted as on accessory to that murder a
fugltlie from the Justice of his own State.

As the boyish figure of Kentucky's young
Governor moled down the central aisle, the
liond played "My OI3 Kentucky Home."
and the crowd rose and saluted him with a
shout of welcome. Again tUid again they
cheered him.

Then camo a. prayer, and the multitude
bowded its head. It was a praier for tho
tppresscd In every land, a prayer for lib-
erty, ich a prayer as only free men un-
stained by wars of oppression could offer
to God.

Then Governor Hogg of T"ras addressed
the convention and urgl tho delegates not
to make the Democratic party a party of
dodgers. It was plain that the silver men
were fearful of the result of the content
which was still going on in the Committee
ou Resolutions and were preparing for a
struggle In the open convention.

When he mentioned 15 to 1 there wa Dud
applause, but It was not prolonged. Hv de-
clared that If Uie party was brave and true
to Its principles It would repeat the victory
of ISO) by electing a second Jefferson Presi-

There were loud cries of "Hill! Hill! Hill!"
but the convention was not to be stampeded
a second time, and hikaua drowocd out the
name of the New Yorker.

Again the cries for Mr. Hill were resumed
and again the hissing put a stop to them.

Mayor Rose of Milwaukee, a gold Dem-
ocrat, was the net speaker. His voice was
clear and vibrant. He declared that Ids
State had given McKlnley HC,M majority in
1S30. but that it would give its electoral
vote to Bryan this year. Every large city
In Wisconsin was now under a Democratic
administration. The crowd howled with de-
light at the prophecy.

Mr. McCullough of Indiana took tho plat-
form and stirred the audience to anothergreat outburst by declaring that the

Issue of this campaign would be
Imperialism. Once more tho cries for Pat-tlso- n

and Hill resounded, but the band
played rag-tim- e, and tho human voice was
Impotent against that bewitching muslc.

When the band ceased, George T"red Wil-
liams of Massachusetts took the platform.
The noise was very great, but he managed
to make a part of tho convention hear his
motion for a committee of nine to confer
with the Sliver Republicans and Populists
gathered In Kansas City. It was a plan to
arrange the vice presidency. The noise was
eo great that no one could hear the voting,
but the committee was appointed.

3. R. Williams of Illinois madu a speech
full of dash, and he caught the crowd
when he said that tho supreme political
Issue of the day was the life of the Re-
public Itself.

And now Governor Beckham of Kentucky
was brought on the stage, slim, clean
shaven, grave and graceful. lie had

It was a scero of great beauty. almnt
bewildering In Its Immensity and In Iff
variety cf ccsiume. In the front row of
the main gallery, exactly opposite the
center of the shaker's stage, sat rtuth
Brjan. the eldest daughter of the Demo-
cratic lender.

She was a pretty picture. On her dainty
head was a white hat trimmed with scarlet.
Behind hT sat Mr. Bryan's brother. wear-In-?

a black skull cap. Ituth wore a white
dress, and from tlmo to time the looked at
her father's famous friends on the plat-
form through an opera glass. It was her
first ?l!nipe of a national convention. She
was about to witness her father's nomina-
tion.

Presently the Committee on Resolutions,

headed by Senator Jones and Senator Till-
man, could be seen ascending the steps of
the stage. Jones announced that

The supreme moment of the convention
had arrived. The Senator's voice rnng high
and clear and he gestured and threw his

He crouched and stampel his
foot and parted his lips and hissed the
words between his teeth at times. He
looked like some great actor playing out
the central part In some drama.

And when, finally, he read the sentence

that declared Imperialism to bo the para-
mount Issue of this campaign, tho multi-
tude leaped to Its feet-- Tho climax had
come.

Democracy was on fire, heart, soul, brain,
hand. foot, voice. There came from that
mighty audience such a shout, such a pro-
longed shout, as comes only from human
nature touched by the flame o some great
cause.

Instantly the great hall was converted In-

to a swimming, swirling, dashing whirlpool
of color aud roaring iolc?s. Every man,
woman and child there waved an Amerisin
flag, on which wi-r-e printed the words. "The
Constitution und the flag, ono and Insep-
arable, now and forever Of an inipiro.
iievir!"

There were 1S.OJ0 flags waving at once and
1S.C'J voices blinded in that thunderous tu-
mult. The Massachusetts delegation raised
a greit silk flag on a pole and waved it
wildly about- - The band played "Tile Star
Spangled Banner." and as the strains of the
mu3lc swelled through the building a colos-
sal American flag was lowered from the
roof to the stage. It wai a flag that would
cover the floor of un ordinary theater.
Across Its white stripes were Inscribed the
words printed on the smaller flags.

Slowly It descended, until lt.i folds brushed
against tho marble face of Bryan on the
platform. Tho roaring of the audience
ascended note by note In lnteslly until the
sound became deafcnlrg. It was like a war
of Niagaras. Every State and every Ter
ritory Joined In the demonstration. Billows!

Flash light photographs
wero taken and the smoke of tho powder
floated across the hall over the swirling sea
of flags and faces. Banners broke out In
every direction. Here was a black banner,
inscribed, "What would Christ do In the
Philippines?" There was a banner hearing
the words, "Uncoln abolished sUiery undrr
the flag and McKlnley restored It."

Banners of blue and banners of white,
banners of gold, of scarlet, of silver, of
purple, tossing, whirling, colored plum-- s of
pampas grasi. It was a cataclsm. a mov-
ing cataclysm of sunsets and sunrises
corgeous, glittering, swimming before tho
eyes and piercing the cars.

The audience sang the "Red. White and
Blue." Then the delegates plucked the
standards of their States and Territories up
and marched around the hall, with the great
flag of the Scuth African Republic borne
before the beautiful Hawaiian bannir of
blue and white, after which came the strik-
ing banner of California. Around and
around went the dancing procession of poles.
Aruund and around went the waves of red.
white and blue. File times the standards
wero grouped In front of the stage. The
band played "Dixie" and the uudlcnce
sang It.

No one who saw that almost unparalleled
demonstration unparalleled for lnte-iisi.-

as well as for Its beautiful scenic and dra-
matic effect could doubt the determinant n
of the American people never to abandon
the Republic Tor nn Empire.

After eighteen minutes of tumult the
chairman, assisted by tho entlro body of
guards and sergeants-at-arm- s, succeeded in
restoring comparative order. Senator Till-
man talsed his hand and shook the white
pages of the platform nbove his head.

"If Mark Hanna were here," he shouted,
"he would think h 1 had broke loose :n
Missouri!"

There was another prolonged cry of ap-
proval when the Chicago platform was re-

affirmed .and the free silver Issue wa3 re-
stated. The demonstration lasted for seven
minutes. The loudest voico In the wholo
hall, and the most enthusiastic at this
time, was that of Doctor John IL GIrdncr
of New York, the old-tim- e friend and sup-
porter of Mr. Bryan.

It was sure to hold the balance
of power when the struggle came.

There was no uncertainty as to the atti-

tude of Mr. Croker. He stood by his guns.
He had doubtless loaded them with Hrun
ammunition, and he evinced no deposition
to withdraw the charge. He plainly ex-

jority of the Committie on Resolutions This
was in the face of the fact that Judge Van
Wyck voted for the minority.
