DETECTIVE SEEKS EVIDENCE.

Effort to Prove That Gilbert Gates
Was Drowned.

A private detective employed by the
friends of Alexander Jester, who Is on trial
for his life at New London. Mo., called at
tho morgue yesterday in search of records
to show that Gilbert Gates, whom Jester
Is charged with having murdered, was
taken from tho river here at the time he
was supposed to have been murdered. Tho
records he wanted examined were of the
year 1S71, but as tho morgue was not erect-
ed until 1ST3. he was disappointed in his
quest He was referred to the mortuary of-
fice, but, so far. his search has nut been re-
warded.

Falling in his efforts to get at tha records
the detective called upon several of the old-
est undertakers In the city, but, though
some of them had a vague recollection of
such a discovers", none of them could give
any positive data which could be offered in
evidence at a trial. It will be the purpose
of the defense to show that Gates was
drowned at the time when he is said to
have been murdered.
