SLIGHT CHANGES

IN GRAIN VALUES.

TREXD OF WHEAT VALUES
WAS AGAIN DOWNWARD.

iWhe.it Was Erratic Early, but
Corn IIell Up Quite Well,
Speculative Trading Small.

The chief feature of the grain situation

at this point to-d- was the continuation
of the weakness that has been so conspicu-

ous for at leat a month past, ami which
has characterized all Brain markets ami
wheat In particular. It was hut scMom

that encouragement u held out.weakmss
generally asserting itself with the result
that such slight Rains as marked the
course of the different markets were soon
w Ined cut and lower prices went on record.
Speculative operations were not large on

either side of the account, both bulls and
bears ppearlng to lack confidence, and
great hesitancy and Indecision waa dis-

played throughout the session and had a
tendency to check operations more or les-- .

The influences bearing upon the markets
were, not raiilcallj new. and in the ab-

sence of positively fresh factors upon which
to base trading, speculators were disposed
to stand aloof and watch developments.
Naturally the situation all the way through
was tame and unexciting and the aggre-

gate volume of business transacted in the
jilt on 'change small.

Wheat to-d- was unusually erratic and
changeable, price fluctuations lieing fre-

quent, a fact that Rave this grain the unu-

sual appearance of more animation thai
has been witnessed for some considerable
time. The feeling was bearish, however,
nnd the underlying weakness cropped out
repeatedlv and the more definite trend of
values was downwards, with the usual re-

sults. At the opening there was a feeling
that a reaction was due. and the actions
of the market seemed to Indicate that some-

thing of the kind would take place, but it
did not materialize. The receipts here and
at winter wheat markets were not up to
expectations nnd much les bearish, these
two being helping hands shortly after the
market opened, though their Influence upon
values was small and fleetlrg. A, far as
the effect was concerned, the arrival at
this point were S.0C0 bu larger than a
week ago and US.000 bit in excess of last
j ear, at KT.OCO bu.. while the total at
the four markets amounted to 91S0 bu..
against S0S.COO bu. a week ago. and 47V
bu. a year ago. Northwestern receipts wore
reported at 270 cars, against 4S5 ore vejr
ago. Cables were less disappointing than
they have been, though they could liae
been much better. Liverpool bein g "sd
lower at close. Berlin was aliJ sc off.
Information showed that the world's ship-
ments had fallen oft to S,S00.O0i bu.. which
was 2,0iO.CK bu. less than last week, the
Black Sea shipments lielng S.aW.f'jO bu..
against 197G.O0O bu. the previous week.
There was a good increase in the amount
mloat. however.

The opening decline in values at this point
wis not near so great as expected, tliougu
the bears helped it alons by selling frecl.v.
There was very good buying on both short
nnd long account, the latter by traders who
were of the opinion that a reaction was
about to take place. So that Sept., after
opening ?ic oil at '2c and down to
"l'jc. reacted to Tc. while the Dec old
at 74.c to T4TgC 1'ollowirg- the openlns
rally the market hun fire and changes
were few and unimportant. et at the same
time there was enough buying to hold
prices pretty steady.

There were both weakening- and strength-
ening factors this morning In corn, the
most Important being the weather and crop
condition:, which were favorable, advices
stating that the crop was coming along
satisfactorily. The effect of this was to
weaken the new crop options and vear sold
Jjc lower right at the outlet, at 2ic. and
Dec. had sellers 3c off. at Uc. On the
other hand Sept. was not influenced by thisdisplay of weakness, owing to the lisht re-
ceipts and It opened 1c better, at JT'sC,
gradually improving nnd selling at
and elevating Dec. to 33c and jear to ZZc
bid. According to the day's postings the
receipts at Western markets were S33.00a
bu., against SK.O-j- bu. one year ago, in-
cluding 1S7.20) bu. locally, against 211.1 bu.
