Washington Believes Ministers Are Alive, but In-

sists on Free and Direct Communica-
tion With the Minister.

Washington. July SO.-- The effect of the
daj's news from China was to freshen hoP'
that the Government can noon get In direct
communication with Minister Conger. The
mass of tesllmonj- - that to was alive as
late as July 22 Is now OH KGtl'ruirr'lI,t
resuming consideration of projeets for the
future.

With all of Its anxiety to get Mr. Conger
and the Americans In Pekln safely aw.ij.
the department is proceeding with proper
caution and N bj- - no means disposed to ac-
cept any preparation that would unduly
Jeopardize their lives Such might be the
result of an oft-ha- acceptance of the
proposition to have the Chinese Govern-
ment deliver tho foreign Ministers at Tien-Tsl- n.

for It Is realized that the escort
might be overpowered bj superior forces
of Boxers on the waj-- to the sea.

State Department has come to the coiiclu- - I

slon that Mr. Conger himself Is the best
person to Judge of the conditions under
which his deliverance shall be effected, and.
therefore. It Is again looking to the Chinese
Government to place it In communication
with Mr. Conger, In order that It may be
advised by him. That requirement was the
first of tho conditions laid down by Presi-
dent McKinley In his answer to the appeal
or the Chinee Emperor, so that the situa-
tion, diplomatically, cannot be said to have

changed by the developments of
the dav- -

The State Department was Inclined to
regard Consul Fowler's communication ns
the mot valuable piece of confirmatory
evidence j-- received touching the afetj-o- f

the Pekin diplomat. Up to a late hour
no answer had been received to the second
Conger message, but In view of Consul
Fowler's news the officials were Inclined
to look forward to an earlj- - reply.

It Is known here that Germany Is one of
the Goverrments that are putting forth
everj' effort to get Into direct communica-
tion with the belcagured Ministers, and,
like the United States, has had recourse
to the "undct ground" route. An object of
special solicitude Is to discover whether
Baroness von Kettfler has escaped or
whether she shared the fate of her hus-
band. Up to the present nothing has been
received to throw anj-- light on the sub-
ject.

The German Ambassador and the French
Charge called a the State Department to-d- a-

to secure the latest Information which
Secretary Hay had rrcelved. and both were
lmmenselj- - pitasc'I with the Fowler dis-
patch.

Discrepancies.
Baron von Holleben, the German Ambas-

sador, called upon Secretary Haj- - this
morning. He said he had not received any
word from Berlin of the receipt of the
Important letter from the German Lega-
tion at Pekln described by Mr. Fowler.

As Is always the case with these Chinese
advices, a discrepancy appears lmmedlate-Ij- -

upon a comparison of the German and
the Japanese advices. The German report
savs the attack stopped on the 12th; the
Japanese report places the cessation of
firing on the 17th. The State Department
officials believe this Is easily explainable
bj-- a consideration of tho differences be-

tween the Christian and Chinese calen-
dars.

Another curious statement, however. Is
contained In the Japanese report to the
effect that six legations were being still
defended on the 22d. This Is in apparent
conflict with Mr. Conger's last reported
statement that the legatloners were "In
British Legation, under continued shot
and shell," etc

It was understood that Mr. Conger meant
that all the legatloners were in the British
Legation, though this might have been a
strained Interpretation of his message, and
the various legations mentioned in the
Japanese dispatch may be still peopled.

Military men here are amazed at the
statement that the legations successfully
resisted nearly a month's Incessant shell-
ing by ten battalions of Chinese. That
any trace of a brick building should remain
after such a bombardment Is utterly In-

conceivable bj-- them.
Chaffee at Taku.

General Chaffee reported to-d- his ar-
rival at Taku In advance of the expected
time, in this dispatch:

"Che-Fo- o. July 29. Adjutant General,
Washington: Left Nagasaki at daj break on
July 26. Arrived at Taku at 10 on the night
of July 2S.

(Signed.) "CHAFFEE,
"Major General."

General Chafe certainly has made
time In going from. Nagasaki to

Taku in two days, showing that the trans-
port Grant mtM have been pressed to her
utmost. The General's horses are expected
to arrive there in about a week.

IV a Feels Vindicated.
The Chinese Minister. Mr. Wu. received

the Fowler dispatch with satisfaction, but
refrained from any decided demonstration.
He said:

"I am glad at last tho public here and in
Europe has some news from Pekln that It
has no possible reason to question. Thla
news bears out what I have maintained ever
since the receipt of the Corger dispatch.
The Ministers are alive and they have been
aided by my Government; otherwise they
oojld not have held out all this time.

"When these first horrible reports of mas-
sacre came from Shanghai, naturally I was
alarmed and distressed. I did mj- - duty ns a
loyal citizen of the Empire and tried to aid
this Government In getting news of Its Min-

ister. When the Conger dispatch came I
felt it was genuine. It was ac:epted by this
Government and I was satisfied. The rest
of the world was not willing to believe any
truth could come out of China. When Im-

perial edicts were issued pledging the faith
of my Government that the Ministers were
safe, there alwajs was bad news manufac-
tured some excuse made to offset the Chi-

nese reports. The Chinese were made out
to be a set of liars and murderers, as
though there were not liars and murderers
in all countries.

"Now comes this news from European
sources and transmitted through American
hands. There is now no chance for the un-

believers to doubt It. I am glad of It on my
own account, but more so for Secretary
Hay, who has thus won a great victory
against the skepticism of all Europe."

Regarding the report that the Ministers
were being held as hostages In Pekln. Mr.
Wu said it was very unlikely. They might

Telegraphic and C.ible Communica
tion Is Not Satisfactory.

Washington. July 30 The telegraphic con-
ditions In China Just now are unsatisfac-
tory nnd the Governments Interested are
endeavoring to better affairs. The real
cable station from which China news Is
sent Is Shanghai. The only way this place
can be reached by wire from Che-Po- o Is
overland. This land line Is under the con-
trol of the Chinese authorities, and Sheng,
of whom so much has been publlshe-d- , can
control everj thing which goes over It. Tho
only communication the United States has
between Taku and Che-Fo- o is by naval ves-
sels. It is presumi'd. but Is not known,
that the International forces have tele-
graphic communication between Tien-Tbl- n
and Taku. At Taku tho conditions are not
satlsfactorj-- . The International fleet, in-
cluding the Ameriean warships. He off shore
and messages must be tent out to them

The nations are trj Ing to arrange for
a cable from Shanghai to Che-Fo- Already
arrangements have been mJde to lay a cablo
across from Taku to Che-To- o, and the
United State's will pay Its share, amounting
to J1D0.OO. Some dlfllculty Is encountered In
arranging the details for the International
cable, as all the Governments have to be
consjlted and communication with the cable
offices and telegraph companlrs must be pro-
vided for.

It is tho Intention of the United States to
secure, at the earliest practicable moment,
uninterrupted telegraphic communication
with the forces at Tlen-Tsl- n.

China, dated
June 15. She and her coworkers aro now
believed to be dead. The letter reads:

"Wo are preparing for a siege. This week
we have made arrangements that a com-
pany of fifty soldiers, with their officers,
cams In hero to live.

fenses near each gate and have filled up all
the holes In the hedge and patrol the jard
night and day.
