BRESSI HOME SEARCHED,

Wife of the Assassin Says That
He Surely Was
insane.

SHE TELLS THEIR STORY.

Describes Her Husband as a
Timid Man and a
Bad Shot.

REPUBLIC EPECIAL.

New York, July 31.—With each day's de-
velopments it becomes clearer that Italy’s
King was shot down In pursuance of an
anarchistlec plot hatched by revalutonists
in Paterson, N. J.

Evidence of this consplracy to murder
Humbert is accumulating. There Is every
prospect that the whole truth regarding the
plot will soon be made known, for Itnlian
detectives are now in Paterson and at work. |

One of these foreign secret service agents
was recognized in the streets there to-day.
He has been employed before in speclal work
by the Itallan Consul General, but from
what cac be learned It is upon direct in-
etructions from Rome that the present in-
vestigation is being prosecuted.

Ever since the uprising in Italy sgalnst
the present Government began, a closa
watch has been kKept upon the anarchisis,
not in Italy alone, but ail over the world.

Even the anarchist leaders in Paterson
realize that they have been under constant
survelllence.

Evidence is sald to have besn cbtalned
that Bress! was formally chosen by the an-
archist soclety to assassinate King Hum-
bert, and that this seiection was made im-
mediately after Carboni Sperandio, who had
been deslgnated for thls misslon, committed
sulcide.

Such a Tender Man!

“If my husband killed King Humbert,”
said Mra. Sophla Bressl, wile of the as-
sassin, to-day, "he did It when he wus
crazy.”

Mrs. Bressl was seen at her home, No.
98 Clinton avenue, West Hoboken. EShe
=tlll refused to believe that her husbend had
fired the fatal shot.

“Gactano wouldn't kill & mouse,” she re-
fterated. *“He was 80 tender and gentle that
peopls thought him too effeminate for a
man. He would take no active psart In
politics or movements of any sort, because
he was not pushing enough. I: he killed the
King he must have been crazy.”

She renecated this last eentence, with a
Famut of varlatlons, & hundred times.
Gastang wis too soft, he was too tender,
he was too effeminate, he was too timid, ha
Was 100 retiring, he was too fond of his
case and peace to hurt anybody or any-
ihing; und to think of his killing a King!
It was impossible.

Such wus the reasoning of his wife, left
&L home with her chiid, a target for the
curlosity of the world, while ber husband is
in en Itailan prison, arrested for the as-
sarsination of a King.

Mrs., Bressl {s en Amerlean, born and
reared In the West Her former home was .
in Chicagoe, and she left there five vears !
ago. Her malden name was Sophia Knie-
land.

*It 1s queer,” she sald lo-day, *“‘that of all
the newspaper men and others who have
talked with me, Inciudlng the police and
the Itallan Consul, no one has yet got my
name right. They have called me ‘Sophia
Nelll' and a lot of other things, but they
have not wvet caught my resl name,

“As a girl I was Sophia Knleland. That |
doesn't sound French, but it 2. Al of them |
guessed that T was Irlsh. But I come of
French Huguenot ancestors and 1 am a
Lutheran by religion.”

Breasl's Views on Government.

She was sitting In her parlor {n the poor
fittle home in Wesl Hoboken, holding her
danughter, Madaline, 18 months old, in her
lap. When esked to tell her story, she
eald:

*I came here from Chicago. I was look- 4
ing for work, and found It In New York.
For some time I worked as clerk In an of- |
fice In Broadway. It was cheapsr to lva
on this side of the river, and I bparded
in West Hoboken with a Mrs. Blanche.

“It was at her houss that T met Gaetano
Bressi. He was working then, as recently,
in the ellk mills, We fell in love, and were
married by a Justioe of the Peace. That
was three years ago. Gaetano worked in
the silk mills, sometimes here and some-
times in Paterson. After awhile ha worked
in Paterson all the time. His weges were
not large nor regular, and we had to get
along as best wo could.

“Gaetano found that it would bo cheaper
for him to live in Paterson most of the
time, and he took n room there, came home
to me every Baturday and stayed until
Monday morning."”

“Was he not a member
organization in Paterson?

“1 do mot know, but I think not. I have
seen him the paper that 1s sald to
be the organ of the anarchists, but I do
not think he was a member of the soclety.
None of the anarchists ever callad here to
mes him.™

I do not mean that
he drank to excess or was a high lver. 1.
only mean that he enjoyed the good things
and was willing to sacrifice other thines
for them. He always took care of me and
the child.

“Gaetano was always talking about the
alvantage of lving under a democratlc
form of government. He did not llke mon-
archles. I have heard hilm say that here
one could speak out his mind, and his most
pecret thoughts, ‘But in Italy,” he would
say, ‘If one whispers in a secret chamber
he will be thrown Into prison.’

His Marksmanship.

“Gaetano hated the clergy. He was nota
believer in religion, although reared in the
Catholie Church. He was not a communi-
cant and never atlended service. He con-
gidared the clergy as utterly useless, the
burden and the enemy of the poor. He did
not rall against the priests, as some do,
but he despised them and looked upon them
as the oppressors and consumers of the
substance of the poor. This used to grieve
me, becauss I belleve in some little religion
as a sort of necessity.” 1
