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Alexander Jester waa charged with
having murdered Gllhert Gates, a
boy, while passing through Missourl
in 1871, He was arrested in Oklaho-
ma twenty-elght years after the al-
leged crime, He was llving there un-
der the name of Hill and was a far-
mer-preacher, His slster, with whom
he had quarreled, gave the Informa-
tlon.

John W. Gates, the wire trust mag-
nate, emploved detectives, who traced
Jester's ‘71 journey mile by mile
across three States and produced in
court a long st of witnesses.

“In March, 1872, Jester deserted his wife,
who had gona down into the valiey of the
shadow of death eight times to bear him
children, and, in June, 1872, three months
afterwards, under the name of Wm. Al
Hill, he married Julla Reynolls, This is
the man these genilemen say i so fond of
‘home, sweet home.! Here 15 his oath that
he married Julla Reynolds June, 1870, He
swears to this falsehood merely to conceal
hie ldentity.

“Jester started to Imdlana December I6,
1570 Gilbert Gates started to Illinois Janu-
ary 5, IST. Jester has eleven davs the start.
Where did he linger or wait to accldentally
meet the boy ?

“Jester makes nn indlrect confeésslon when
he 1s arrested, Throw up vour hands! My
God, what is this for? For the murder of
Gllber: Gates, Oh, yes; I bought him ail
out. There was no surprise. He concedes
Gates's murder and stetes his  defense
Cullen says he acted llke Christ befoic
Pilate, in that he opencd not his mouth.
He dld speak, and the speech concedes the
murder and confesses guilt. What do you
think of a lawyer comparing a blgamist
and perjurer and a murderer to the Savior
of mankind? Do you see that these gentle-
men desira to place a halo about the auc-
cvsed? 1 am prepared to hear them say
‘Saint Jester,” with a halo all abont him."”

Case Now Up to Missouri.,

Attorney Forrest's description of the mur-
der was powerfully dramatle and convin-
cing. Continuing, he sald:

“Whera Gates parted with Jester there
was blood In the lane, blood along the voud,
blood on the wagon. Gates left Jesiter all
the properiy he had on earth. He left his
dog, tha watch. around which cluster the
emoltions of three generations, his gun,
trunk, shirts, best gult of clothes, the coul
ard vest ha wore and all besides. If he
left, he left without clothes.

“Gentlemen, Illinols has done her duty.
