Second of the Track Record
--Long Shots Won.

Starter William Bnicn disappointed a
croud of bettors at the Fair Grounds yes-

terday by making bad starts In the fifth
and sixth races. The contenders in these
events were never dangerous after the flair
dropped. With an even break the fifth
race would havo been a fight between Small
Jack and Fred Hessip, and in the sixth,
with a good start, John McElroy would
have been tho contending horse at the fin-

ish. However, all of these horses were
practically left standing, and finished in
the ruck. It was like lighting a match to
the money bet on them, for they never had
i chance from where Mr. Bruen let them

off. He can offer no excuse, whatever, for
his effort in tho fifth event. Fred Hessig

nd Small Jack wero behind the barrier
when the flag fell, and the others were
ttrung out in Indian fashion. Hessig and
Small Jack were the heaviest played horses
In this event and a great roar went up
when the spectators saw that it was a go.

In tho last race the field of ten horses
wero sent off in several sections. John
McElroy, tho heaviest played horse in tho
lace, was in none of these sections. He
was absolutely last when tho red rag
mvlshed through tho air. He could never
get within striking distance, but that he
would havo been a dangerous contender
was proved at the end, when he was run-
ning over his horses.

Bruen's starts in the other races were all
cood, but, then, he only had small fields to
contend with except in the first race. In
this event wer, a lot of maidens and no
one would have cared if he did make a bad
break, as there was very little play on it.
The races In which he made his bad starts
were the best betting propositions of the
day, and in both cases the heavily played
horses were oft so badly that they had no
chance whatever.

Twelve horses started in the first event.
Out of the dozen at least six were touted
for good things. Go Out was the hottest
of the lot He opened at G to 1. tut tho
knowing ones held off until he receded to
BO to L Then there wns a rush for the
fclates. In a minute he was down to 7 and
at post time 6 to 1 was the best to be had
Joe Lucas's Inconsistent Winnebejour was
favorite, but he ran a bad lace. Go Out
was much the best, and when called upon
he came away from his field and won clev-
erly.

After Havlland was scratched there was
nothlr .o the second race but Croesus. It
was at two miles and an eighth, and he wu
tho only horse of any accqunt to accept
the Issue. His owner, Sam Wagner, bet
bis coin like a good Indian, even though
the odds were 2 to o on. Valid and l.easv-ma- n

made the running to the mile and a
half. Then Croesus and Hound Turn chal-
lenged them. Entering the stretch it ap-

peared as though Itound Turn would land
the purse, but Croesus was only sulking.
When shaken up by the jockey he came on
nnd won cleverly. Round Turn beat the
others a city block.

Go to Bed ran the best mile and seventy
yards race ever run at the track in the
third event. With 112 pounds up he trav-
ersed the distance in t three-quarte- rs

of a second off the track record, which
Is held by Miss Mae Day. The little filly
onlv had S7 pounds on her back when she
made the mark. Go to Bed lay back In
fourth Place and allowed IJbbie and

to run their heads oft in
front. The favorite did not start to make
his run until the stable turn was passed.
Then he closed like a wild horse and was
onlv galloping at the end. If whipped out
lie would have smashed the record to smith-preen- s.

Libhle lasted long enough to land
the place, but The Insurgent tired to noth-
ing, and Hottentot galloped Into third place.

With Laving Cup barred in the betting.
The Light monopolized the attention of the
talent, although there was a good deal of
betting on Verify and I.ord Neville. The
latter was first to show after a good start
was effected. Loving Cup took command at
the quarter, closely followed by The Light.
They ran in this order to the finish. Lord
Seville closed strong, and Morse had to
shako up The Light to stall off his rush.

The next two races were spoiled by bad
marts. On form. Small Jack and Fred
Hessig appeared to have the fifth race at
their mercy, but they were last to leave the
post. Eva's Darling was oft with a running
start and was never In trouble.

In the last race Grantor was the best of
the few favored by the start, and he gal-
loped home. With a hustling ride W. J.
Baker could have be.Mi much closer to the
t;oal at the end.
