BRITISH BANKERS ENVIOUS.

Condemn the Placing of Part of
War Loan Here.

London. Aup. 8. The allotment of 3,0u0.00i)
of tho 10,000,000 war loan to the United
States is received In tho higher financial
world as a pood thing for London in the
present position of tho English banks.

The brokers and small investors severely,
almost passionately, criticise the Chancellor
of the Exchequer. Sir Michael Hicks-Benc- h,

for privately arranging for half of the
public loan and allowing the invest-

ment "plum" to go out of the country. Tho
Bank of England advised Sir Michael to
accept tho American offer, which was mado
early last week through J. V. Morgan &
Co , and tho Barings, tho joint takers,
pointing out that this vvas an easy and nat-
ural way to bring in gold and save the ex-
ports to the United States In October. Oth-
erwise tho bank rate might have to be
raised to 5 or 6 per cent and extraordinary
measures would have to be taken to in-
crease the gold reserve.

The critics of the Chancellor point out
that If the loan was worth 3 per cent,
it was so excellent a thing that every
pound should have been kept here, and thateven If the American offer was accepted itshould have been done differently, and thatto ask for subscriptions to ten millionswhen five millions were already allottedwas rather tricky.

Generally, however, there is a feellntr ofsatisfaction in financial circles over theeasier money prospect.
