In refusing to the extradition
Juidge Latombe sald, In part:

I camo here this morning to eign an or-

pasged by Congress June 6, 1ast, provided
the Government made a disposition of the
two suitg under which orders of arrest stiil
stand against him. 1 find, however, that
the exceptional zeal of the prisoner’s coun-
£ol has produced a most pecailar eituntion,
a complication that, o far ns I know, has
never before existed in connectlon with ex-
traditlon cases.

*Judge Whalluce of this court, has been
applied to for a writ of habess corpus on
tho ground, among others, that the act of
June 6 is unconstitutional. The writ of ha-
beas corpus was nsked in order to test the
constitutionality of the get and to restore
to liberty a prisaner alleged to he held un-
der It. But the act of June 6§ does not apply
here. No one is restrained of his liberty
under that art. I never fssued an order au-
thorizing his holding under the aect of June
6. Now that the proccedingas asking writ
of hubeas corpus have been refused, an ap-
peal taken, and an order fssued by Judze
Wiallace remanding the pri=oner, 1 don’t
know upon what Information Judge Wallace
acted. Nor can T s¢e whut ¢lse can happen
to the appeal when [t reaches the United
Btatea Supreme Court execept that they will
dismiss It as belng brought upon insuffi-
cient grounrs. Haheas corpus cannot be
availed of under the mnet until some pro-
cecdings are held under the act. And I
have been careful oll along to allow the
order of arrest in the civil suit to stand,
and not to attempt to put him under the
provisions of the new act.””

Renson for Mot Signing.

Judge Latombe sald ho did not want to
sign papers dismissing the old charges and
leaving the prisoner held only on the re-
malning order of Judge Willace, and asked
Mr. Lindsay {f Judze Wallace knew that
the man was not held under the act of
June 8, Mr, Lindsay did not answer direct-
Iy, but said he knew the prisoner was nr-
rested on an order Iesued by Judge La-
Combe.

Genernl Burnett, by a request of Julge
LaCombs, stated his position in the case,
saying he did not think Judge Wallace
was fully Informed of the prisioner’s pro-
ceedings.  Mr. Licdsay sald all he wanted
was an opportunity to submit this citse to
the Bupreme Court.

In conclusion, Judge LaCombe zald:

*I ecertainly shall not take any action
which will turn over to a forelgn country
or another State, it muttters not which, a
prisoner who {8 held here under an order of
arrest In a civil or criminal action, until
such actions shall have been discontinued.

“This positlon 1 have taken from the be-
ginning. 1 shall not allow the prisoner to
be remanded untll we have got through
with him. 1 shall assent to no proposition
that will take prisoners out of the jurisdic-
tion of this court at the call of any tribunal
on earth."”

Judge LaCombe then advised Marshal
Henkel to keep the prisoner {n custody un-
der the clvil order or under Judze Wallnce's
order, as he choose, and to advise with the
Distriet Atiorney about that,

The Government was glven untll next
Monday to declde what further actlon it
will tuke in the matter.

Nashville, Tenn., Aug. 13.—Wash Hardy,
ellas George Miller, Is the name of & Fed-
eral prisoner in the Tennesseee Peniten-
tiary who has just made application for a

pardon through the Department of Justice
at Washington. Wash was a faw months
ago convicted, along with a notorious gang
of penaion swindlers, and received a term of
three years in the penitentiary.

s story s full of interest. At first the
man made application for a pension as
Georga Miller, stating the company and
regiment to which he claimed to have he-
longed. Investigation at Washington re-
veaied the fact that there was a George Mil-
ler in the reglment of which Wash clalmed
to have been attiched, but that Miller had
been granted and drawing a pension from
the Federal Governmeant for a long time.

Hardy or Miller was shown up to bte a
froud. Thiz application was filed from Mis-
sourl, He escaped punishment, but soon
fell into bad bablts azain, and was com-
mittad to the State Prison for an offense
;.‘nmrnltte\l after he left his old Missouri
lome,

Hefore hls arrest and Incarceration In
prison one of Hardy's eyes had been knock-
ed out with a plek In the hands of an an-
tagonist. A few weeks after he was lodged
in the penitentiary he had the other eye
ehot out in the prison blacksmith shop, He
was later pardoned by the State authorities
on account of his being blind in both eyes,
only to Attempt to secure a4 pension oS
Wiash Hardy. s

Tie impersonated Wash without trouble
and his rrnﬁlnn claim went through with
the usual grind, It was after he had se-
cured some 32000 back penslon money that
the fraud was discovered and the arrest
which led to his convictlon made. When
the cpse came up for trial before Judge (.,
. Clark, in this clty, the prisoner stoutly
denled his gullt. He pictured several bat-
tles 1m which he clulmed to have partiel-

ated,

“Well, if you passed thmnfh the civil
strife I am certaln you can drill a lttle for
ue,”” sald Judge Clark. as he eyed his pris-

| oner from head to foot.

‘he Court, with the asslstancg of an old
soldler, attempted to put the prisoner
through the old manual of arms, but he fell
down before the grandstand. Wash was not
posted on this part of army life, and it
wiaa very evident he had never drilled ba-
fore. The speedy conviction of Wash fol-
lowed. It was conclusively shown that he
had never been In the army and was an im-

nstor.

The Department of Justice at Washington
has asked Distriet Attorney Tilman for a
full report on the case with recommends-
tions. It s probabie he will favor the par-
don on account of the deplorable condition
of Wash, but If releaszed. It Is belleved it
will be but a question of time until the man
wiil ngain be In the tolls.
