NEW OFFICERS INSTALLED.

Enthusiastic Church Workers

Six hundred members of the St. Louts

Christian Endeavor Union held an enthusi-

astic meeting in tho root garden on the.

It
was the annual meeting of tho union and
Kudeavorcrs from all parts of the city and

were present.

Dungan. pastor of the
Mount Cabanne Christian Church, made the
opening prayer. The retiring secretary of
the union, W. 1 Robertson, made a verbal
report. In which he stated that there were
seventy-fou- r societies in the organization,
with a total membership of about 2,600. Mr.
Robertson took occasion to recommend the
"bouncing" of corresponding secretaries of
the societies who failed to do their duty.

S. K. Kllnt. retiring treasurer, reported
that the. receipts for the past year were
$111.83; cash on hand at the beginning of
the year. J220.22; expenditures, $254. iS. leav-
ing a balance of $50.49 in the treasury.
Mr. Flint also said that there was an open
account of J17.40 due the union, and that
the societies owed about J31". A yoto or
thanks was tendered Mr. Flint for his
services during the past two years.

HELD COURT ON A TRAIN.

Method Resorted To to Arofd a
Mob of Lynchers.

Louisville. Ky., Aug. 14. One of the quick-

est trials on record was given Jesse Law-
rence Durham, a murderer.
Saturday afternoon. Durham killed his
aunt, Mrs. Anna Brunton, near Branden-
burg, Meade County. The trial lasted Just
three minutes, and was held In the baggage
car of an Illinois Central train, running fifty
miles an hour.

When the whistle blew for Muldraugh, one
and a half miles this side of Tip Top, twenty-e-

ight miles from here, the prisoner had
been bound over to the Circuit Court of
Meade County, without bond, and County
Judge W'oolfork had adjourned court.

While the trial was being held a crowd of
incensed farmers of Meade County were
waiting at 'Willowdale, on the Louisville.
Henderson and St. Louis Railway, four
miles away, with the Intention of lynching
Durham.

The examining trial had to be held in
Meade County, and the officers intended to
take the murderer down on the Louisville.
Henderson and St. Louis Railway and try
him as the train passed through Meade
County.

The news of the waiting mob at Willow-dal- e
caused the officers to thange to the

Illinois Central. They went to Elizabeth-tow- n,

then over a short branch to Cecilia,
where a quick change was made to' the
Illinois Central for a swift run back to
Louisville. The road passes one and one-ha- lf

mllca through Meade County. While
the train passed over this distance the trial
was held.

MRS. ASTOR'S ANNUITY.

Heirs Ask That Executors Be Re-
lieved From Payment of It.

New York. Aug. 14. In the court records

filed on Saturday In the proceedings of John
Jacob Astor asking that the executors of his
father's will te relieved from paying his
mother an annuity of $50,000 several of the
clauses of the will of William Astor are
quoieu. une or tnese reaas:

"Testator gives to executors as trusteesa fund sufficient to produce an income of
J5O.O0O annually, which Is to be paid over
to the use of Mrs. Astor for her natural
life."

The trustees of tho will of James R.
Roosevelt, H. B. Ely and Douglas Robinson,
who, some time ago, filed papers setting
forth the objections which John Jacob
Astor had to their paying to his mother theannuity of $30,000. The hearing in the case
was before Referee William M. Hoes and
was secret. Mrs. Aetor was represented by
her attorneys. Parsons, Shepard & Ogden,
who filed exceptions to the allegations made
by the son.

When William Astor. the father of John

Jacob Astor, died, his fortune was esti-
mated at from JIOO.OOO.OOO to J150.000.000. Of
this his son received about $60,000,000. The
widow received only a small fraction of the
fortune.

The fact that there was a disagreement
between the members of the Astor family
was a surprise. It Is said that the desire
to cease making the payment from the trust
fund Is due to the fact that this annuity
has been Invested by Mrs. Astor. and she
has an Independent fortune from It,

The whole subject of the contest about
the annuity has been kept quiet and be-
came known only when the papers of the
proceedings with the exceptions by Mrs.
Astor's attorneys were filed in court.

CHARLESTON TO HAVE A FAIR.

South Carolina City Plans for In-

dustrial and Art Exposition.

Charleston, S. C Aug. 14. Charleston is
preparing to hold a big exposition next
year. The citizens are Impressed with the
splendid position of the port, and propose
to hold a fair that will add fame to tho
city. It will be known ns the South Caro-
lina Interstate and West Indian Exposition.
It will begin on December 1, 1901, and close
May 21. 1902. It will include a general dis-
play of the arts. Industries and resources
of the State of South Carolina, of the
West Indies and of such other States, coun-
tries and nations as may desire to partici-
pate.

Tho exposition company has been char-
tered by the State of South Carolina. It
has received the Indorsement of the Legis-
lature, tho City Council and the commer-
cial organizations of Charleston, and will
be thoroughly representative of the great
material and Industrial resources of this
country and of the West Indies and the
Philippines.

Invitations have been extended by the
exposition company to all trade associa-
tions and exchanges to participate in the
fair. The resources of the company will
bo in round figures $1,000,000. The president
Is Captain F. W. Wngener. one of tho
largest wholesale grocers in the South, and
associated with him In the management of
the affairs of the exposition is a board
composed of representative business men
of the cities of Charleston, Columbia and
Baltimore.

Three of the railway systems of the South
have Indicated their practical Interest in
the project by subscribing toward the stock
of the company, and assurances have been
received from the commercial bodies of a
number of the more enterprising cities of
the country of their thorough sympathy
with the undertaking.

The main buildings of the exposition will
be the textile, agricultural, machinery and
electrctty. minerals and forestry, com-
merce and liberal arts, transportation,
woman's, educational and negro, and such
other buildings as may be found necessary
to make the exposition fully representative
of the varied Interests nnd great resources
of the United States and of the commercial
strength of the countries with which the
United States have trade relntions.

At the last session of Congress a bill was
introduced in both houses providing for
an appropriation of $250,000 for the con-
struction of n Government building and the
Installation of a Government exhibit. The
bill was introduced in the closing hours of
the session, but It has been favorably re-
ported In the Senate, and the assurance
has been given that It will receive favor-
able consideration.

SWALLOWED HER DIAMOND.

Horse Takes More Than His Feed
From a Woman's Hand.

She knew that she had it on
her finger just previous to feeding the horse
and remembered hearing something strike
the side of the measure, which she held In
her rhtht hand, as she was entering the
stall.

A search was made for the ring, but to
no avail, and she U under tho Impression
that the ring, which was somewhat loose,
fell from her finger Into the measure and
was fed to the horse.

Miss Stetson feels the loss the more keen-
ly as it was her engagement ring.

The horse, which is supposed to have
swallowed It with his noonday meal, is
an old family horse, nnd much is thought
of him. Since he has a diamond ring in his
department of the interior his value has
Increased to such a price that money can-
not buy him.

THINGS LEFT UNDONE.

Xo Money for Extra Election Force
Waterworks Extension.

The adjournment of the Municipal Assem-
bly yesterday leaves the Election Depart-
ment without money to pay the judges and
clerks cf election and registration. The
Item appropriating a sufficient sum was
stricken from the bill by the Council Ways
and Means Committee, and the House com-
mittee neglected to insert It even after
Secretary Hoblltzelle had drawn attention
to It.

Mr. Hoblltzelle has not decided what he
will do. but he thinks the judges and clerks
should be employed, as It Is absolutely Im-
possible to conduct the registration at tho
City Hall, with the force now employed.

The draft of a proposed ordinance, ap-
propriating $35,000 for waterworks exten-
sion, was given to Councilman Carroll last
week by Secretary Holland of the Water
Department. Mr. Carroll did not present
the ordinance to the Council, so the work
will have to be postponed until October.

SIX-MAST- SCHOONER.

Largest Wooden Bottom Vessel
Successfully Launched.

o'clock to-d- the only schooner
ever launched and the largest wooden bot-

tom vessel afloat gracefully bid farewell to
the ways at II. M. Beans's shipyard in
Camden, and gently slid Into the waters of
Penobscot Bay. This vessel was the George
W. Wells, owned principally by the man
whose name she wears, and built especially
for Captain John G. Crowley of Taunton,
Mass. She made her debut amid the tooting
of 100 whistles and the waving of 1,000 flags
and handkerchiefs, and the cheers of full
10,000 people. The schooner Is 302 feet long
and 48 feet and G Inches beam. She will
spread twelve thousand yards of canvas.

Parentl put out his left hand andtried to get a gun which was on the table,but he touched the lion again, so he scram-
bled up and Jumped out of the window andhid benind some bush.

Mrs. Kamp, at No. 2127 Salisbury
street, yesterday, nnd found .the lud aliva
and well.

Freddie Moehlmann, who Is 14 years old,
has the habit of leaving hom whenever the
whim seizes him. Up to Tuesday of last
week he had been working for a stamping
company on Chambers street. Ho quit on
that day. On his way home Freddie met
Sam Davis, a man ho has known for some
time, who asked him If he wanted a job.
Freddie said that he did. Davis told hint
to come along. Davis lives at the foot of
Grand avenue and drives a strikers' bus.

Freddie was put to work on this wagon
nnd. he says, was not allowed to go home.
Last Friday, however, he visited one of his
aunts and told her that he would go swim-
ming on Sunday. Freddie's father learned
the whereabouts of his son and of his de-
termination to go swimming. He watched
for several hours at the foot of Grand ave-
nue Sunday afternoon. Freddie saw his fa-

ther and escaped by hiding in the weeds
near the river bank.

Mr. Moehlmann found the boy's clothes
on the shore and thought that the worst
had happened. Freddie's two cousins, each
with the name Freddie Kamp, continued to
watch for him Monday nnd yesterday, witii
the result that at about the time Mrs.
Moehlmann was at tho morgue, the miss-
ing Freddie was safe and sound at Mrs.
Knmp's home on Salisbury street.

The body which Mrs. Moehlmann Identi-
fied as that of her son was taken from
the river at the foot of Angelrodt street
about 6 o'clock Monday evening. It Is still
at the morgue for Identification.

STRINGER A BANKRUPT.

Large Liabilities and Very Small
Assets.

a real estate dealer of No. 45 Broadway,
formerly at No. 61 Park Row. has filed a
petition in bankruptcy, with liabilities of
$255,210 and available assets of only $45. The
latter consist of some lots at Windsor
Like, Columbia, Conn., and Tenbroke,
Mass. He has other real estate In Asbury
Park, New Haven, Merlden, Conn., and
Warren, Mass., on which the mortgages ag-

gregate $32,300, leaving no equity.
Mr. Stringer was formerly In the real

estate and saloon business In Chicago and
came to this city about two years ago. He
had no rating In Bradstreet's. He had a
cafe for a few months at No. 233 Broadway,
but gave up there In May last.

Of the liabilities $13,700 are classed as se-

cured, but the value of the security Is only

30 yeurs of age. both well
known in New Albany. Ind., were y

found In an unconscious condition In a
lodging-hous- e in this city, as a result of
each having taken thirty grains of mor-
phine, with suicidal Intent.

Dunbar, who has a wife and four chil-
dren in New Albany, Is said to have eloped
with Mrs. Bradley, who Is the mother of
two children, and wife of a prominent citi-
zen of New Albany, on June 26. They went
from New Albany to Omaha, where they
remained till the 1st tit July, when they
came here. Dunbar secured a position In a
drug store, where he worked but a short
time. Later he was employed as u cigar
salesman, but he did not succeed at that,
and soon found himself without employ-
ment or money. In despnlr he and Mrs.
Bradley decided to end their lives, but they
were discovered In time nnd will recover.

A lengthy letter was discovered In their
room. It contained a detniled statement of
how and where Dunbar wanted to be
burled and a request that a message be
sent to the Reverend C. P. Cook at New
Albany, Ind., asking him to tell his (Dun-
bar's) wife of his death. The letter ulso
contained this startling sentence:

"We have taken poison because of the
wrong done to our loved ones."

FAMED FOR GOOD DEEDS.

Mary Countess of Waldersee an
American by Pirth.

Mary Countess von Waldersee, wife of
the famous German General, who, it Is said,
will lead the allied army in China, is an
American by birth. Her father was David
Lee, a New York merchant, who left a
large fortune to his wife and five children.
Mary was the youngest of the daughters,
the second of whom married an officer in
tlie British Navy, and the third, Baron
August von Waechter, Ambassador of the
King of Wuerttemberg to France. The Bar-
oness induced Mnry to come to Paris to
live. There she met and married a Danish
Prince with the rather formidable name of
Frederick of

He was an exile, hav-
ing been driven from his country by the
Austro-Prussia- n Army in 1S64. He saved
his estate, and gaining the good will of the
Emperor of Austria, accepted from him the
title of Prince of Noer. Mary was then 28
years of age, while her husband was up In
the seventies. While they were on their
wedding tour in the Holy Land the Princp
died. leaving the widow a fortune estimated
at $1,000,000.

The Princess de Noer returned to Paris
and again made her home with her sister,
the Baroness Waechter. When war broke
out between France nnd Prussia they went
to Wuerttemberg. Here the young widow be-
came the wife of Count von Waldersee. She
was a favorite at the German court and for
years was n close friend of Emperor Fred-
erick and Empress Victoria. The Countess is
famed throughout Germany for her benev-
olent deeds and for. devotion to her distin-
guished husband. It is said that her tact
and good sense have on more than one oc-

casion saved the General from serious mis-
takes. In her youth she was regarded as
one of the belles of Paris. She is now 63
years old. Her sister, the Baroness, is liv-
ing at Stuttgart.
