A monster crowd tilled
the streets and overflowed on the residence
portion during the foienoon Heretofore
l.fAfl to 3.000 hearers were thought to be a
crowd in little Harvel village, but y at
least 10 000 and probablv It CX) began pour-
ing out of Harvel for the grove, two miles
eat.

It soon became so crowded with people
and vehicles that one could not walk with
comfort. During the forenoon Mr. Al-
schuler held a reception at the hotel, and
his carriage headed a verv creditable pa-
rade of marching clubs at 11 o'clock.

HARD ON THE BABIES.

Hot Weather .and Dairy Milk
Cause Them to Die by Scores.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
New Haven, Conn . Auk. IB. Nearly 100

babies died In this city laat month. Many
other towns In the State have reported a
great number of infant fatalities. Investl-g- -

lion by-- the State Hoard of Health has
been begun.

Secretary C. A. Lindsley, M. D., of this
city makes a. report on the matter, statin?
that the milk fed to bottle babies contains
deadly poison, caused by the germination of
bacteria, due to the exposure of milk from
twelve to forty-eig- ht hours after being tak-
en from the cow. He says:

".Most of the 400 babies that died In Con-
necticut in July were victims ot poisoned
milk. The prevalence of infantile summer
complaint during the hot weather is com-
mon, but the hasty- - Inference that heat is
the only cause of the disease Is a fallacy.
Heat probably acts Indirectly, first by Us
debilitating influence, impairirg the delicate
digestive powers of the Infant; secondly
and chiefly, by the Injurious effect which Is
produced by hot weather upon tho food giv-
en to infants.

"It is excecdlrgly rare that a baby fed
exclusively from the breast ot a healthy-mothe- r

puffers with summer complaint,
however hot the weather may be."

ORDINANCE.

21162.
An ordinance to adopt general plans fo

City Hospital buildings to bo located oa
city block number twelve hundred fifty-tw- o,

and authorizing tho construction of a
portion of the buildings, and providing: ior
the preparation of detail plans and supervi-
sion of the work of construction, and mak-
ing appropriation to pay the cost thereof.
Be It ordained by the .Municipal Assembly

of the City of St, Louis as follows:
The general plans for City Hospital build-

ings, to be located on the property of th
City of St. Louis, situated between Carroll
street and Lafayette avenue, St. Ange ave-
nue and Fourteenth street and Grat-ta- n

street, known n city block twelve,
hundred fifty-tw- o, which weru prepared,
by the City Hoepltal Commission cre-
ated by ordinance number eighteen thou-
sand three hundred seventy-fou- r, ara
hereby approveii and adopted. Said plans
arc designated in the- report to said Hospital
Commission of a subcommittee, dated Janu-
ary twenty-nin- e, eighteen hundred and
ninety-seve- n, as exhibits A, B and C, of
which blue-pri- nt copies are on filo In the
office of the President of the Board of Pub-
lic Improvements and are indorsed: "Filed
with President Board of Public Improve-
ments OfTlclal Drawing Hospital Commis-
sion, three sheets exhibit A, B, and C. Hal-se- y

C. Ives, chairman." Provided, how-
ever, that said general plans are hereby di-

rected to be modifleel so as to Increase tho
capacity of the hospital when fullv com-
pleted from four hundred eleven to six hun-
dred twenty beds.

Section 2. The Hospital shall be designed
and conductrd upon the Pavilion plan. The
several bulldlng3 shall be constructed of
granite, stone, brick, iron and wood, so as
to be fireproof as nearly as possible. Th
foundations shall be concrete and piles
where found necessary. The total cost of
the hospital buildings and complete equip- -
m"nt of boilers, machinery and appliances
required for heating, ventilation, laundry,
kitchen and other service appropriate to a
hospital, tdgether with cost of p!an3 and
superintendence, shall not exceed one mil-
lion dollars.

Section S. The Board ot Public Improve-
ments la hereby authorized and directed
to cause the following-name-d buildings to
be erected and equippe'd, namely: Isolating
ward, two stories high; Octagonal wards,
three stories high: connecting corridors, one
story high; Laundry block, one story high;
Kitchen block, three stories high, and se.

one story high. Said huildlngsi
shall be built in accordance with plans and
specifications prepared by the Commission-
er of Public Ilulleiinss, and approved by the
Board of Public Improvements, and the said
Commissioner of Public Buildings shall su-

pervise nnd superintend the erection of said
Hospital buildings subject to the direction
and control of tho President of the Board
of Public Improvements.

Section i. The Commissioner of Public
Buildings, with the approval of the Presi-
dent of tho Board of Public Improvements,
may employ for the preparation of neces-
sary plans and drawings and for supervi-
sion of work, one principal draftsman at a
salary of one hundred and twenty-liv- e dol-

lars per month, one draftsman at a sal-
ary of ninety dollars per month, and one
superintendent at five dollars per day of
actual service. The wages of .such employes
shall be paid out of the fund appropriated
by this ordinance, and shall b charged as
part of the cost of the buildings.

Section 5 The cost of the above described
work shall be paid by the City of St. Louis
and the sum of two hundred and fifty-eig- ht

thousand dollars is hereby appropriated
from fund "Erection of Hospital Buildings
to pay the cost tnereof.
