OLD NEW YORK'S POPULATION.

Manhattan and Rronx Horoughs
Contain 2,050,000 Persons.

Washington, Aug. 15. The census ofllco
this morning nnnounced the population of
Greater New York (Manhattan and Bronx
boroughs) at 2.0.7) ,W0. The population of tho
borough of Mnnlmttan is l,SiO,l6, and that
of the Bronx 100,507.

There are, besides the borough.1 named,
three other boroughs in (""renter New York,
viz: Brooklyn, Queens and Richmond.

When the census of 1SW was taken the
city of Xew York comprised all of what !s
now the borough of Manhattan and all of
what Is now tho borough of Bronx, except
tho territory lying to the west of the East
River, annexed on January 1, 1S98. The
population of New York City in 1M was
1.515,301. On Juno 1, 1500, tho joint popula-
tion of the boroughs of Manhattan nnd
Bronx was 260.C00, representing an increase
from 1SP0 to 1900. including tho annexed ter-
ritory above referred to, of 535.2D0, or 33.33
per cent.

DIAMONDS IN GUIANA.

Gems Pronounced Superior to
Those of South Africa.

Washington. Aug. 1C Diamonds consid-
ered by London dealers superior to tlioso
from South Africa, and valued at from 23
to 50 per cent higher than those found in
that region, have been discovered at tho
diggings up tho MazarunI River and Brit-
ish Guiana, according to a letter to tho
State Department from United States Con-
sul Moulton to Demarara.

carpenter work. His daughter rang tho bell
for lunch, but he did not appear. She
thought that ho did not care to cut and
suspected nothing. Having to go to the
shed lato in the afternoon she found the
dead body of her father. It appeared that
the suicide was deliberate. A rope had been
tied through a knot hole in a rafter, and
Kriete had pulled himself up by his hands,
slltped a nooso around his neck and let go.
When found hi3 knees were bent, but his
feet wero lightly touching the ground.

Trsla's invention, it la claimed, solves the
insulation problem in a simple manner. He
Insulate.1 the wire by passing through it or
near it air kept at a low temperature, pro-
ducing a coat of ice cm tho wire which, the
inventor finds by repeated and extensive
experiments, cannot be broken through by
the strongest currents, and nt the same
time gives an insulation that costs practi-
cally nothing.

By means- - of this latest discovery the loss
of electricity or electrical energy in trans-
mission. It is claimed, can be rendered so
small as to be Insignificant, and that power
can be transmitted to great distances by
means of underground wires.
