This 1 si true in rela-
tion to the preachlnpr teivicc. tho Uiblo
school, and the jounj people's meelins.
Jjittlu wonder innnj mothers sii g: 'On,
where Is mj- - wandLiinB boj A
boj came homo one night witli a black
eye, and his mother called in the preacher
to wrc-ttl- with the Lord for him. and this
jouni; hopeful aid: '.Mlv.er I'rtjcher, jou'd
better wiest'e with the Lord for jour own
boj, for he has two black tjes.'

"And jet we bhould not hi- - discouraged,
for iverj boj is a piinec, nnd he cost too
much, and the possibilities are too great,
to givo him up in aepair. He's the biat
thing on earth out ot which to make a
nun.

21. 15ut is he worth all ho costs? The
answer of Christian faith is: 'He is a
lev. el to be formed and polished for tne
Kingdom eternal.'

WITH TRUE GODLINESS.

"A threefold Lust; a Single Remedy." wastho themo of tho Reverend Doctor WilliamM. Jones at Hydo Park
Church jesterdaj-- . His text was: "For allthat is in the world, the lust of tho fleshand tho lust of tho ejes, .mil the pride oflife, is not of tho father, but is of theworld." I John ii, 10.

Doctor Jones said in part:
"Lust Is depicted In our te.vt as a three-

fold stream whoso tendency is downward,
and whose origin is not from above. World
inlleunces are and well-nig- homnipotent, and the masses of men areswept along by tho onrushing current. It iseasier to drift with tho stream than tobwim against It, and herein lies the tempta-
tion tint meets, and often ove: comes, thosons of men. With all our natural tenden-
cies and inherited prejudices it is extremely
dillicult for us to be in tho world, and attho same time not of it. There arc popularmaxims afloat which swaj- - use however per-
nicious Uiej-- maj be as ethical principles,
and before wo are aware of it we are. faralieldjn a religious waj

'When In ltomo do as tho Romans do,'This is our common vindication of our waj--war-

acts. We not infrequentlj' neglect toconsider that often our 'Romans' do things
which arc neither edirjlng nor right.

docs if is a lame evcuse, but it isono which is frghtfullj- - common: and tomako matters worse, wo are In danger ofdeeming It not u weak -- backed apology buta stalwart Justification. This is by nomeans a now condition of things the af-
fliction is as old aa humanitj--. There is nofault In us, and so wc blame the other par-tj- -,

nnd if there Is no one to blame w e saddloit on our environment. In anj- - event, weare innocent, and if there is trouble it
emanates from somewhere else.

Adam ate the fruit and laid it to the wom-
an: Cain killed Abel and assumed an air ofinjured innocence; Aaron cast the gold into
the fire and there came out the calf!

abused man; ho has alwaj--9 beon maligned,
nnd he has ever been sensitive to what may
bo called tho world spirit.

"Wc have, bo far, described the unregener- -
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ate Individual. There Is nls--o a new man
who is bonr from above. He is in the v.oril,
but not of it, and has set his affections n
things which are above John contuses
theo distinct tjpes In the context, and
differentiates them on this piinciple. 'It
anv man lovo the world, the love ol tho
father Is not in mm' Here two seas meet,
and mm must chooso between tho carnal
and the spiritual.

"'By tl eir fruits jo shall know them.
This Is the natural and tho divine test in
the premiscH. und it holds good in the ma-
terial and spiritual realms. '1 his rule wo
must recognize, ns wo must al--- o lecognizo
free moral agency in man. He c.iiin t bo
coerced, but he may be moved by motives,
and vve must confess te strongest that is
the highest motives do not alwajs prevail.
What 1h Ls not alwajq what ought to be.
and the controlling prlnclp'o with man often
K not self-deni- but and
the glamour of the tr.untorj not unseldom
blinds him to the glory of tho eternal.

"The human heart is cipablc of two affec-
tions, a higher and a lower, henco John en-
joins us as follows. "Love not tho wot Id
neither the things that arc In the world.'
The world lover is not a lover of God tills
Is tho eore of John's contention H" Insists
that tho lower shill not supplant the higher
in the heart ot man. Larthly things are
neither precious nor permanent, but the
heavenlv thiims abide foievet. We must,
therefore, discern between the ephcmcr.il
and tho perennial, and not permit tlmo to
outweigh cteruitj

There is a conflict for supremacy
the forces of light and thosj of dark-

ness. There can be no compromise, for we
cannot serve God and mammon. God de-
mands tho whole he.ut, ai.d will aecept no
secondatj- - pi ice. Love of the world lmpllps
that God is not to te on tho throne, and
there can be no feeling of sonship, wherebj-w- o

things are not to absorb our minds and
make us heedless regarding tho things of
the Spirit.

They
are, however, to be held In check, and not
to hold svv.aj over us There is a legitimate
appetite to be gratified, but overindulgence
leads to gluttonj-- . Gluttonv is lntempei-anc- e,

intemperance Is sin. and is enmitv
against God. Thus, the lust of the llfsh
must be repressed in all its forms that wo
maj- - not be separated from the fellowship
of the Father In heaven.

'Thero nre manv forms of evil, but thev
all emanate" from the same source, and cul-
minate in the sanio desstlny. But there is
onlj one antidote for sin. and that Is tlu
atonement of Jesus Christ. Bj- - him shall
the Prince of this world bo cast out," and
bv him shall tho wounds of sin bo whollj-heale-

Albrocht RItsclil of Gottingcn. in
the height of his ciltical splendor, ed

Paul Gerhardt's favorite passion
hvmn, 'O Lamb of God One Wounded." as
being too phvsical In conception; but when
the great Rltschl came to die he leaned
for support on this verj- - hjmn. 'Ho was
wounded for our trangrcsslons, ho win
bruised for our Iniqultias; tho chastisement
of our peace was upon him. and with his
stripes we are healed' This is n graphic
picture of the Lamb of God, which takoth
awaj-- the pin of the world."

MANLINESS OF CHRIST

EXAMPLE FOR ALL MEN.

The Reverend Trnnk Lonsdale of Raton,'
N. SI , preached In Comptsn Heights Con-
gregational Church jesterdaj-- morning. His
Fcrmon wns based on the text: "What think
jo of Christ?" He said, in substance:

"When we think of Jesus tho Christ, we
think of him mostly as the ono who was
ctucified. We seldom think of him as a
man a man of like pissions with ourselves.
In this character, and this onlj--, lies the
source from which, as men, we can draw
strength. To realize fully that Jesus tho
Christ was tempted in all points as we nie
and overcame ench temptation In his man-
liness Is certainly a source o power from
which we can draw in tho hour ot our need.
Wo would not lessen his dlvlnitj-- , but his
being divine does not help us in our oxtrem-it- j-

only as we grasp tho fact that through
this he is nbl to givo strength and grace to
tho manliness of the man w ho seeks from
time to time to emulate the charJcter of
the Inan of Nazareth.

"Tha question has been often asked:
'What would Jesus do under such and such
circumstances?" The question would be bet-
ter nut: 'What would Jisus have mo do?'

"We are all too much Influenced bj- - our
environments. Jesus Christ was not. Xo
environments influenced his life. A pri-
nciplea divine principle was daily worked
out by him The working out ot this prin-
ciple brought him sorrow, suffering und
death, but, nevertheless, it was carried
out.

"'Character is perfected through suffering
Christ's manly character was ptifeeted
through suffering. So each one who pro-
fesses to follow the Christ will find the ne-
cessity laid upon him. The manliness ot
Christ is often dlrcctlv- - opposite to tho
of what we call manliness. So many of us
think it covvardlj to take nn insult. But
Christ took manj. bore them intientlj-- sin 1

thus lifted manliness to a higher stindard.
Tho world still believes in an cj--e for an
eve and a tooth for a tooth, but Chnt said
this should not be. The church, the .rv
bodv of Christ, is itself to-d- in direct op-
position to itself.

"The first Adam failed, but the recond
Adam, Christ, took the manliness which
God had given him and boro it aloft into
the region ot godllkness, nnd thus made it
possible for men to live lives of parity r.d
stand fast under the direct temptation.
There is no source of power like that .7h!cn
comes from keeping a steadfast lmld on
Christ. The world for the disposi-
tion of Christ to be seen everj where. Wo
cannot shut our ejes to the fact that it is
not seen an where. Then jou saj 'Christi-anity is a failure.' No, indeed. Human na-
ture is a failure. Christ has shown that it
is possible for man to live as Gd vou'd
have him live, but we saj--, I won't l.vc
that waj' "

"The first lesson to b learned from tho
locust is that of obedience to authorltj.
The locust" ho forth by bands, nil of them
and keep their ranks.

oi kicker among them I don't
know where their seat of authority is lo-

cated, but It is not In a king, for they had
none. It mav have been Implanted in th1
