miles, To refute this the Rallway Age says:

The Officlal Gulde ts entitled to uniimited
eonfidence in the Informution which it pives
about individual reads, but Its table of com-
pany mileage does not underinke, excopt In
a few Instances, to show the entire mileagae
contfolled fn systems. As the Gazette says,
it cradits the New York Central, including
West Shore, with 2094 miles. But it so hap-
pens that the officlal advertisement of that
compnny’s time tables In the body of the
Gulie is prefaced, after the list of officers,
with the following table:

BY TRACK APPARATUS.

Interesting Results From Mennure-
ments on the New York Central.
Chlef Track Inspector Dudley of the New
York Central has made his report for 1899,
and it shows the highest standard of track
ever attalned by the road. The work was
done by a track measuring apparatus in-
venied by Mr. Dudley, and for each diviston
Is Ziven o set of diagrams showing the
allignment, gauge, surface, age of 1ail pnd
protile. According to Mr. Dudiey, the un-
dulations of the track have been reduced
to a= Jow a lmit as each section and the
conditions of the rails admit. The six-inch
100-pound ralls show a stability of two to
one ps compared with the elghiv-pound sec-
tion. The stiffnesa of the 1M-nound sec-
tions is 30 per cent greater than that of the
elghty-pound sections, but ihe surfree of |
the five and & hali-inch eighty-pound rail
1= declared 1o be unexcellog by rudls [rom
five to ten pounds heavier. Mr, Dudioy de-
clares that the gauge of the irack is praa-
teally perfect. Attention js called to the
fuct that with high-grade steel used in the
modern rall It _has bren possibla to hald
tha condition of the track on ralls four to
nine yen's old practically the same as whan
new. Taking into  consideration the in-
croased weight of frelght tralns and the
heavier londs en this s a pew ax-
perience In construetion and malhtenance
of permanent way. The abllity to draw
cighty loaded 60,000-pound ears tn one train
atidd by one locomotive ehows what has hreg
#ccompliished in the way of train resistunce
by fmproving the track, motive power and

rolling stock.
