ingly lmpossible task, but they will be ready
for business a full wesk ahead of time.

The new grand stand at Kinloch Park is
ust a city block in length, the track haos
ean fitted up with all the modern fm-
provements of n first-class course, including
it splendid paddeck and a hundred roomy
slables,

While the managers of the new venture
have been at work on the race course and
fts entlre equlpment, the Wahtash Railwoy
and the Suburban electrie managers have
aiso taken hold of the importznt end of
transportation.  Both roads have put in
new switeches on the grounds, long plit-
forms, and have made all arrangements Lo
accommodite the blg crowd that s expected
out on the opening day. The Suburban
managers say that they will run cars direct
from Sixth and Locust sireets to the new
race course without change, and that -
cent fare will be maintained {Il:'uugllull( the
racing scason. The Wabash Raflroad mana-
Bers have arranged to run  traing  from
Union Btation and from the foot of Olive
street. Tho trains from foot of Olive street
wlll step at North Market street, St Louls
avenue, Bremen awenue, Grand avenue,
Baden and all other points en route to tha
track. The trains leaving the Union Station
will stop at Ewing avenue, Vandeventer
avenue, Forsythe Junction, Ferguson and
all points along that line.
