Ferdinand W. Froelich, Teacher of
Gymnastics, Fatally Injured on

Father's Farm in Ohio.

KNOWN THROUGHOUT STATES.

Led 2sortU St Louis Verein's
Classes to Victory at Philadel-

phia Fest Funeral Plans
Not Complete.

Xews came to this city last night that
Ferdinand W. Froelich. gymnastic in-

structor of the North St. Louis Turnvereln,
at Twentieth and Salisbury streets, died at
5 o'clock yesterday afternoon at his father's
home, in Dayton. O.

It Is said that ho was pruning a fruit tree
last Friday, when he slipped and fell soma
twenty feet He struck the ground on hi3
sido and sustained internal injuries. lie
was conveyed to his father's home, where
he died yesteday.

Mr. Froellch's death will bo a blow to
his many friends in North St. Louis. His
efforts brought tho North St. Louis Turn-
vereln the high honors which It won at the
International Turnfest at Philadelphia. It
will be remembered that thi3 Turnvereln
had the smallest number of athletes from
which to form Us team of any in the city,
yet It took tho first prize In the contests.
Though Mr. Froelich had stcod high in
the estimation of North St. Louis before,
this triumph raised him higher than ever,
and he received many an ovation from his
enthusiastic pupils and admirers when the
victorious athletes returned to this city.

Mr. Froelich and his family departed from
their home at No. 140j Fair avenue a short
time since to pass a vacation with Mr.
Fioelich's parents at Dayton.

Mr. Froelich has been connected with the
Nonh St. Louis Turnvereln for ten years.
In this tlmo he has made many close
tritndh and was especially popular with the
children.

Previous to this year's success, the team
of which he was the leader took the llrst
prize at tho district turnfest at Lllt.c Rock
in 1KB.

It had not been determined yesterday
whether the body would be sent to ;his
city for burial, or whether rhe burial serv-
ices will be held at Dayton.

NOVEL SUIT AT MACON.

Boy "Used Telephone Wire for a
Swing and Now He Must Pa-- .

Macon, Mo., Aug. 24. One of the oddest

cases that was ever before a Macon County
Justice had a hearing in Squire W. B. Dal-son- 's

court yesterday morning. Johnnie
Caswell, aged 10, a farmer boy, living near
Bucklin, Linn County, was arrested and
brought over yesterday, charged with cut-
ting 100 feet oft the Macon County telephone
line, near New Cambria, and making a
swing for the girls out of It.

Tho telephone managers hesitated about
getting out a warrant for fear of inability
to make a case, and It was with some re-

luctance that Caswell's arrest was ordered.
It was supposed, of course, that he would
deny the charge, but he didn't. His state-
ment was refreshing In Its condor. He said
he was out in the woods with his mother,
two siBters and a young lady friend about
the 1st of August. Th'e young ladies begged
him to make them a swing. Kc had no rope
and couldn't find any wild grape vines. He
hunted around some distnnoe from camp
nnd saw the telephone wire where It had
sagged down some. He supposed from that
that it was useless, so he got a butcher
knife, climbed the poles and hacked off
about enough to make a swing nnd delight
the young ladles. He had a horse and a
few pigs. If the court thought ho had done
wrong ho stood ready to meet all claims as
far as his worldly possessions would per-
mit.

The boy's mother said she had a cow she
would throw in to help out, but young Cas-
well told her that he would go to Jail be-
fore his old parents should sacrifice a cent
In his behalf.

The family was poor and the boy had
evidently committed the damage through
Ignorance, so. on the recommendation of
the telephone manager, Mr. Theodore Gary,
he was released until ho could earn the
money to pay the costs In the case, and
the prosecution was dropped. This is prob-
ably the first case on record where a swing
was constructed out of a telephano 11ns In
active dally operation.

Jury Gave Him Fourteen Years for
Killing Tom Summers.

McKinley's Policy of Government
by Commission Is an Ex-

pensive Luxury.

MR. VANDIVER GIVES FIGURES.

Missouri Congressman Quotes the
Cost of Some of the Numerous

Commissions and Items
Charged to Miscellany.

Washington, Aug. 24. Congressman W. D.
Vandiver of Missouri Issues the following,
showing, as far as possible, the expense to
the country of President McKinley's gov--
ernment by commission:

"These items are put In a lump and the
purpose of such expenditures is not named.
The books themselves show these expendi-
tures to be unusual and extraordinary, and
they are the only large expenditures which
are not Itemized.

"In these items ara contained the ex-
penses of thu various commissions, and it
seems impossible, to learn of what tnese
lump Bums consist. All of the expenses
given are estimated, except those of the
Peaco Commission and the second Philip-
pine Commission. Applying the rate of cost
known to exist us to tnese two commissions,
it wiU be seen that thu estimates of the
other commissions, while based only up-
on estimates, are probably too low, rather
than too high.

"Government by commission seems to be
an expensive luxury. But as tho Govern-
ment has gone into the commission business,
the people must foot the bills."

POINTS ABOUT MOSQUITOES. .

America Produces Thirty Oat of
Two Hundred and Fifty Brands.
Washington, Aug. 24. The Department ot

Agriculture is about to issue a bulletin pre-
pared by Entomologist L. O. Howard, oa
the mosquitoes of the United States. It
discusses their structure and biology and
Indicates the difference in all stages of ex-
istence between the kinds of mosquitoes
that transmit malaria and those that do not.
and also discusses the subject of remedies.

Among other things, the bulletin say
since the opening of the gold fields tn
Alaska and the great influx of miners and.
traders, knowledge of the abundance anl
ferocity of the Alaskan mosquitoes has be-
come widespread, and Government survey-
ing parties, in starting for Alaska for their
summer's work, are in the habit of con-
sulting the department for mosquito bite
remedies. Those who have been in Alaska
always say that they never experienced or
even imagined anything In the mosquito line
quite equal to those found in our norfSwm
territory.

Mentioning tho reputation of New Jersey
in connection with mosquitoes, the bulletin
says there is a constant carriage Inland
from the marshy coast ot very many mos-
quitoes, the railway trains seeming to b'the most important mode of conveyance.
Many of the cars contain mosquitoes by ths
hundreds. Irt this way even mountain re-
sorts will get their supply of lowland mos-
quitoes, and with the improvement ot rail-
way service and the Increase in the number
of through cars, the danger is constantly in-
creasing. The source of supply to distant
points, where mosquitoes are ordinarily
rare, is thus kept up.

About 250 species of mosquitoes are known,
of which only about thirty have been fbun4
in the United States. The report says that
of the remedies in use in houses the burnlnr
of pyrethrum powder and the catching or
mosquitoes on the walls in kerosene cups
are probably the best, next to a thorough
screening and mosquito bars about the bed.
The remedies for bites mentioned are giya- -.

erln, a lump of Indigo and household am-
monia.
