I MONUMENT IN HONOR

OF HEROES OF SAMOA.

Unveiling Ceremonies Described by
Commander' of Naval Sta-

tion at Tutuila.

SPLENDID STONE WAS RAISED.

Inscription Ilt-fer- s to Anierusin and
English Soldiers Killed in the

Shore Engagement in
July, ISM.

Washington. Aug. 31. The Navy Depart-
ment has received ar Interesting letliT
from Commander It. F. Tllley, command-
ing the Unifd States naal station at Tu-

tuila, describing the promlng conditions In
tho American section of the Samoan
Islands and recounting the lmpres'Ue
ceremonies attending the unveiling of a
monument to the American and English
dead v.ho fell in the shore engagement
there in July. 1S. Of the condition". Com-

mander Tilley sajs:
"I am gl.ul to report that everything con-

nected with the new Government K pro-

gressing in a most satisfactory manner
in all the Island. The natives show much
Interest in the new mithods of government,
nnd they are striUng to Iarn and to com-

ply with my wishes. The general condition
of the people could not be more satisfac-
tory. They are quiet everywhere, and are
Improving thi-l- r roads, cleaning up their
villages and their hurrour.dlncs and plant-
ing their gardens and plantations. Pros-
perity for the islands seems fully assurod

"The enrollment of a foref of Samoans
for sen Ice in the islands has done away
with the necessity of having an armed
force of our own n thore and will win
the natives to lojalty and allegiance to tho
Government of the United States.

"During the past month I hate visited
all parts of the Islands and have found
ecrythlng In a verj gilisfjctcry state."

Regarding the mon unent' In question.
Commander Tilley say the un riling took
place at Mullnuu in Apln. on July 29.

The offlcers and men of the Philadelphia
contributed liberally for the expense of
purchasing the memorial stone, and officers
and men of several British ships HkrwL--e

contributed. The stone, which Is large and
imposing, weighing twenty-tw- o tons, was
obtained at Sidney. It was brought to Apia
by her Majesty's ship Iyiades, commander
Tupper. and put in place by the officers
and men of that ship. The monument is
situated in a lot not far from the ocean,
commanding a beautiful view.

The land has been given In fee to the
British and United States Governments. A
handsome Iron fence, with stone founda-
tion, surrounds the plot. It is a part of the
conditions of the deed that the German
Government shall cause the prospect to b
kept open to the sea. No building of any
kind shall be erected between the lot and
the ocean. The land Is given in lieu of
ground where the bodies of the men were
originally interred.

Commander Tilley has sanctioned the dis-

interment of the bodies of our men, and
similar action was taken by Commander
Tupper. The lot is situated not far from
the dwelling-hous- e of the Governor. Com-

manders Tilley and Tupper had requested
Governor Solf. representing the German
Government, to unveil the monument.

The Governor made a short address, then
drew aside the American and EngMkh flag?,
disclosing the memorial stone to !ew. The
Governor and others had brousht numer-
ous wreaths of flowers and placed them on
the monument. Among tnese wreaths was
one from Matifna, with a short note.

Commander Tllley says:
T reel confident that it will be gratify-

ing to the department and to all the friends
of the officers and men to whom this me-
morial is erected to know that everything
possible has been done to show respect to
their memory. The ceremony was attend-
ed by all the German officers In uniform and
by nearly every resident of Apia. In his
address before the unveiling. Governor Solf
gave assurances for his Government that
the memorial would be guarded and cared
for perpetually. The names of Lansdale
and Monoghan head the list of the Ameri-
can dead: those of Freeman and Long of
the Briti-- h. The simple inscription. "Killed
In Action April. 1839." tells the story of
their patriotic devotion to duty.

JAPS PROTECTED WOMEN.

Court Ladies Fed, Guarded Against
Insult From Soldiers.

Washington, Aug. 31. The- following tele-

gram from the Japanese Foreign Office was
received to-d- at the Japanese Legation:

"On the 23th seventy Chinese surrendered.
Of these five each were detained by the
Japanese and British forces for the pur-
pose of ascertaining the state of affairs
among the Chinese, the rest being set at
liberty.

"On the 27th, 260 more surrendered, most
of whom were guard. and court officials.
One of them, a military officer, after being
brought to the Japanese headquarters,
where he was kindly treated, was sent to
the palace to make the necessary prepara-
tions for the parade of the tilled forces
through the palace, to be held on the 33th,
In commemoration of their successful entry
into the city.

"As a large number of court ladles were
found in the palace, every precaution was
taken to protect them from Insult, and as-
surances were given them of the readiness
of the Japanese forces to supply them at
any moment with food and other neces-
saries."

MERCHANTS FEAR A WAR.

Tort Arthur House Cables That
Russia and Japan Will Clash.

REPUBLIC srnciAL.
Portland, Ore., Aug. 3L The prospects for

a clash between Russia and Japan In the
near future are causing pome uneasiness in
this port among merchants interested In the
Oriental and Siberian trade.

A representative of one of the largest
operators in that field cabled to a Portland
house four days ago from. Port Arthur that
war was Imminent between Japan and Rus-

sia. As this would hae interfered with
some business In view, the Portland hou.se
cabled back that the war rumor was dis-

credited here.
To-da- y a second cable was received from

Port Arthur, .as follows: "Cable of 27th
confirmed: war is now 'certain." As the
sender Is In very close touch with offlctals
high in the Russian service, much credence
is given the report in this city.

NO LOOTING BY AMERICANS.

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PRESIDENT'S CABINET IS

SPLIT BY NOTE TO RUSSIA.

Secretory Root Has Become Mr. McKinley-'-s Chief Adviser and
Overruled Mr. Hay's Suggestion to Treat With

Great Britain Alone.

Washington. Aug. 31. I'res'dent McKln-ley- 's

Cabinet is badly split on the policy of
the United Slates Government in the Chi-

nese troubles, and the Indications are that
the unpleasantness thereby engendered
will not be obliterated during this admln-It-tratio- n.

Along with this statement, the
Information was secured from a high
houicc ht that, should Mr. McKInley
be not a single member of tho
Cabinet unless It be Secretary' of .Agr-
iculture "W llson will retain his place In

that body.
The first claMi wa btreti Secretary of

State Hay and Secretary of War Root.
I'ct more- than a month Mr. Hay has been
away from his desk here at Washington,
and is said to be quite ill at Like Suma-pt- e,

N. II. In spite of his condition, how-

ever, he has been at the tele-

phone when a meeting nf the Cabinet was
In estIon, and has thus taken part In all
the deliberations between the Prtsidont and
his conildentl.il advWers.

Nevertheless his absence from the scene
advanced Secietary Root to a place of con-

siderably more Importance than he could
hate commanded simply as the holJer of
the war portfolio, however gnat that dis-

tinction. Mr. Root is admittedly one of the
greatest lawyers in the countrj't and to
him. In the absence or the premier, the
President looks for guidance In the com-

plexities of the Chinese situation. The act-
ing Secretary of State. Mr. Adee, was
forced to assume a minor role under this
condition of affairs. He simply carries oat
the instructions arrived at by the Presi-

dent and Secretary Root.
As das passed on Mr. Root grew wonder-

fully in favor with Mr. McKInley. and his
word became more potent than that of
Secretary Hay. In a number of Instances
the New York lawyer's advice was taken
aya'nsl the counsel of the Ohio lawyer,

and it Is fair to suppose that Mr. Hay be

roys, to whom we have extended encour-
agement through our Consuls and naval
officers.

--This present good relation should be pro-

moted for the pe. .e of China.
"While wo agree that the Immediate ob-

ject for which the military forces of the
Powers have been viz. the
relief of the Ministers at Pekln, has been
accomplished, there still remains tho other
purposes, which all the powers have in com-

mon, which are referred to in the com-

munication of the Russian Charge, and
which were specifically enumerated In our
note to the Poners of July 3.

"These are: To afford all possible pro-

tection everywhere In China to foreign life
and property; to guard and protect all legit-

imate foreign interests; to aid in preventing
the spread of the disorders to other Prov-

ince: of the Empire, and a recurrence of
such disorders; and to sef k a solution which
may bring about permanent safety and
peace to China, preseoe Chinese territorial
and administrative cnUty, rrotect all rights
guaranteed by treaty and international law
to friendly Powers, nnd safeguard for tho
world the principle of equal and Impartial
trade with all parts of the Chinese Empire.

Concerted Action eessry.
"In our opinion these purposes could best

be attained by the Joint occupation of
Pekln under a definite understanding be-

tween the Powers until the Chinese Govern-

ment shall have been and
shall be In a position to enter Into new
treaties with adequate provisions for repara-

tion and guarantee of future protection.
With the establishment and recognition of
such authority, the United States would
wlah to withdraw Its military forces from
Pekln and remit to the processes of peace-

ful negotiation our Just demands.
"We consider, however, that a continued

occupation of Pekln would be Ineffective to
produce the desired results, unless all the
Powers unite therein with entire harmony
of purpose. Any Power which determines
to withdraw Its troops from Pekln will nec-

essarily proceed thereafter to protect its
Interests in China by Its own method, and
we think that this would make a general
withdrawal expedient. As to the time and
manner of withdrawal, we think that. In

view of the imperfect knowledge of the
military situation resulting from the Inter-

ruptions or telegraphic communication, the
several military commanders at Pekln
should be Instructed to confer and agree
together upon the withdrawal as. a concert-

ed movement, as they agreed upon the ad-

vance.
"The result of these considerations is

that, unless there Is such a general expres-

sion by tho Powers in favor of continued
occupation as to modify the views ex-

pressed by the Government of Russia, and
lead to a general agreement for continued
occupation, we shall give instructions to tho
commander of tha American forces in Ch-

ina to withdraw our troops from Pekln aft-- i

er due conference with the other com-

manders as to the time and manner of wltn- -

drawal.
"The Government of the United States Is

much gratified by the assurance Blven by
Russia that the occupation of New-Chwa-

is for military purposes Incidental to mil-
itary steps for the security of Russian bor-

der Provinces menaced by tho Chinese, and
that hi soon as order shall be

Russia will retire her troops from
thoe places if the action of tho other Pow-

ers be not an obstacle thereto.
"No obstacle In this regard can arise

throuEh any action of the United States,
whose policy is fixed and has been repeat-
edly proclaimed.

One Important effect of the announced de-

termination of Russia will be to strengthen
Muscovite influence in China. It Is a fact
that at lcat one Power objected to treat-
ing with Li Hung Chang because it be-

lieved him to be under Russian influence,
and the representative of this Power here
said y that he would not be surprised
had Russia been In communication with the
Chinese Viceroy before it made Its proposal
to the Powers. Russia will more than ever
be regarded in Chini as the best friend of
the Imperial Government She kept Japan
out of China after the war between the
Tokio and Pekin Governments, and then, as
a rew'ard. secured coacesslons In territory,
the cession of which was demanded by
Japan. She will, according to a diplomat
who discussed the situation y, ask" to
be again rewarded when the allies icave
Tekin.

But more than a prospective reward, it Is
undoubtedly a fact that Russia considers
Pekln within her ultimate sphere of influ-
ence. It will be necessaiy for her to retain
troors along tho line of her railroad from
Siberia to Port Arthur to protect it from
destruction, and this, will necessitate tho
maintenance or an armed force In China and
mean the Russianlzatlon of Manchuria.

According to an official dispatch received
hy Mr. Takahlra, the Japanese Minister to
the United States. Japan was represented
In the relief of Pekln by 7,730 men and fifty-thr- ee

guns; Great Britain by 2.32 men and
thirteen guns; Russia by 3.4S0 men and twen.

i o gun?, and France by too marines and
eighteen guns. Great Britain and Japan,
tnerefore, were overwhelmingly the superior
of the Russian-Franc- o forces. Since that
date, however, all the Powers have hurried

to Pekin, but the Russians
are still numerically greatly inferior. From
the military point of view In St Peters-
burg It U desirable that the Russians should
retire, and It Is altogether likely they wilt
do so. especially In view of the declared
purpose of the administration to ordf r Gen-
era! Chaffee to withdraw "unless there Is
such a general expression by the Powers In
favor of continued occupation as to modlfy
tho views expressed by the Government of
Rusla and lead to a general agreement for
continued occupation."

A Mlntake to Withdraw.
An early withdrawal from Pekln by the

United States. Great Britain. France. Japan
and Russia may be anticipated, but It is the
belief of the administration that a with-
drawal from I'ekln at this time would be
a mistake.

Secretary Adee's note in reply to tho
communication of the Russian Government
declares that it Is the opinion of this Gov-
ernment that the purposes set forth In
the note of July 3 can best be attained "by
the Joint occupation of Pekln under a def-
inite understanding between the Powers un-
til the Chinese Government shall have been

and shall be in a position
to enter Into new treaties with adequate
provisions for reparation and guarantees of
full protection."

"What this Government desires above all
else, however. Is harmony of action among
the Powers. The President does not pro-
pose to be drawn into any international
complications over China If it can possibly
be avoided. The withdrawal of any one
Power from Pekln would endanger such
complications, and the United States would
at once recall General Chaffee and confine
its efforts to the protection of Americans
and their interests until such time as the
Powers might be able to unite again upon
a common line of action.

Whatever might be the attitude of the
other Powers, Minister Conger and tho
American forces would withdraw as the only
means of avoiding serious International
complications if the other Powers with-
draw.

again filled with discussions of the Itusso-Americ- an

proposals, so far as may
be gathered from the opinions In the vari-
ous European capitals, are calculated to

the unity of the allies to an exceed-
ingly severe and dangerous test.

In Germany especially these proposals
are so diametrically opposed to Emperor
William's policy that they have produced
something like consternation. As the Dally
Xews editorially remarks:

"Count von TValdcrsee was assuredly not
sent to assist in restoring the Empress
Dowager."

It Is recognized on all sides that Ger-

many's decision Is the pivot of the matter.
Emperor Intended, by dispatching
Count von Waldersee, to have the master
hand In the settlement. Russia has
taken the wind out of that officer's sails
and Is now posing as the friend and pro-

tector of China.
The morning papers express the greatest

suspicion of tho Intentions of Russia. Tho
Times editorial ralrly represents the opin-

ion of all. saying:
"Tho advantages of Russia's policy are

not manifest: and if Is very doubtful
It will recommend Itself to Powers

like England and Germany, that have large
commercial Interests In the establishment
of a stable and progressive Government and
to the reactionary clique which has
impeded all progress and development In
China in recent years.

Allies Coanige Involved.
"Negotiation with Li Hung Chang would

bo a condonation of Government crimes and
tho throwing away of all the advantages
gained by the occupation of Pekin.

"Much mischief may already have been
done by the hesitation to enter the Forbid-

den City. To withdraw from Pekln would be
interpreted as proving not only that the al-

lies are cowards but that they are hope-

lessly divided. It may be that some of the
Powers will withdraw: but that does not
Imply that others are bound to leave Pekln
and to acquiesce in the restoration of a
Government guilty of a gross international
crime."

The Standard says:
"Diplomacy Bometlmes makes strange

bedfellows. It Is curious to find the mighty
autocrat of the Old World and the great
Republic of the New gently coaxing the oth-
er Powers along the paths of peace. Noth-
ing could be better than the spirit of these

Up to the present Germany has not an-
swered this note. Doubts are felt herd
whether Japan will withdraw her troops
from Pekin. In that case Russia also would
maintain her occupation of the city. This
would cause the collapse of th whole plan.

FEAIIS A50THKE OUTBREAK..
Cologne, Aug. 3L A semiofficial dlspatcA

to the Gazette from Berlin asserts that the
Russian proposal that the allied troops
evacuate Pekln is not acceptable to Ger-
many.

It is contended that the Chinese would
interpret such an evacuation as a confes-
sion by the allies of weakness and virtual
defeat, the effect of which would be to re-

unite the Chinese hordes and reopen the
camptJgn.

The Gazette hopes that Russia, will not
object to the other Powers remalnlnc in
Pekln should the Russians be withdrawn.
The paper points out that conditions In
Manchuria necessitate a concentration of
the Russian force. The Powers therefore
should arrive at an understandlnj- - which
would enable Russia to confine her opera-
tions to Manchuria, and leave to the other
Powers the continuance of operations la
China.
