In Alton, thirty-tw- o years ago. Hi par-
ents dld when he was 11 years old and
he and his half-broth- Duff Lambert, two
years younger than himself, had to shift
for themselves.

Gottlob'a mother, it Is said, left Beveral
thousand dollars to her sons, but when
they becamo of nge there was none of the
money remaining, as, according to the re-
port of the guardian, It had been spent for
tbe education and maintenance of the two
boys. Both boys started, when quite
young, to learn the glassblowing trade In
the works at Alton.

Gottlob was married several years ago,
and List October moved to East St. Louis,

The Welsbach Lighting Company ht

placed by gas lamps and posts similar to
those which were used ten years ago.' The
company yesterday notified Superintendent
of Lighting O'ltellly that It would begin to-

night with 2.S33 lamps, this being all it lias
been enabled to have in readiness.

The contract calls for 11,000 lamps, and. as
there are only 2,803 In position for lighting, a
large portion of the city will be In utter
darkness. The Welsbach Lighting Company
is not compelled to commence fulfilling Its
contract before January 1, as that date is
specified in the agreement, but, by arrange-
ment with the Board of Publio Improve-
ments. It consented to make strenuous en-

deavors to begin lighting the residence lo-

calities on September L in order not to have
darkness reign In an Immense territory for
an indefinite period.

Circumstances not anticipated contra-
vened and delayed the work. First, it was
Impossible to engage enough skilled labor-
ers; then, the Intense heat of summer
obliged the Interruption of work for whole
days, and, finally, the company found it im-
possible to purchase globes as rapidly as
expected, owing to labor difficulties In the
glass factories, which make the globes. Su-
perintendent of Lighting O'Reilly thinks
the company will have 200 additional lights
by next Tuesday, but about sir weeks will
elapse before the residence localities will be
lighted, although nsw llshts will be added
from night to night, as speedily as possible.

LONGEST "STAR" ROUTE.

The One to Cape Nome Is Lengthy
and Expensive.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington. Aug. 31. There has just been

established by the Post Office Department
the longest "star" route In the postal serv-

ice.
This route runs from Skagway, Alaska, to

Cape Nome, and Is nearly 2,V miles long.
During the summer mull can bo carried to
Cape Nome by steamers, but in the winter
It cannot be reached and he department
proposes to have a weekly mall service
throughout the winter. 'Jhe mail will be
carried on sledges down over the ice and
snow by dogs. The drivers will travel by
foot most of the way, and it Is expected
that a dog sled will make utuuit thirty miles
a day. That will mean sixty days for the
trip. In order to prevent delays the con-
tractors will build relay stations every thL-t- y

miles, where fresh dogs and provisions
can be secured. This will be probably the
most expensive mall service maintained by
the Government. A letter from any pnrt
of the United States to Cape Nome will be
carried for a stamp, although it

In reply to letters written Thursday by
Mayor Zlegenhein the Laclede Gas Light
Company promised to continue Its Incandes-
cent lisht service north of Washington ave-
nue, and the MIssourl-fidlso- n Electric Com-
pany said it would furnish light in Forest
Park until such time as the Welsbach
Lighting Company would be able to light
its lamps, October 1 being designated by
both companies as the probable date.

Mayor Zieenhein requested both com-
panies, owing to unforeseen delays in mak-
ing the lighting contracts, to maintain their
usual service for a longer time and rely on
the Municipal Assembly to appropriate suffi-
cient money for payment.

Vice President James Campbell, acting for
the Laclede Gas Light Company, offered to
relieve the Mayor's apprehension that dark-
ness would exist in many districts by agree-
ing to continue with the incandescent lamps.

"The causes which have led to this unfor-
tunate situation," Mr. Campbell wrote, "In
the lighting conditions 'of the city are well
understood by the public, and the danger of
allowing the territory referred to, which has
no arc lights', to be without lights In tbe
streets or alleys for the length of time
which must elapse before the Welsbach
Company Is required, under its contract, to
do the lighting s also fully appreciated."

Placing the Blame.
The fact that a great portion of the city

must be without light is not the fault of the
Board of Public Improvements, the City
Lighting Department or the Welsbach
Lighting Company, as the officials of the
three did all they possibly could to correct
tbe condition which Impended because no
arrangements had been made for furnishing
light.

At the expiration of the last temporary
contract the Municipal Assembly failed to
provide for a new contract to permit some
company to continue tho service. The atten-
tion of tho Assembly was then drawn to the
condition that must result, but no action
was taken, and the Board of Public Im-
provements did the best it could with the
Welsbach Company as a last resort.
