The track lies in the angle formed by the
Junction of the Wabash and the Suburban
tracks, two mites east of Bridgeton and
twelve miles west of St, Louis.

Going up the
back stretch tho horses ran heavily, which
would Indicate that It is up hill. Certainly
they tired a lot along there. The rain dlj
not saturate the track, for now and then
the flying hoofs kicked the dust up. So it
may bo said that the track was new in-
