SUICIDE WITH A TOY CANNON.

"As Doctors Cannot Help Me, 1

Will Operate on Myself'
REPUBLIC SPECIAL.

San Franclsco,Cat , Sept. 3. Christian Fred
Stick, a manufacturer of this city, com-

mitted suicide yesterday morning by shoot-ln- e

himself through the heart v.lth a toy
cannon that his children had for celebration
purposes. Stack was married and left a
widow and five small children, the oldest
being 13 years of age.

He hud pone deliberately about his pur-
pose, leaving a letter directed tu each of the
morning pjpers. In which he statvd that
he had met with air accident seventeen
years ago. when he fell ofi a building, n?

injuries about the head from which
lie lwd never recovered. He bid Intel four
operations iierformed, but none of them, had
relieved him from suffering, as he continu-
ally had pains atxmt the head. He had been
treatKl by twelve different dlctors, and in
his letter he said: "As these gentlemen
could do nothing to stop the pain, and as
I was nearly crazy and could not stand the
pain any longer, I shall perform an opera-
tion on myself."

This he did with the utmost accuracy.
For the pupose he used a small cannon, the
barrel being not more than four Inches In
length, and was fastened to a block of wood,
other blocks being fastened under it In such
a way as to form a pyramid, upon which
the weapon stood. He then took a couple
of small boxes, and. placing these upon his
knees, he sat up In his bed, and by a littlearrangement got Ihe toy so that it would
point directly at the region of his heart. He
had also very carefully cut out a large piece
of tin In such a wviy as to lit closely over
the cannon and between the line of vision

nd where the powder was to be ignited,
evidently to keep the flash from causing
him to move and thus spoil the aim of the
piece. A short bit of fuse being connected
with the powder, the other end was brought
up in such u way as to be Ignited from thetop of the tin. By this arrangement he
did not have to watch the fuse burn down,
and the toj. when It was exploded, sent a
shut straight through his heart, as theautopsy showed.

PECULIAR SUIT BY RUSSIAN.

Claims to Have I'een Injured With
n Dish.

Circuit Court yesterday against the Inter-
national Navlsatlon Company to recover
damages for personal Injuries alleged to
have been caused by an employe upon the
steamship Rhynland striking him on the
head with a dish. .

In the statement filed It Is related that
the plaintiff Is a minor and a subject of the
Czar of Russia and a resident of Philadel-
phia; that he was a passenger on the de-

fendant's steamship Rhynland, which sailed
from Liverpool the latter part of February
last nnd reached Philadelphia In March.
Also that "about three to five days before
the vessel at the termination of the voyage
reached this city one of tho defendant's
servants, whose duty it was to supply tho
piaintiit witn looa. spoons. Knives ana
fork, and to preserve order among tho
pnssenters. furnished the plaintiff with a
dirty spoon, which plaintiff attempted to
clean, whereupon defendant's said servant,
without provocaUon, struck plaintiff over
tho head with a dish. Injuring plaintiff in
his head, brain, nerves and divers other
rarts of the body."

VACCINATION CALLED ASSAULT.

Without Consent of Parents?

The
boy screamed so loudly that his mother
heard him and came running In with a baby
In her arms. She remonstrated with the
physician, but he simply relied un his orders
and flnlbhed with the ooy. Then he saw that
the baby had not been vaccinated, and, de-
spite the mother's protests and her prefer-
ence to have the child vaccinated by the
family phMclan, he vaccinated the child.

Mrs. Hraley was angry, and so was her
husband when he found what had been
elone. They hastened down to the court and
applied for a warrant.

The. Tassing of a Onetime Quaker
City Characteristic.

Philadelphia, Sept. 3. Cobblestone pave-

ments were onco characteristic of the Quak-
er City, and the funny men of envious mct-ropl- es

were wont to exercise their gifts
upon them and the alleged grass that grew
between. But Philadelphia will soon lose
this crilm to attention. At the close of the
year there will be left on her 1,070 miles
of streets but seventy miles of cobblestones
and rubble paving, and before the century
closes probably not one cobblestone will be
left to tell the tale of former days.

In the lll.2W.000 loan bill there was set
aside 2,O0o,WQ for repaying. This sum has
been spent by the Highway Department
during 1S33 and 1900, and it Is now carry-
ing on work with the additional 600,000 pro-
vided by Councils in the annual appropria-
tion. This latter sum will be exhausted
at tha close of the ear and the city will
then make the showing recorded above.

Chief Brooks stated yesterday that the
Highway Bureau had not decided how
much lepavlng money It would ask for 1801.
but In the preliminary report, sent to City
Comptroller Walton recently. $750,000, is the
amount specified. To Ket rid o tha cobble,
stones will require more than twice this
sum. and ai several members of councils

have Joined Interests to abolish the cobble-
stone pavement, the close of the century
may seal Its doom.

MERRIAM HAS A "FAINT ROOM."

Exhausted Census Office Young
Women Cared For.

Washington, Sept. 3. One of the odd in-

stitutions ot the Census Ofnce is what the
joung women employed In the big building
call the "faint room." This U a room set
rpart by Director Merriam, In charge of a
force of tralneil nurses, where wonx-- n who
faint or who are overcome by the heat at
their work durlr.g the torrid summer days
an-- carried and cared for.

Not In the memory of the oldest Inhab-
itant has Washington passed through such
a summer as this has been. In all the other
Government offices the men In charge have
allowed the clerks to take things easy.
Leaves of absence have been granted, and
the work in some canes ha been allowed to
fall behind. In the Census O.'lUw this is Im-
possible. The total population of the coun-
try must he tabulated by States and minor
civil divisions before Congress meets In De-
cember, and to do this the entire force must
work under high pressure all through the
summer.

Hverythlng possible Is done for the com-
fort of the clerks. In the big rooms, where
more than 2.CC0 young women and several
hundred men are at work, scorrs of electric
far.3 keep the air in circulation, hut still
the rooms ar.- - far from comfortable, and
many of the women and some of the men
have been overcome by the heat and hard
work.

Director Merriam met this condition by
getting apart the "faint room" and by em-
ploying a force of trained nurses to be in
part ot the day. As a rule the nurses have
nothing to do In the morning, but In the
afternoon they have their hands full, and
by the time tho day's work Is done they
generally have the row of cots In the "faint
room" completely filled with exhausted
young women.

MOTHER COULD NOT SAVE HER.

Texas Girl Burned to Death and
Two Others Injured.

verman, aged 16. Is dead from burns result-
ing from a kerosene oil explosion, her moth-
er was so badly burned that she lost both
hands through amputation, and Fritz Sil-
verman, the brother of the dead
girl, is suffering from severe burns on bis
hands.

Miss Guwle Silverman kindled a fire by
pouring kerosene oil Into the stove from a
five-gall- can. There was very little oil in
the can. but the explosion that followed
tore the bottom out of it and covered Miss
Silverman with burning oil.

She ran into the yard and her mother and
brother tried to tear her burning clothing
from her. Mrs. Silverman's recovery Is
doubtful.
