It was ladles' day at Klnloch yesterday

McCann's bad ride on Seething la tho
third race was the ralson d'etre of his sus-
pension. Singularly enough, a bad ride on
this same filly Seething did McGinn no
good. Certainly McCann's ride on the mare
was no good. After the race Judge Burke
called him up and set him down.

Judge Murphy, who is a Just and most
lenient judge, indeed, was obliged to bench
him for offenses against true form and
righteous racing on Lawrence Kavanaugh's
good horse, Apple Jack.

Later Mr. Murphy reinstated MeCann and
gave him permission to ride again. He also
secured a similar favor from Judge Burke
at Klnloch. But the lad was never al-
lowed to ride unsuspected, and he was
landed yesterday.

A
frail, delicate boy canhot stand as vigor-
ous v.ork at tirst as a big, lusty chap; and
yet the little chap has Just as much chance
as tho big one. lr he only goes about things
in the proper manner.

"Good health is the first essential of an
athlete. If one Is not healthy, then he
must go about to build himself up la this
direction before starting on any course of
phyMcal exercise. This can be done only
by laying dowi certain rules and following
them strictly. These rules ore very simple.
They are:

Utiles at Health.
"Don't drink.
"Don't smoke.
"Doi.'t chew.
"(Jet all the sleep you can.
"Get Il the pure, fresh air you can.
"Eat plain, wholesome food and lots of it.

Let tho other fellow cat the rich food.
"Stick to these rules and gradually but

surely you ill rind yourself getting
stronger and stronger. Finally the day will
come whtn you will never know a sick
inomei.t. Then is the time to commence
jour exercising.

"At this wage another duty presents it-
self. You must find out your weakestphysical points. These must bo built up soas to correspond with the rest of your body.
If your buck la weak It must be strength-
ened; If your nrm, your legs or ycur chestare weak, you must pay particular attentionto these parts until you feel that they ura
as strong as the rest of your body.

"After this has been accomplished, you

aro fairly upon the road to the making- - ofa "perfect physical man.' Now comes thedally routino of regular training, and don'tforget that this routine must never be over-
done. It Is Just aR harmful to overtrain In
fact, more harmful than it 1 not to trainat all. You can find out Just how much ex-
ercise your system can stand. Then regu-
late your work accordingly.

"Gradually, not all at once, must you
work your system up to the point whore It
Is capable of standing the strain whichyou nant to place upon It.

"Some boys and young men have an idea
that an athlete must be tough. This Is allwrong, and It has been proven tlmo andagain that the athlete, be he runner, wrest-
ler, boxer, or anything- else, can best fit
himself for manly sports If be leads a
clean, wholesome, good life.

"And this can best bo found amid homesurroundings."
