FIRE AT THE FOUR COURTS.

Flames Confined to the Top Floor
Damage Small.

Tire broke out on the top floor of the
east wing of tho Four Courts building nt
.Eleventh street and Clark avenue shortly
before 11 o'clock jesterday morning, and
for a tew minutes cuts-t- considerable ex-
citement ameng the oIliciaN In the building
In leas than half an hour, however, the
nreinen had e.tlnguUhed tho names, with
small Are damage. Tho real Ios was oc-
casioned by the water. The police report
estimates the damage at $t,C"0.

Tho Are started in the attic above the
third story. Immediately over the Grand
Jury rooms anil the ollico of Assistant Cir-
cuit Attorney Ilodgdon. In a few minutes
that end ot the third-floo- r corridor wa:
tilled with smoke. Taylor Johnson, son of
Assistant Prosecuting Attorney Johnson,
turned In un alarm, and in a short time
th5 flames were under control, though their
location made them hard to tight. It Is
supposed that tho tire was caused by tho
crossing of two electric wires. Worltmen
were tmplojed on top of that end of the
building, repairing tho tin roof, when the
fire broke obt.

A volume of water was poured on the
flames, and It nearly flooded the GrandJury rooms and tho Jury sleeping rooms,
leaking through the floor into Circuit Court
room No. 8. In several places the corru-
gated ceiling of the couttroom gave way
under the pressure of the water.

The prisoners in the jail on the ground
floor had little knowledge that tha building
was on lire and consequently there was no
excitement among them. Judge Clark of
me court or criminal correction adjourned
his court unUl y, continuing all the
cases.

THIEF OVER THE CHIEF.

Forces Money Drawer on Second
Floor of Four Courts.

A thief entered the office of Al J. Wag-enma- n,

clerk of the Court of Criminal Cor-
rection, and forced the money drawer some
tlmo between Saturday noon and Monday
morning. All the valuables, with the ex-
ception of ' cents In ruotiev nnd m rrnH
in postage, had transferred to the
saie, as is tne custom ever- - Saturday, so
thit the loss was trivial.

Wageiiman's otiice is Immediately over the
private ofllce ot Chief of Police Campbell,
in the west wing of tho Pour Courts. It issupposed that the thief climbed out ona ledge from the Court of Criminal Cor
rection and entered Wagenman's efilce
through an Insecure window. The money
drawer was rrled open with a large fork,
which was found on a. table In a backroom.

But ut
this place the lamp chimney burst and a
piece of the hot glass fell on her hand.

The pain caused her to lower the lamp as
quickly as possible to place It on the floor.
In her hasto she allowed tho uncovered
flame of the lamp to como too close to a
lace curtain, and the gauzy cloth was soon
a network of lire. Mrs. Barnrldg.- - tried to
seize tho eurtain and tear It down, but In
so doing her night dress also became Ig-

She seized her hus-
band's pistol, rushed to a front window
and fired.

The shots awakened everybody In tha
vicinity, and In a few minutes a score of
men formed Into u bucket brigade. At first
it seemed as if their work would go for
nothing, but perseverance told and tha j
flames were extinguished.

Mrs. Barnridge was painfully burned
about her arms and chest, but not danger-
ously so. The damago to the house amount-
ed to about KM.

He know- - the druggist, and he let him Into
the secreL The drugg.st, however, feared
that Parker might accidentally swallow the
rough on rats, and he relused to give It to
him. He gave him a bottle of crude car-
bolic acid, not enough to harm It he had
taken It all, and that un3wered the purpose.
Paiker put the bottle, which was not more
than two-thir- full, into bis pocket,
walked to his home, stretched himself on tha
sidewalk before h-- s house.

low an open window, through which he
could hear his wife singing softly, and
commenced to sroan.

At the flrst groan his wife ceased singing
and looked out of the window. Parker saw
her and emitted several groans louder than
the others.
