Subject of Revision Will Be Presented to AH Presbyteries

at Their Fall Meetings-Missio- nary Boat Is

a New Enterprise.

The Itadlng I'resbyterian JournaU are
filled with discussions of the question at
Issue. Ono of the most incisive articles from
the liberal standpoint appears this week In
the Evangelist from the Ilwerend Doctor
Herrkk of HcCormlck Theological
Seminar-- , Chicago. The doctor write-- , in
reply to an article In the Independent by
tho Reverend Doctor Warrleld, In which ho
takes the position that the "real Issue that
is ral'ed in this whole revision movement la
the old lsnio of Calvinism. Let it bo veiled
as It ma, until It deceives tho very elect,
the real Issue Is whether we aro to remain
true to Calvinism."

Repljing to this position. Doctor John-
son ea3 that all tho facta in the case are
"trumpet tongt.ed against It." Sajs he:
"The revision movement of a decado ago
was smarted, prosecuted and finished with
the explicit proviso that revision should not
Impair tho integrity of the Reformed or
Calvinistic sj stern of doculne. The pres-
ent revision movement started with the
same explicit proviso. Uy tho action of tho
last assembly, the committee is 'not em-
powered to consider any suggestions that
conflict with the stem of ctoctrino taught
In the Hoi- - Scriptures and contained in our
Confession of Faith " "

Doctor Johnson then takes up seriatim tho
points at issue, particularly th-w- relating
to tha decree of reprobation, and elect In-

fants. Tha position la aloo taken that ono
cannot reduce tha question of salvation to
a mathematical proposition, and cIUs
Christ's answer to the question: "Are there
few-- that bo saved?" which was, "Strive to
enter In at the strtlt gate; fjr many shall
seek to enter In and shall not be uble." Tna
writer also declares that the Contesslon of
Faith Is not as full and explicit as to tha
"Iovo of God for all men," tho 'Moctrlno of
tha gospel commission," and the "doctrine
of the Holy Spirit" as it should be.

Speaking of tha question of a supple-
mental creed, the doctor declares that it
"must restato all our essential doctrines,
seeking to give them Scriptural perspective
and proportion and form, and In nbolute
lojalty to the "fostrm" that has been our
glory and our Joy. Personally. I prefer tho
supplemental creed as the fullest and com-
pletes adjustment, conserving tho old Con-
fession In all its splendid structure, whilo
making tho supplemental formula of doc-
trine so full and true that It shall hold all
tho truths most surely believed among us."

Registration for General Election
"Will Continue Until October G.

The primary registration books wero
closed yesterday at noon with more than
",000 listed, lestcrday morning's crowd
was the largest that has yet visited the
offices of the Board of Election Commls-- ,
sioncrs, and when the doors were closed
more than 250 voters were locked Inside to
have their names enrolled Secretary
Hoblltzelo was obliged to detain the men
b.hlnd closed doors, or run the risk of
keeping the office open nil afternoon.

It should bo remembered that a person
does not lose his right to vote at tha
primaries if his name is on the old primary
lists of either partv, even If he has not re-
registered as yet, although no ono miy vote
at the primaries who has moved and failed
to register.

Registration for the general election will
continue in the City Hall until October C.

Tho precinct registration will tako place
on October 9, 13 and 16. Tho last recout-- o

for enrolling Is to the Board of Election
Commlsloners. sitting as a court of ap-
peals, on November 1, 2 and 3, but this ar-
rangement is chiefly designed for cases out
of the ordinary and the period for tho ses-
sions Is short.

roty not be a member of the association
within whose bounds It may be located.
Crowning these Qltrict associations is the
State association, formed In much the snma
manner as those of the district. K.ich
local church Is entitled to certain represen-
tation. If It so desired, and upon certain
terms, usually that It raises the necessary
funds. Tfco bonrds, which nre the legal
exponents of tho State association, nre

Incorporated, and are more or less In-
dependent In their management.

Doctor Armstrong emphasized tho state-
ment that all t ese extra organizations aro
not in any sense ecclesiastical or govern-
mental, having no authority over the local
church, and are merely advisor'. No doc-
trinal requirement Is necessary to member-
ship in these outside organizations, as tach
church Is a law-- unto Itself In this matter.
The Missouri State Association Is regarded
as one of the model organizations among
the Baptists of this country and is quite In-
dependent of all others. There aro about
lS.tv'Q churches In the State.
