IIOKTON, THE INVISIBLE.
It tvlll hnrdly be rjosible for Boss

"aiiiuhnfl and others In charge of the
campaign of Kepnbllcfin Candidate
Horton for election to Congress from
the Twelfth Congressional District of
Missouri to conduct a successful "still
hnnt" by keeping their man out of sight
while the caninnign is under way.

The fai-- t that Mr. Uorton, as Boss
BaumholT's candidate and protege, is
not popular with the labor element in
the Twelfth District is, of course, the
principal reason for the etrange effort
that Is being made to keep a candidate
in the background personally while try-
ing to tend him to the front politically.

It is this same fear of the labor vote
which came bo near causing the with-
drawal of Mr. Horton after he had ben
nominated for Congress by his party's
convention. Mr. Horton is. in an awk-

ward plight in the Twelfth District. Ills
ritrcngth is the Btrengtb. of Baumboff.
His weakness is the hostility to his can-
didacy caused by his relations with
Baunilioff.

FLAP'S INSPECTION TOUIt.
Water ComuiUsluner Flad. returned

from u tour of Inspection of tillering
plants and waterworks In European
,'ities. voices the opinion of every St.
Louisan who lia given the subject

consideration: "There Ls no
better waterworks plant anywhere than
that of St. Louis, but the water needs
liltcring."

Commissioner Flad does not dWcuss
the possibility that the water of St.
I.ouis Is polluted. He does not have to
do so In order to prove the necessity for
filtering the water. All that ih needed
to force the conviction that the water
needs Altering is to till a clear-gin- s

drinking vesbel and look at it. St.
Louis's water is unsightly.

At present the majority combine in
tho Municipal Assembly presents an in-

superable barrier to the work of alter-
ing St. Louis's water. That condition
will continue until next April. "With the
election of a Municipal Assembly which
will glvo heed to tho wishes of the peo-
ple the Alter project will becomo a per-
manent plan.

HANNA THE WHOLE THING.
Mr. Bryan called attention to the

ppcnliar significance of Mark Hanna's
attitude in public life when ho declined
Hanna's challenge to a Joint debate on
imperialism by stating that while he,
vs the Democratic candidate for the
Tresldency, would bo willing to meet
Mr. McKinlcy, the Bepublicun candi-
date, In such a debate, ho could not ly

debate with one whose re-

sponsibility is less than bis own.
"If the Itepubllcan committee will

certify," said Mr. Bryan, "that Mr. II an-

na is to be President in case of
success, I shall willingly meet

ldm in Joint debate." This ls a fair and
legitimately dignified position for the
Democratic standard-beare- r to take. It
must be so recognized by all fair-mind-

persons, Just as would a refusal on the
part of Mr. McKInley to enter into a
Joint debate with Chairman Jones of
the Democratic National Committee,
who occupies the oillclal position in the
one party's campaign organization filled
by Mr. Hanna in that of the other.

THE TWO TICKETS
It Is to be noted a a remarkable and

extremely significant feature of the
campaign in Missouri that the Republic-
ans carefully aII any comparNon of
their State candidate with those named
by the Democratic party on that basis
of fitness for the prop-- r discharge of
public duties which is the lirt requisite
of public otllce.

The Bcpubllcan fight in Missouri th!
year, waged expressly on the Issue of
the vital necessity for an Improved put-li- c

crvlce. should certainly not nvnul
an engagement in that part of the field
where the abilities and equipment f
the respective candidates of the two op-
posing pnrties are the factors that must
decide the final Issue of the combat. To
the contrary, indeed, this should be the
one salient point to which the Kepublie-n- n

forees hasten for advantage. The
avowed purpose of their battling is the
redemption of Missouri. They should
be proud to range their candidates side
by side with those of the Democratic
party for the purpose of convincing the
people of Missouri of a Bepublicun

of character, training and na-

tive ability warranting the election of
the Bcpubllcan State ticket.

And yet this is exactly what Missouri
Republicans refuse to do. They will not
abide by the result of a comparison of
