ears old. who was Sergeant In an nrtillery
regiment throughout the Civil War in tho
Union Army, has been missing from his
home, at No. 1619 Warren street. His aged
wife, who Is entirely alone, fears that ho
may be wandering areund without shelter
are! food. As a result of the wound he re-

ceived In the war he has had Intervals of

nvntal aberration, and It is feared that
ono of these overtook him while searching
for wcik.

Nlemeyer. though he receives a pension
sufficient for his wants, cannot bear to be
inactive He was alwan on the lookout
for employment, and It chanced on Sunday,
whin h was reading the paper, that he
canio upon an advertisement calling for
mn to work on the street near the Fair
Grounds He Ucame imbued with the no-

tion that he must do something Immed-
iately, and he told his wtfe that this waa
Just the work for him.

She argued with him and tried to dissuade
him. hut on Monday morning, with only
10 cents, In his pocket and a bit of lunch
wrapped up In a newspaper, he started out.
Mrs. Nlemeyer says that the last she sn.v
of him was when he went down the street
to the car.

It Is surmLil that his services were not
accepted by the foreman of the gang, and
that In' started to search for work on hid
own accord, and while wandering about he
lost his memory. It is thought he may now

RETURNABLE NEXT MONDAY.

Court's- Action Does Xot Affect

William Vogcl. one or the saloonkeepers
