"Will you have any more 'Huckleberry
rinn and Tom Sawyer?" " "Perhaps," and
Mr. Clemens smiled. "Yes. I shal have to
do something of that kind I suppose. But
one can't talk about an unwritten book. It
may grow into quite a different thing from
what one thinks it may." When arked to
tell some of his experiences of travel, Mr.
Cicmcns said:

"That Is another old story, aid almost
cverythlne I saw or thought or Imagined
dtirins my trip around the world has been
told In my books. I had a very unusual
and pleasant experience In Australasia. It
was traveling through Australasia and lec-
turing during the time of the excitement
over the Venezuelan boundary dispute.
When Mr. Cleveland's sizzling message
tame out I thought that the people of the
British Colonies would feel a little chilly to-

ward me, but I waa mistaken. They did
not let It Interfere with our arrange-
ments, and laughed at my Jokes just as
much as ever. I even think they Ftrained
a point to laugh, or they laughed some
times where I did not intend that they
should. I found that they had learned to
like me a little through reading my books,
and that friendship was warm enough to
carry me smilingly through President
Cleveland's crisis.

"'Some of the fellows smiled ss.dly. Thev
old not appreciate the point of view. 1 told
them some men went through life without
having the privilege they were enjojing."

Mr. Clemens said that he has made his
plans for at least a year. "I shall spend the
winter In New York, making my horn at
:no tarimgion moipj. i .snail pena tne
ilme very quietly, doing nothing but readlnsr
tnd writing on my books and doing
jome little worK ior me magazines.
