KILLING OF KRAUSS,

of
Prisoner Declares That He Was
Attacked and Fired Once, the at
Second Shot Being Accidental.

UP

Captain Phillips of the Sixth District po
lice Ja Investigating the killing of George,
Krauss at Grand ana Kossuth avenues oy
Edward G. Miller early yesterday morning.
At first It was thought by the police to
have been a. "hold-up,- " as related In The
Republic of yesterday, but later develop-
ments show that the killing grew out of a
quarrel.

Coroner Lloya will hold an Inquest In tho
case at 10 o'clock this morning.

Miller Is a motorman on the Broadway
line and Uvea at No. 202 North Grand ave-

nue. Krauss was a machinist and lived
with his parents at No. 171$ Goode avenue.
Miller was arrested shortly after tho
shooting, and taken to police headquarters
at the Four Courts, where he told his story
willingly to a Republic reporter.

"After setting through with our run this
morning--, John Fetterly, the conductor on
our car, and I went Into tho saloon oppo-

site the power-hous- e and had a beer. While
we were there four men came in and be-

gan to create a racket. The bartender or-
dered them out. and we went out, too. Fet-
terly and I started home. The four men fol-
lowed, cursing us, calling us 'scabs.' I
turned around and said, 'It's not hurtles
you Is ltr One of the men struck me In
the face, knocking me down. Fetterly man-
aged to break away and escaped. They
beat me severely whjlc they had me down."
Bo saying. Miller pointed to several bruises
about his face. His lips were cut on tha
inside and swollen out of all proportion.

ouse, where I borrowed a. revolver from
William CondelL the night foreman, to pro- -

das have grown longer, forcing people In
doors early and necessitating a very much
greater consumpUon of gas.

The matter h.is been a subject of consid-
erable comment, and the question is freely
asked whether, since tho installation of the
new street lamps, the Laclede Gaslight
company is able to secure sulllclent pres-
sure to 'keep the gns Indoors and on tho
street up to its usual degree of efficiency.

CONDUIT ORDINANCE

MUST BE AMENDED,

Only Way in Which the Present
Overhead Wires Can Be Placed

Underground.

The overhead wire In the underground
district of St. Louis Is still a fact, and as
tho laws stand to-d- neither the city

nor the telegraph companies,
whoso wires aro overhead, are obis to
ehango the condition. The only hope of
obviating tho difficulty la to amend the
city ordinance, and a movement in this
direction Is under way. It is claimed. In
the Board of Publlo Improvements.

Under the Stato law the Western Union
and Postal Telegraph companies havo the
right to use tha streets of St. Louis for
tho purpose of erecting poles and stringing
wires thereon. By city ordinance all wires
In a certain district, known as ths conduit
district, have to be underground. Certain
conditions aro attached requiring companies
placing their wires underground to give
bond to do certain things. Former City
Counselor Marshall decided that telegraph
companies under the ordinance would have
to give not only a 0.000 bond to do busi-
ness as such, but another CO.COO as a light
and power company. This last bond tho
telegraph companies refused to give, and
until It Is given the Board of Publlo Im-
provements refused to grant them a permit
to put their wires underground. So the
situation to-d- la that tho telegraph com-
panies can keep their wires overhead as
long us they chose, while tha city can re-

fuse them permission to put them under-
ground If they fo desire. As long as this
anomolous condition exists the overhead
wire will remain In the conduit district.

The local managers of both tho Western
Union and Postal Telegraph companies
have declared that they were anxious to
put their wires underground, and would do
so Just as soon as they could get a permit
from tho city authorities.

Itobert H. McMath, President of the
Board of Public Improvements, said yester-
day:

"Wo were advised by City Counselor
Marshall that we had no right under the
conduit ordinace to grant a permit to the
Western Union company until It gave bond
for KM.OUO. as required of tho electric light
and power companies. He was our legal ad-
viser, and we were bound by his opinion.
While the matter has never been ofilclally
brought to ths attenUon of Mr. Schnur-mnche- r,

the present City Counselor, in-
formally bis attention has been called to
the matter, and In view of tho fact bis
predecessor has already given an opinion,
he will not reverse It, The result is we
find ourselves powerless to compel the tele-
graph companies to put their wires under-
ground, they being protected by the State
law; nor can they get underground if they
want to while the present ordinance re-
mains In force.

Tho only possible way out of the dilemma
la to amend the ordinance. The Board of
Public Improvements Is now preparing an
ordinance providing for the extension of
tho conduit district- - I think it entirely
probable that when It Is completed It will
so amend tho old ordinance that It will not
be susceptible to an Interpretation which
the telegraph companies can Insist Imposes
hardships upon them. As soon as this is
done, we shall see whether the telegraph
companies are In earnest about putting
their wires underground."
