CITY MUSHROOM FARMS.

One of the Fads That Is Finding
Many Followers.

REPITRLIC SPECIAL.

Baltimore, Md., (¢t 25 —=Mushroom grow-
Ing 15 sald to be the latest fad thut has at-
theked Baltimore, and interesting siorles of
the success, both muaterial and flaancisl,
that private grow:srs of mushrooms are
moeeting with are belng circulated, The evl-
lars of a brewing e¢stablishment no longer
in operntion In the southeastern section of
the city have been converted into mush-
room farms by some enterprising growers,
aind It Is sald that they are ylelding very
Eatllafactory crope.

Besides these growers, who have gana
into the business on &n extensive scale, a
number of women have staried smaller
farms In the celiars of the houses in which
they llve. Accordlig to the figures glven
by Mr, Theodore Eckhardt yesterday, these
women farmers run a falr chance of add-
Ing very ecrnsiderakbly to thelr pin money,

The yield from 1. 15-foot bed, Mr, Eck-
hardt sald, should e about ninety pecks In
three months. The cost of 1the bwid would
bt about $10, The mushrosms would seil
for 3 cents a peck, bringing the farmer
Efu , making & salo of $57.% on the under-

ng.

The things that are necessary for puccess
in mushroom growving. according to Mr.
Eckhardt, nre, funt, the cellar in which
they mre to be grown (and this must be so
arranged that the plants can be kept at a
temperature of fron @ ta 70 degrees); sec-

ond, good ventilatlon, as plenty of fresh alr
i3 essentinl, Arrangements must be avall-
able also by which the soll can ba kept
mevist,

Good manure, ricy In phosphate, must be
uses] to form the foundation of the bel, |
which will be built preferably wpon a dirt
floor. Two loads “sill ba necessary for a
bed fifteen feet long. The mushroom spawn
ean be procured in the shape of bricks
from the florists ar d nurseryvmen, The tem-
perature of the hed must be tested. nnd no
slumlng must he cone untll §t is below %

egrees. Then the bricks can bha hroken in
kalf-inch places and dlstributed evenly over
the bed,

In elght or ten lays a white threadlike
rrowth will begin to appear, and when this
s notlerd the bod must be covered to the
depth of one-half ta three-quarters of an
inch of sandy loam. The heds are built
in conleal shape, startine from o base o
threa feet wide and bullding up to about
two and a half fert hicgh, with a width of
ahout ten Inches o top.

The doctors ¢xamited
the body and then declared that Whalen
had died of starvation, =

Wiillam Myers, g walter, sald that Wha-
Ien had told him that a man hod noticed his
wan appearance nnd had asked him the
trouble. Upon his explaining tint he was
hungry he said the stranger had “staked™
him to a quarter, the first h: had had in
many days, and he hurried to the Peabody
restaurant to invest In food to satisfy the
gnawing hunger from which he had been
sufiering for several days.

But the relief came too late, and John
Whalen disd before he had a chance to eat
He was I yvears old and llvea at No. 166
Bowery, when he had a home. He was un-
married, and before his fliness and sabse-
guent visit to the hospital always had beon
In comfortable circumstances, with money
in plenty and many friends. Weajen, It wos
sald to-day, wns too proud to beg, and
would rather suffer the pangs of starvation
than ask ald of those he had helped in his
botter days. His body was removed to the
morgue.
