How Alvord Was Detected.

In order to make clear certaln aileged mis-
statements, Vice President Hine to-day ex-
plained in delall some of the {ncidents lezd-
ing up to the discovery of Alvord's crime.
In the first place Mr. Hine said Alvord had
Worked steadily and without suspicion uniil
the afternocon of the 18th Instant,

By the merest aceldent a clerk saw him
make certain erasures in the cleoring-honsze
sheet, and, while he thought this unusual,
=uld nothing about It to anybody until short-
Iy after 4 o'clock. Hy that time Alvord had
Eone, but it was expected that he would re-
turn, 23 he had some work to finish.

When Alvord falled to return, the clerk
who had seen him make the erusures made
carual mention of the matter to As=sistant
Cashler Backus. The latter, without sus-
pecting thut anything was wrong, looked
over Alvord's balunce, and soon found sev-
eral disrepancies, He was on the point
of Jeaving matters for Alvord's adjustment,
when he decided to muke a further exam-
ination, and soon saw that many Items
bad been deliberately falsified,

By thia time the suspleions of the assist-
ant cashler had become very much aroused,
All the high officials of the bank had gone
for the day, but, gathering a number of
clerks, Mr. Buackus went hurriedly over
the note teller's books, und in a few mo-
me |l:u bad overwhelming proof of Alvurd’'s
gullt.

Saw His Hooks Examined.

Mr. Hine did not say how Alvord learned
that he was under puspicion, but he con-
firmed the report that the note teller re-
turned to the bank early on Thursday even-
Ing. and, seelng others at work upon his
books, realized that he had been discovered

Alvord had not been under gurvelliance up
to that time, although it has been sald that
he wne suspected as early ne the 165th Inst
The bank officlals are convinced that
he did not go to his home the night of the
15th, and they are aiso convinced that ho
hus not been there since the morning of
that day.

Alvord’s erime eame to light exactiy three
days after the natianal bunk examiners
completed their examination. While the
First National Bank officers afdmitg that
Alvord’s wrongdoing Is In no degree the
result of any laxity on the part of the
examiners, yet they seem somewhal sn-
noved at what they regard as mlsrepresen-
tations on the part of those attached to tha
office of the Comptroller of the Currency at
Washington,
