YOUNG PEOPLE'S SOCIETIES.

Topic: "Do !Not Worry." (Matt vi,
2534.)

The various denominational young people's
societies will bava for their topic

evening. "Do Not Worry," bated on
Matthew vl. a 34, and which is a part of
tha Sermon on the Mount.

Tho first thought of the lesson Is that ofsingleness of service: "No man can serve
two masters; for either he will hate the ono
and love the other; or else he will hojd to
tho ono and despise the other. Ye cannot
serve God and mammon." No truer state-
ment was ever made. It is verified In
human experience at pvery point of life. It
is truo in affairs social and political, and
matters moral and ecclesiastical. Promi-
nently Is it true in regard to man in his
relation to God and the affairs of this world.It Is of supreme importance to remember
that we cannot serve God and mammon.
And by this latter term we understand all
that runs counter to the revealed will of
God, whether social, civil or ecclesiastical.

The second and chief part of tha lesson Is
token up with various illustrations of faith
and lack of faith in serving God. Christ
knew the tendency of human nature to
worry In regard to the affairs of life, and so
he says, "Be hot over-anxio- for your
life, what ye shall cat, or what ye shall
drink; nor yet for your body what ye shall
put on Is not.the life more than meat and
the body than raiment?" In other words,
wo ara to go forth in tha discharge of life's
duties with faith in God. resting assured
that ha will overrule all for our good and
his glory. And this thought tho Master il-

lustrates by reference to the fowls of the
air and the lilies of the valley, all cf which
conform to the laws of their being and ara
cared for and fed by God's bounteous
providence. And to It Is said. "Wherefor
if God so clothes the grass of the field.
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which to-d- ay Is, and Is cast !

into tho ovon. stall ha not much mora J

clothe you. O ye cf little faithT'
But the great j radical lesson U to ba

found in the closinir paragraph: "Seek first
the kingdom of Gcd. and Ids righteousness;
and all these thlrgs shall be added unto
you." A broad principle this, ona that
touches every phnse of life, and appeals
direct to the souL How few really grasp
Its meaning and govern their lives accord-
ing to It. Too rainy Ignore It altogether,
and practically fcrget God and their re-
sponsibility to hln. Hero It Is proper to
lnQUlre. "What Is It to acok first tha king-
dom of God?"

First, it clearly Involves tha idea of
making it chief In jur affections, nnd which
involves tho enthroning of lu great crntrai
figure, Jesus Chri.it, in tho toul. "What
think yo of Christ?" li still tho test ques-
tion of the splrltutl life. Ha who can iy.
"Ha Is 'all und all' to me." will liu.v tha
assuraneo that he has pasred from death
unto life. Ho who can say he is tha
"chiefest among tn thousand and the ono
altogether lovely" will understand fully
whnt Christ means when ho says. "Seek
first the kingdom of God." Like the cijios-tl- e

Paul he can tay. "I know whom I have
believed, nnd am icrauadcd that ho is able
to keep that which I have committed unto
him against that diy."

It also Involves tho idea of com-
mitting ull our lnt rests to God. and mak-
ing everything mora or less cubordlnato to
the Interests o( llj kingdom. How few
there ore wha ever glvo a thought to this.
In the mad ruph o! buslmra and social af-
fairs, God nnd oir responsibility to him
are In a sense foi gotten, nnd "mammon"
is supreme In all ojr thoughts. This la truo
even among those who are tha professed
disciples of Christ, and who aro supposed to
have tho Interests of hU kingdom most at
stake. Is It not possible that this may nc-co-

In part for tho low state of ploty
and conwcratlon to the Master's service so
prevalent in the olurch The faith
of tho Psalmist thould bo ours: "Commit
thy way unto tha Lord; trust also In hlra
and he shall bring It to pass." Or, as the
wice man has slid, "In nil thy ways
acknowledge him. and ho shall direct thy
paths."

Thb. then, is God's antidote for worry.
But such trust nnd ruch conildcnce does not
mean that v,q are to ."It down and open our
mouths or pockets and expect God Jo fill
them. It In a funlnmental law of nature
and of grace that God will not do for us
what wo can do for ourselves. Tho fowls
cf tho air. the lilies of the valley and thacraps of tha Held nil conform tlialr law of
belnir to tho fullest extent, and in resr-om-

to that eonformltv God feeds and clothes
them. So It la with man. Lt his lira b
squared with th Ue of Jesu4 Christ, and
let his energies be directed In conformity
with the law of Gol. and he, too. will haveevery want eurpHrd. Ho can then sin-- ; with
tho Psalmist. "Tho Lord is my shepherd. I
shall cot want."
