The city of Chicago, having let extensive
"brick pnvlng contracts, at much higher
prices than those prevailing In St. Louis,
now stepped on the scene and locked tho
markets of Indiana, Illinois and Ohio to
St. Louis as effectually is though they did
not exist at nil Tho Chicago contractors'
simplj- - bought up all the brick expected to
be manufactured during the following
months, at i price greatlv In advance ofwhat St. Louis contractors were able to pav
The supp'lv of St. Louis was reduced to
what could be obtained at Torre Haate,
Ind , and at the St. Louii brick works
Now. the Torre Haute ynrdi were gradually
emerging from n series of disasters and mis-
haps, greatlj-- hampering their tlllclencj-- .

Tho strikers had not been satisfied to tultwork pcaceablv, but had caused the loss ofa couple of kilns, whose contents were to-
tally destroyed by bad burning. Even afterthe strike was over, these vnrds did not at-
tain the ctllclency which thej- - should havereached, as from 30 to W per cent of theirburns had to be rejected ns paving mate-
rial. As far as the St. Louis brick jnrilsare concerned, thev had on hand a consid-erable stock of material, which they wereready to deliver to the work under way
but much of which could, under the specif
ficatlons, bj no menns he accepted Itseems proper to mention litre that tho rig-
orous tcpts ot vitrified brick required by
the Board of Public Improvements, andforming a part of the specifications of eachcontract, exclude a great portion of the out-put of brick yards now in the market. Suchbars do not exist in all cities, but It seemsto need no proof that it Is better for thetaxpaj ers to uphold thoe high requirements
and Insure the Use of first-cla- ss materialeven If this has to be nccompllshcd bv-- ashort deliy In ao work. One

of the Immediate consequences of the
of the tests Imposed on vitrified brick:

was the rulsjptr of the standard of quality
of- - the stock manufactured in Alton, 111.
This material, which formerly could not b
ueitpted In St. Louis, now stands the pre-
scribed tests, and la used on our streets.

About the time the labor troubles, began
to be settled, or at least graduallj-- disappear.
a period of unprecedented heat, lasting

more than a month, began,
which delajtd and almost suspended work
for tho time of Its continuance. Minor
strikes, sucli as that of the granitoid work-
ers, the concrete men, etc., did their share
tow ird annoj lng-an- delajing the work.

Prom the above short compilation of facts.
It would appeir that an unexpected concat-e'liati-

of tioubles and dclaj's caused the
lo.vs of the best part of the summer and
fall, and the Street Department found Itself
faco to face with the question whether It
would be advisable to start the work of Im-
provement on certain streets that had not
been touched jet, and run the risk of being
stopped bj' severe wtather before those
strtets could bo got In such a shape ns to
be at all passable during the winter, or to
def r work until the ipring of 1901; and the
tuntlusion was arrived at In manj caees
th it It would be wiser to postpone work.

After thLs general exposition of facts, ap-
plicable, as above stated, to almost all the
brick stretts, a tnbujated statement of the
streets that are under centract for construc-
tion or reconstruction with brick, and not
jet completed, la Inclosed herewith.

It will be seen from the aecompanjing
statement that, with few exceptions, con-
tracts for improvement were- - approved
rathe r late in the season. The unusual
number of contracts, viz: 193, as against the
maximum of HI in former J ears, of work
to be-- executed during the season of 19u0-I'i-

demanded from the very beginning a
distribution ot tho voluminous work over
summer and fall of 19j0, and the postpone-
ment of the rest until tho sprln:; of 1901.
Tin more important and pressing improve-
ments were, of toure. scheduleel for 1900.

In conclusion I would respectfully call the
attention of jour honorable bodj' to the fact
that the time at which contracts have been
approved during last season Is inopportune
In the extreme, as the best part of the
working season, viz: the second half of
April, tho whole of Maj' and Juno and the
first half of Julv-- , are- - lost, usually the very
best time for cirrjing on street work,
o'vlng to the coolness and pleasantness of
the weather. The second half of Julv-- , the
whole month of August and a great portion
of September nre generallj-- partlj-- or wholly
lost for active operations, owing to the
phjslcal Inability of the workmen to bear
up under the excessive heat. If It Is per-
mitted to make a suggestion, I would re-
spectfullj- ;id' ise that the ordinance for pro-
posed improvements be passed early In the
winter session of the Municipal Assemblj-- ,

to n iblo this department to commence
work at the beginning of spring. Much bet-
ter results cm then be expected.
