IS CONTEMPLATED.

rresideut Hnwes Says Changes in
Police Force Necessitate Re-

classification of Patrolmen.

At the meeting of the Police Board Tues-
day a resolution, introduced by President
Hawes. was adopted, providing for a re-

newal of the method of "classification" or
grading of the patrolmen, which was In-

augurated about two years ago.
According to this method of classification

the patrolmen will be graded uccording to
their qualifications into three classeaL The
system used for grading the men was

by Captain Matthew Kiely of the
Fourth District, and was adopted unani-
mously by the Police Board out of a half
dozen submitted In competition. By this
system the mental and physical qualifica-
tions of each patrolman ure analyzed, and
his elliclency computed on a scale of per-
centage, 1W points constituting what 13

rated us the ideal or perfect patrolman. Tha
qualifications on which they are rated are
as follows, 10 points being the highest per-
centage in each: Sobriety, couruge, hon-
esty, intelligence, morality, fidelity, obedi-
ence, judgment and perseverance. Each
man is Judged Individually by each of these
qualities, and the total of hu percentage Is
the measure of elliclency In the eyes ot the
Police Commissioners.

The rating of the patrolmen according to
this standard Is made up by the Captains,
from their personal knowledge of the men,
supplemented by reports from their Ser-
geants. Under It, the men are graded into
urst, second and third class patrolmen.
Political, religious or racial beliefs and
opinions do not enter into this grading of
the men. Those In the first class are the
pick of the force,' those In the second class
are "average." and those in the third class
are men wno have little or nothing to enti-
tle them to recognition or retention by the
board.

The news of tho passage of the resolution
calling for a renewal of the classification of
tha patrolmen gave rise to the rumor that
the board was contemplating the dismissal
of a large number of patrolmen, president
Howes yesterday emphatically denied thisstory.

'The put pose of tho classification," he
said, "is merely to give tho board somo In-
telligent idea ot the efficiency of the men, so
that when a patrolman appears before the
board the Commissioners will know exactly
his rating, it is not for the purpose of
guiding us In the matter of promotions and
reductions, although it will aervo that pur-
pose equally. It in eevcra) yenrs since we
havo had a classification, and in that, timemnny changes have been made In tha de-
partment, and many new men have beenadded, so that our old lists are now prac-
tically valueless. Of course, whero we flmj
men rated so low as to be practically ln- -
etncient ana incompetent, they will bedropped, just aa they have been heretofore,
cut not without a fair and Impartial trial.
1 want to say emphatically that the resolu-
tion adopted by the board has no political
significance, and no patrolman who is doing
his duty need have uny fear of his position
on account of it. We do not contemplateany wholesale removals or reductions orpromotions or a shake-u- p of anj- - Itlnd."

STRONG FACES HIS ACCUSERS.

Colorado Jleadv to

self caused the It is chnrged
that he had agreed to sell the property to
B. W. Glddlngs and William Lennox, and
that at the time of the explosion ho had
already received $K,TKX ns part payment for
the property and a bnlanco or 5W,K) was
due him in a few days.
