There nra
candldates galore for every position within
the gift of the Leglslature, from Speaker
down 1o splttoon cleaner, and while the
latter’s campadgn may not be conducted
nlang as dignifled and as able lUnes as the
former, the intensity of It does not suffer
thereby.

The effiency of a legislative body depends
