CONSTnUCTION IN ARKANSAS.

Considerable Ineronse In Mileage
Daring: the Pnst Few Ycnm.

Railroad building is advancing well In
Arkansas. Last year 2S2 miles were added,
and In 1S9S, 224 miles. Up to June 30, this
year, sixty-tw- o miles were completed. This
is the largest "mileage built since 1S82 and
1SS5. when the new building was 48G nnd
243 miles, respectively. Arkansas begin her
railroad building in ISoS. with five miles,
which was Increased to thirty-eig- ht miles
In 1860. After that there was nothing added
until 1563. when forty-eig- ht miles was built.
During tho following year 12S miles more
was completed. There was 740 miles In the
State in 1875. and 8.V) miles in 1&S0. Arkan-
sas then had a boom In railroad building,
reaching 1,792 miles in 1SS3. Since that year
the "figures have been 2.203 miles in WO,
2,439 in 1835 and 2 823 at the end of 1S9S. the
latest record o Poor's Manual. The mile-
age added In 1S99 und so fur in 1900 will
bring the present Ilgurcs above 3.1.V) miles.
The simallest building In recent years was
In 1892, when only Ilfteen miles was llnished.
There was but twenty-on- e miles built in
1833. According to the latest report of the
Interstate Commerce Commission. Arkan-
sas, on Juno 30. 1S98. had an average of 5.9
miles of railroad for each 100 square milea
of territory, and 23.51 miles for each 10,000
Inhabitants.

The similar figures for the Stato of Mis-
souri were $.93 "miles and 21.CI miles, respec-
tively. Indicating that the two States were
served about equally as to population, butthat Missouri had the decided advantage as
to territory.

Rallrond building promises well In the
State lor theimmedlate future. Latest re-
turns to the Railroad Gazette show thatToUrteen companies, old and new. are now
building over 200 miles of road within theState. About twenty-liv- e companies more
have plans for building more or less de-
veloped, involving more than 1.509 miles ofnew road. Of course, much of this projected
road will never get beyond the paper stage.
But out of the large number of plans a feware fairly sure of some realization

A noticeable feature of the new building
of Arkansas Is the almost entire abs-nc-e
of the names of the older and larger com-panies. For the most part the buildingcompanies were formed at a comparativelyrecent date and their lines as yet have notbeen absorbed Into the older companies.

Removal of Overliead Bridge
Caused by Air Line Improve-

ments in Illinois.

ELECTRIC LINE AFFECTED.

Annual Car Faiuiue nnd How to
Prevent It L. & X. Officials

Here Arkansas Construc-
tion Notes.

The Louisville, Evansville and St. Iuis,
Air Line, Is spending considerable money
In Improving and grading- - Its roadbed In
Illinois. At Phoenix Station, at the top of
tho bluffs, tho Belleville Traction Company
has an overhead bridge which crosses the
Air Una tracks. It has been found neces-
sary to lower the Air Line grade at this
point about sixteen feet. Accordingly, a no-

tice has been served on the Traction Com-pun- y

to remove the bridge, as the engineers
say the lowering the grade will weaken the
piling and substructure of the bridge to
such an extent that it will collapse.

Tho situation is a critical one, as the re-

moval of tho bridge probably will mean the
suspension of trafilo on the "Day" lino, as
tho electric road I3 called, for some time.
All of the cars. It is said, will have tu run
over the Suburban road, which parallels
tho "Day."

Tho electric railway officials are figuring
on getting uver the Air Line at another
place, it Is said, and probably will build a
temporary switch and bridge. No orders
for this work, or the plans, havo yet been
given.

As already announced In The Republic,
the Air Line will be sold, under foreclosure
proceedings, on next Thursday, at liuntin-bur- g,

Ind., when It will be bought
becoma a part of the Southern Railway
system.

ANN UAL CAR FAMINE.

Poolln-- r Arrangement by Companies
Would Remedy the Situation.

With the annual rush of fall business, a.
car famine is usually developed, and the
present year furms no exception to the rule,
in an effort to avoid this constantly recur-
ring shortage of equipment railroads are
constantly buying more cars, but only to
llnd that each year what seems to be the
normal growth of the business exhausts
the extra supplyoand the shortage Is about
the same as before, says tho Railway Re-
view, y

Equally apparent each year Is the sight
of a large number: of cars standing Idle on
tho sidetracks during the slack season ot
business a epectaclo 'which operates to
check what might seem to be an undue out-
lay in this dlrectlon.

What Is needed in this country Is the
adoption of a plan that will permit,
within certain denned limits, the use
of ull cars wherever needed. Put Into
other words, the car equipment of tho dif-
ferent sections of tho country should be
pooled. No small loss Is occasioned by the
enforced handling of empty cars on their
return to "home" roads, something that
would bo largely overcome If every car was
"at home" wherever It might happen to
be.

In order to illustrate the strength of the
above argument that the adoption of the
"at home" plan for all cars, wherever lo-

cated, would result In adding to the avail-
able equipment of the road, reference Is
had to the latest report on car movement
of one of the large systems. It shows that
the total movement 01 nome cars on iv
own line averaged 31.51 miles per day, while
the movement of "home" cars on foreign
lines averaged 18,37 miles per day: the
movement of the total equipment of the sys-

tem being 2S.S3 miles per day and the per-
centage of loaded mileage 71.35.

It is undoubtedly true that, with proper
handling tinder a clearlng-hous- o system,
the mileage per car could he greatly In-

creased and the percentage of empty move-
ment materially decreased. It Is not too
much to say that, by such a scheme at
le.ist 10 per cent would be ndded to the ef-

fective equipment of the country, an amount
that would be ample to relieve the pressure
during the period of congested movement.

A person Is presumed in law to know, the
Supreme Court ot Oklahoma holds, in the

And one Is not
Justified. It holds, in riding on the steps o.

ing closed and locked.

Efforts Will Be 3Iade to Kill Davis
Amendment to This Prelimi-

nary Nicaragnan Canal
Legislation.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington, Nov. 19. Plans are being

made by the administration to press with
vigor for the ratification by the Senate of
the treaty in its original
form, as the first step toward the construc-
tion of the Klcaraguan Canal.

This action bids fair to precipitate one
of the memorable contests of the coming
session of Congress, and circumstances
make It necessary that President McKinley
and Secretary Hay bring' together all the
Influences at their command.

Opposition to the treaty Is based on the
fact that it provides that no fortifications
shall be erected on the canal. The Hep-

burn bill, which has passed the House,
provides, for the. "construction and protec-
tion" by the Secretary of War of the pro-

posed canal.
Davis Amendment Is Objectionable.
In addition. Senator Davis's amendment

to th6 treaty Is still before
the Senate Commlttete on Foreign Rela-
tions. Th amendment-provide- s that noth-
ing in the treaty shall restrict measures
which the United Spates may find necessary
for the defense of the nation.

Efforts will be made to kill the DavU
amendment which, it Is Bald, is bitterly re-
sented by Great Britain.

On behalf of the administration, it will
be urged that the necessity for fortifications
does not exist. It will be pointed out that
the building, equipment and manning ot the
forts necessary to guard the harbors and
approaches of the canal would cost proba-
bly as much as the entire seacoast defenses
of the United States. It will also be shown
that the natural defense of thCjcanal Is the
navy of the United States.

New Support Is Expected.
No predictions can be made as to the vote

on the treaty. It may be that some Repub-
lican Senators who opposed the treaty lat
April and May may feel called upon now to
support the administration policy, and that
several Democratic votes will be gained. Of
this, however, there Is no aasurance.

It is hinled. indeed, that many Senators,
who do not dare oppose tho canal openly,
are doing so secretly by opposing the

treaty. The administration will
attempt to "smoke out" the suspects by
charging more or less directly that they aro
working for the transcontinental railroads,
which, theoretically, would suffer by the
opening of the canal.

Ono thing is certain meanwhile, viz.: that
the administration has no Intention to re-

treat and that the to treaty
will be ppshed as a preliminary to canal
legislation.
