raoh. In the high office of Prime Minister,
te which he was exalted, he showed the
encrey. ¢ ity and kit spirit that had

n  charancteristie  trafts. In
wis enabled to render a most
vajuable service to the kingdom. When the
famnine swept the lamd. ang the peopla be-
gian to be in want, they turned to the King,
whe referred them to Jossph, Ly whose
prudence the public storehouses were Tull
of griin, and who was thus enabled to at-
ford rellef 1o the people. This famine also
bLrought his bretbren down to Egypt to
buy comn. and gave him opporiunity to ex-
hiblt a spisit of gruclous forgiveness towan
those¢ who had wronged him most. By all
these tokens he stunds confessed one of the
greatest characters of Hebrew history.

“If history is phtlosop teaching by ex-
ample, then what may we learn from the
beautiful story of Juseph? FPanl declares
that the things-of isracl's wonderful his-
tory happenea for examples, and were writ-
ten for tne agmanition of the modern Chris-
tian world.

“in zZrithmetle the anthor not only glves
the rule. but solves a provlem in detall o
ghow how the rule i= to be applied. It Is
thus that the great teacber dews with us,
'he Bible contiains the rule for our falth
snd practice. It conalns, moreover, the
record of many lves i which that rule
was more or less fully applled. Among
Old Testament worthies It would be aimi-
cult to nwme one who tllostrated more Tully
the epirit and letter of the moral law than
Josepn. Let us summarize: Dotful, ener-
getic, heart and mind open 1oward God, pa-

“The principles by which this life was
wrought into such heauty and =trength are
11 ax the race—yen, ay oid as God,
are eternal.

Each man hies his 1ife problem to solve.
The rule 18 before him In the Holy Scrip-
ture. ‘The appllcations of that rule are
ehown In numerous examples of godly men

—perfectly shown in the life of Jesus of
Nugnreth,

“GOD'S VOLUNTEERS,” BY
REVEREND MR. WATSON.

At morning services of the First Unitod

Presbyterian Church the pustor, the Hev-
erénd Cnarwe . Watson, preacoaed on the
theme, “UGod's Volunteer No  speclal
text wes agbounced, but tl sermon  had

its basls i ghoe history of ancitnt istael,
spectially In " Jhe tiine of Barak ani De-
borah. Pastor Walson spoke, in . part, as
lollows:

“*“I'he dellverance of Israel by Deborah
and Barak carries us back 10 the wild days
of eariy Jewish history. A hundred and
fifty yeéars have piassed since the last great
Lattie of the conguest of Pulestine, Joshuy
i8 now dead, and, in facl, the whole genern-
tion of Irop-muscied men, trained in the
degert  school, hns  passed away. The
lienthen antlons are regaining thelr power,
and we now sSee e once viciorioos jsruacl-
fres huying safety aml peuace by tribute
and recocsd o homliating subjecton. In
the North an oppressive yranny ig being
exercigsed by dJabin, the Ring of Higor, Ma-
raugding bunds have made the hlgiways im-
{nu:r.-alm-. 1*caple hurry 088 the couniry
ay secluded ropds and by-paths,  Disorgan-
fzed and leaderless, the lsraelites caanot
Daougt of a shield of o Siear among (thiny
thousand in lsracl. In their distress they
cried 1o God, and God raised up a womunn
who, llke Joan of Arch in France, roused
the people to united effort. Deborah first
rouged the tribes by the magnetsm of pro-
phetie song. Then she chose a leader for
the movement. Then she gave the clarion
call to the ribés to gather for the con-
flict. Some responded nobly, others held
Liack In cownraly fear, or were oo husy
with commerce to have time for patrior-
frm. The volunteer (roops gathered at
Mount Tabor. The doay for the battle &r-
rivedl. Deborab, the prophetess, gave the
elgunal for attnck. Poorly armed, untrained,
but with trivmphant faith in God, the vol-
unteers of l=rael wont forward agalust the
Toe. The accounts of the battle ure
meager, but before the sun set that day the
wrmy of Siserie was hopelessly delvated
and Isriel stood once more s free nation,

“*This historical Incldent gives us a pletura
of God's volunteers answering to a call for
gervice, enlisting with witlingne
forming a service of great power. e loarn
something of God's method in calling men,
God usen human agencles in the execution
of hie pluns. 1s the worlll to be prepared for
1he coming of the Messiuh? 1t Is a =chool of
human prophets which must accomplish the
Jwork. Is the gospel 1o be carrled to the
ends of the earih? It iz not angels, but men
und women, whom God sends upon this er-
rand. Is there a sorrowing, aching heart
anywhere to-diny?

GREAT HEARTS, NOT MINDS,
TRANSFORMED THE WORLD.

“The Imperial Power” was the theme of
the ss=rmon preached by the Reversnd John
*. Horming at Maple Avenue Reformed
Churell vesterday morning. Ha took for tis
“thut of the heart are the lIssucs
7 Prov, iv, 23 In part, he sald:

n declares that! kKnowledge 1= power,
hut God revesls that love is power. The
historiun enthrones the Intelegt, Lut the
Werd erowns heart as the soveraign of our
Hves, Of the intellect and g achievements
it is hardly possible to speak 1o hiy,
but great honor is due the human er=

stunding, but greater honor §= dne that
power whose behests the understanding
obeyve,  Knowledge may be on the throae,

bt love s the yower behind the throne
The mind may be kingly, but the heart is
imperial: knowledge may be power, but love
i Impertal power. The affections are
primal and supreme.

“The heart is the Imperinl power of our
personinl belng, the determinative factar of
morid lfe, It I= the ‘pure in the heart’
thiat shall see God, The heart In God and
God In the heart makes It the souice
whenee issue forces that make for charaster
and for God. Actions determine character,
and affections determine actions. It Is not
moerely knowledge, but Tove of the right
thut moves a man to be righteous, We
now whit n man thinks or what his opin-
fons are, and yet we have not =ufflcient
knowledee of what he is. There are mon
who may be, as Bacon saye, ‘In knowledge
like winged angels, but In passion like
creeping  serpents,”  Lord Bacon, himself
was an example of an almosat Nawless in-
tellect combined with a character full of
weaknesses, How eloquently does he plead
for the advancement of learning and liber-
tv. How meanly doces he take bribes fram
the rich against the poor. Some of the
greatest genluses hava followed the moral
light afar off. Lord Byron's intellect
flashed sparks of light, yet how degraded
wis his life. Goethe uttered the words of
4 dapge, Vet his deeds were often low. How
mirked may be the contrast between what
& tnan knows and what he does Knowledge
has in ltselfl no power to direct condu-t
or to fashion character. It may see the
pool but is dependent upon a foree back
of itself to compel actlon und form life.

“Affection Is the holy passion thut con-
strains us. What o man thinks most of,
carcs most for, what he likes, what he
ehsorbingiy desires—that gives trend to his
churacter. 11 is an unmistukable law of
our belng that we become like that which
Wwe love. The object of our affections I
the object of our lives, and irresistably are
We drawn toward it If our affectlons ure
et on things of the earth we shatl be-
come cartbly; if our affections sre set on
things above we shall become heavenly.
Thi= 1= the law of the faormation of Chris-
tian charucter. It wis this same enthusiasm
of the heart that changed Augustine the
libertine into Augustine the sainted church
father. Numberless are the transformations
of character wrought by the holy affections
ol the heart

“Heart, the imperful power of individual
life, Is the ymperial power of collective 1ife,
The great moral reforms of the world have
been wrought nol by men of great minds,
but by men of greal hearts. It §s the pe-
raarkable aseertion of & student of spcial
progre=s that ‘the svolutlon which is slow-
iy preceading in humnn soclety Is not pri-
m:u:li_\- intellectual, but rellgious In eharnc-
ter, It is the change wrought by that life
which proceeds from the heart of man.
Murvelous was the Intellectun! attalnments
of anclent Greece In Socrates, Plato and
Aristote. YA the soclal body became car-
rion which the Roman eagles gathered to-
gcther o devour. We wonder at the learn-
g and laws of proud Rome that sat upon
her seven hills. Yol sensuality sapped tlie
very life Bood from the goclal velns of the
empire, and {t toltered and fell. Mind nud
done its utmost, but mind's extremity be-
came heart's opportunity, and in the full-
ness of time *Great Heart' was born Inio
the world and men called it Love, The
i ige WHS, not new <ulture, but ‘new
creqtures. not larger minas, but larger
Eedarts,  The Muaster infused a love litn
meivs  hearts  that s transforming  the
workl. In every morsl movement, of all
the ages, 1t bas been not mind power, but
Leart power, that has transformed  the
world, muking the kingdoms ol man more
and more the kKingdom of our Lord, wherein
dwelleth righteousness.'

APPEAL FOR SALVATION
OF THE SOULS AT HOME.

The Reverend A. J. Marshall, city evan-
gelist for the Christlan Courdh, spoks at
the BEllendale Christian Church  yvesterday
marning, in part. ae foliows on “*The Urgen-
vy of Cuncentration of Hellglons Forves for
Evangellzing Our Clties,” using for his
theme, “And Calchgstiied the people be-
fore Moses, und saifl, Let ue go up at once
and pussess It, for we are well able to over-
coma It Numbers xiil, 50,

In lus opening remarks he called atton-
tion to the fact that, accoraing to the re-
cent census, the population of the natlon
had Inerensed more than 13,0000 In ten
years. Fe also said thut thix Fact involved
a mighty evangellstie problem, which de-
manded prompt silution. Procecaing, he
gald In part:

“The politieal and largely the educational
proolems we may and must lenve to the
Btute, but the religious and morn! eannot
he ro_asslgned. To the church, and to the
church alone, is left the grave responsibillty
of thie moral and religlous culture of thess
incoming millions. The work of the chureh
In the torelgn missfon fields 1s grand in its
proportione and effects, but the church ot
nowe In Americn and In Christian Europe,
In meeting the problem of the splritus! cul-
ture and sustaining aloft an ever-rising
standard of moral life among the old and
new-horn masses that come In teaming mil-
Hons to its eare, reveals a view of its power
i hundred times greater than can elsewhere
be foumd.

“The Christinnizing of these 12,000,000 per-
sons in the last decade in Ameriea alone,
though imperfectly done, transcemis the
perceptible offects of the foree of com-
blned Christendom in foreign fields for a
century. let no one for one moment think
that we disparage the work In forelgn
lands. We do not; we simply desire to
emphasize the imyortance and effectiveness
of the church in the home lands. and most
varnestly do we wixh that the chureh shnll
not forget the vital neceeslty of =aving
the=e incomir iz milliona at home, lest whila
out irying to ssve the heathen nations she
berself “become a castaway.’

“Chrixtendom at home stands to represent
the person and character of the rospel
tencher, und if there Is profligacy in the
life of the teachéer the message taught will
meet with incredulity In the ones to be
taught. The urgency of this great question
im;n'alu to me with more than ordinary
force as I watch thls new-horn natlon in its
cholee of  settlement In our midst. For
what questlon Is more vitul in ethleal prob-
lems than that of the environment of the
life of the person to be taught? Like laws
of =anitation to the physical, so are the
healthful surroundings that induce splr-
Itunl growth, but If, In either case, ?Elry
be opposed to the health of the Individual,
self-preservation will be attended with more
than usual peril,

“Itelying upen our eensus reports for au-
thority, we readily =ee what Is transpiring
and the nature of the problem is readily
forecast.

Kncourasge-
ment, Leedgse this 1= about the proportion
of any ane ngregation that ordinarily -
tends the rnlng service, thus showing
that about all the adult population of thye
clty samethmes attsnd caureh, and are more
or less cdentified with =ome  congregation
or religious body.

The readers of such mugaslnes
Imagine they stund on a ‘higher plane
than the rest of mankind and know too
much to believe any cause good or holy,
Besides how much cheaper it is to give
criticism to a gol eause than to lend it
labor and financial support! They argue
that by thus shooting a cheap criticism at
anything that asks thelr ald they ean
avold all the respongibiiities of life, be-
slde presecving tlelr reputatlon for inecor-
r'l.tpllbl'.‘ virtue. Help this or that church?
