GREEN GOODS MEN

WORKING THE WEST.

Many of Their Circulars Received
in St. Louis and Reported to

Postal Authorities.

THEY MAKE ALLURING OFFERS.

Inspector Dice Tells of the Meth-
ods of Swindlers Who Take

Good Money and Give
Xotkinc in Return.

Eastern green goods men are flooding St.
Loui3 and the "West with their circulars,
offering, upon payment of $400. to deliver to
personal applicants, several pounds avoirdu-
pois of "ones, five3 and tens."

Post Office Inspector George A. Dice says
ho has received reports of the receipt of
dozens of these letters tho last month and
has promptly forwarded the facts to depart-
ment headquarters at Washington. Satur-
day he received a call from a gentleman
who had found a green goods letter In his
mail, and yesterday he heard of another one.

"It is the same old game," said Mr. Dice,
"and there Is no hopo of the man whi bites
at tho bait getting away with anything."

Tho "green goods" letter which is Just
now having such a large circulation here Is
plainly and repeatedly marked "confiden-
tial." It Is In Imitation of typewriting, anl
starts out with the address "Dear Sir" and
this statement: "Your name was sent to me
by my son (who Is my traveling representa-
tive) as a shrewd, reliable and trustworthy
man for me to with in your vi-

cinity, and I therefore take tho liberty of
proposing a scheme to you that 93 out of 100

men would gladly grasp if they
could personally examine my work." The
forwarder of the letter, who signs It "AI.,"
declares that bo is an expert engraver, and
that he was for years employed in the Bu-
reau of Printing and Engraving at Wash-
ington, where ho learned all the tricks of
making "ones, fives and tens."

Telcerum to lie Sent.
"What I want to know," continues the let-

ter, "is whether you will be willing to co-

operate with me In the disposal of my
goods." The point Is dwelt upon that "an
Investment of $100 will give you an Imme-
diate return that a lifetime of toil at your
present business would not do," and tho
offer is- made to send a samplo of the
"goods" upon receipt of a prepaid telegram.
Tne prescribed form of tnls telegram fol-
lows:

"L. Raymond, Westchester Depot, West-
chester. New York: Send report No. 212.

(Signed) "AI. HIJACK."
The prospective purchaser is warned not

to use any other word3, to wire by Western
union oniy, Dctween a a. m. anu s p. m.r to
sign "AI. Black" and no other name, to pre-
pay thu message, und to be cateful not to
use tho mails.

So far as can ba learned, most of the
letters that have been received here In the
last few days have been addressed to men
connected with trades unions. Tho counter
clerk at the main office of the Western
Union states that not a single message
signed "AI. Black" and addressed to West-
chester, New York, has been received there
for forwarding..

"All the green goods men operate from
New York.,r says Air. Dice, "although they
always give their address as some village
near there, in New York. New Jersey or
Pennsylvania. They usually employ a
country telegraph operator to do their out-
side work and a saloonkeeper to recelvo
their letters and telegrams and forward
them by express. There are no 'green
goods' men In this section of the country,
although now and then letters sent out
from Now York are mailed In great quan-
tities at outside points.

Where Letter Are Mulled.
"Not lonjr since perhaps a thousand ofthem, addressed to people in St. Iouls, were

mailed at East St. Louis. We found thatthe men who malied them were from theEast, but could never capture them. Lastspring a Nashville. Tcnn.. merchant was
robbed of more than $1,000. He followed
Instructions, met the green goods men ina suburb of Brooklyn, paid over his money,
got his box of sawdust, and on the ferry-
boat was robbed of the money he had for
his return trip by a confederate of thegang, who nosed as a detective. This gang
was arrested, and. on the testimony ofthu victim, convicted."

A telegram from Now York says:
"This gang has operated of late in West-
