America Urges Modification of Exorbitant
Demands—!nternational Confer-
ence Suggested.

Demandn Too Severe.

The latest declurations of the Powers are
due to the diplomacy of the Preshlent and
Becretnry Hayv. The developmentz whichk oc-
curred In Pekin showed conclusively that
none of the Minlsters was allve to the im-
portence of formulating demands which the
Chinese Government could comply with.

Propositlon= were being maode, advocuted
hy the representatives of the Powers, whose
policles were regarded with maost susplefon,
the pdoption of which could only have had
one result—thelr rejection by the Chinese
Glovernment and the resumption of hos-
tilitles. It wuos, therefore, determined thar,
in the Interest of a prompt settlement, it
wig deslrable not only to communicite with
the representatives of the Powers In Pekin,
but to appral to the Powers themselves.

Instructions were sent 1o the several
representatives  of thia  Government In
Europe aml the currespendence which fol-
towed dinally culminated in the assuranes
referredd to above,

Mr, Conger was directed to urge upon his
celleagues the necessily of reaching an
agreement #2 to the demands to be sub-
mitted, which would bLe reasonably certain
of acceplance Ly the Chinese. The Presi-
dent and Secretary Hay appreciate the
weakness of the Imperial Government, and
they do not want the shadow representing
imperlal authority 10 be eliminated by the
powerful Princes and officlals responsible
for the recent outrages and the renewal of
strife.

In [ts representations (o the Powers, the
United States Government has taken oc-
caslon to lay stress upon the common pur-
poses actuating the Powers, as set forth in
their respective declarations, and It i= pro-
posed by the President to require thelr ob-
gervance, If It be possible to do so.

May He a Cooference.

Eiven with the assurances of ths Powers
that they desire i prompt settlement and
are willing to work harmonlously to ac-
complish it, the suthorities are not wholly
satisfied that the Minlsters in Pekin will be
able to reach an agreement.

Anticipating the fallure of negotiations
and desirous of tke Powers continuing thelr
effort to reach a Joint agreement, the au-
thoritlies are already casting about for a
method of solution that will be satisfactory
to all.

It is understood this subject has been
given careful consideration by the Presi-
dent and his Cabinet. In fact, at to-day's

seaslon the whole Chinese situation was
thoroughly discussed. The suggestion for

RUSSIA MAKES BOLD STAND.

London, Nov. 24—“A seriou= dh'ergﬂ:n-
has arisen in Pekin' says the Tien-Tsin
correspondent of the Daily Mail, wiring
Wednesday.

“Japun, the United States, Russia and:
France favor demanding a milder punish-
ment than the execution of Prince Tuan and
the others, while Great Britain, Germany,
Austrin-Hungary and Italy, deem anything
le=s than the death penalty useless.

*“An Important decision has been arrived
at. however, that this divergence Is not to
Interfere with the general peace negotia-
tionn.

“Another remarkable feature of the sit
uation !s the sudden bold face of Russia,
which now declines either to withdraw hep
troope from the Province of Chi-Li or 1o
hand over the rullway, as promised.'
